One, to look at his
girlish facte, tall, slender fgure, narrow
shoulders and compressed: chest, and
then hear him speak in his clear, rmusi-
cal voice, which loses none of its tone or
harmony by long use. cannot help won-
dering at him and thinking that he be-
lies all the laws of physiology and
phrenology. After speaking very nearly
tour days he seemed as fresh and his
voice under as good control as when he
cotnunenced. As to the force of his ar-
gument we will not attempt to give
more than the general impression upon
his hearers, that it was beautiful and
highly finished-" a grand display of
intellectual pyrotechnics," as Judge
Bingham subsequently characterized it,
and calculated more to build up his rep-
utation and enhance his interests than
as a defense of the respondea's comrse.

let churchyard in the land. In this obeerv-
saee no form of ceremony is prescribed, but
Posts and Comrad will in their own way dr-
range such fitting services and testimonlals
of respect as circumstances may permit.

" We ae organized, comrade, as oar regu-
lations tell us, for the purpose, among other
things, "of preserving and strengthening
those kind and fraternal feelings which have
bound Igether the soldiers, alom, and sa-
rines, who united to suppress the late rebel-
lion."
