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LAWS OF THE UNITED STATES.

PASSED BY THE
Fortieth Congress.

OFFICIAL.
[PrsLic—No. 46.]

AN ACT constituting eight kcursa day’s
work for all laborers, workmen, and
mechanies employed by or on behalf
of the government of the United
States.

Be 1t enacted by the Senate and Howuse
of esentatives of the United States
of Ameriea in Congress assembied,
That eight hours shall constitute a day’s
work for all laborers, workmen, me-
chanics now employed, or who may be
hereafter employed, by or on behalf of
the government of the United States; and
that all acts and parts of acts inconsist-
ent with this act be, and the same are
hereby, repealed.

Approved, June 23, 1868.

[PuBLic—No. 47.]
AN ACT for the relief of esrtain export-
ers of rum.

Be it enacted by the Senate and ilouse
of Representatives of the United States
of America in Congress assembied, Thut
the act ot January eleventh, eighteen
hundred and sixty-eight, entitled “An
act fo prevent frauds in the collection ot
tax on distilled spirits,” be so construed
as to permit rum, which at the date of
the passage of said act was already dis-
tilled or redistilled and intended for ex-

rt and actually eontracted for to be

elivered for exportation, to be with-
drawn, removed, and exported from the
United States under such transportation
and export bonds and regulations as
were required therefir immediately prior
to the passage of said act, and as rhall
be provided for hereafter: Provided,
That all such spirits ehall be actually
exported within sixty days from the pas-
sage of this act ; and that beforeany such
exportation shall be permitted, proof in
writing shall be farnished by sworn evi-
dence, to the satiafaction of the Commis-
sioner of Internal Revenue, that such
ruanr was in fact at the date mentioned
intended for export and distilled or re-
distilled for that purpose or actually con-
tracted for to be so exported. And upon
failure to so export the same w:thin said
sixty days, the tax thereon shall become
due and payable, and the bonds given
for the transportation and export there~
of ghall be forfeited and eollected, as in
case of such bonds not cancelled accord-
ing to law.
