your Ball in the science of mineralogy. There
are about Are hundred specimens comprising
the cabinet, mostly aurderous and argenttf-
erous in their character. There are several
very beautiful specimens of petriled wood,
Also foeils of the elephant task, belonging
to a ei= s lang since extinct.

Perap s allusion to my early conmectioo
with your Assocation may not be out of
plae here, and I will state that in 1852 or '53
I was a stockholder in the Mercaneutile Library
Association, and that the talented and la-
mented merchant, Calvin M. McCleurg and
myself were appointed members of a commit-
tee to procure the conversion of stock into
life membership. We labored faithfully for
several days, and if I am not mistaken, suc-
ceeded in converting about seven thousand
dollars of the stock into life memberships,
both of us taking membership in lieu of in-
dividual stock. I feel a proud satisfaction
in having rnodred even so small a service to
an institution which Is so great an ornament
to your city, sad which with its agreeable re-
sources, attracts so strongly theyouth of St.
Louis, from the haunts of dissipation and
vice.

I trust your Association will continue to
prosper, and that any addition to its already
valuable collection will, by enlarging its at-
tractions, conduce to the extension of hu-
man knowledge and the increse of public
virtue.

Mongolians ushered in with fiery pyrotech
Snice and st-)re clothes their New Year lestivi-
ties. Their chronology is of too intricate
and fabulous a character to be readily ascer-
Stained or fully believed. It may, however, be
stated that Chinese historians have traced the
origin of their kingdom Lack ninety milllons
of years, and even Christian writes give cret
dence to its organisation 2,000 years b-
fore theChristian era. Chambes,on the con-
trary, asserts that its setablishment into an

Sempire was only two or three centurles be-
fore Christ, and it was from that event that
they record its history. A Chinese year, un-
like ours, contains either 12 or 13 and some-
times II months. Such years having inter-
callary months, hence the national feast, fast
and holidays,luring the succeeding years oc-
cur on different days on different onths. Last I
Chinese year contained 355 days; this year con-
tains 386 days. The celebration of their New
Yer's day commences before daylight by the
acrifices to heaven and earth. The familie

who have not retired during the night preced-
ing the dawning of the New Year, prepare a
table upon which is rice, vetetables,tes, wine,
candles and dried fruit of various kinds, ar-
ranged in different forms. Three stcks of in-
cease are placd upright in the bowl of rice,
and various uther devices known only to
those aho thus celebrate. At daybreak
Chinese crackers are exploded in front of the
house. The head of the family kneels in
front of the table and burns incense to heaven
and earth for past protection, favor and sub-
sistence, and for a continuation of these )ies-
sings during the coming year. This
ceremony concluded, the family
give worship to the family gods and godesses
which is performed by means of rico and veg-
etables. This concluded, th- family pay
tokens of respect and remembrance to its de-
ceased arcesters. Next follows the moot in-
teresting part of tile ceremony, that of wor-
shipmn; the surviving heads of the household
by, the junior members of the family. After
these religious and domestic ceremonial devo-
tions are concluded, the adult male membr i
of the family start out to maLe New Year
calls upon their mual auoualutance-. oe-
males not being equal in social rank to the
males, they cannot recei

t
v calls frons their

gentlemen acluaintances. Calls are usually
Smade during the first four days.. ,ut -. ntinue
during the entire first month which is divided
up into certain ceremonial eas)ons. To-day
the Chinese of uelena will, in common with.
their brethren throughout the wide world,
open their houses and extend to their peoule
their hospitality with a generous hand. You
who lesire to witne- the manners of this
people upon the greatest ,f their national
ay, will be welcome.

TI'S: R I (iULt'H.--We learn that ane
gotiatioes have been perfected intring the
early erecti a of a firet-class tweaty-stamp
quartz mill in Tucker Basin. Although only
three miles from tSow, but few eities nof
Helme are aware the vast amount eol mek
whieh bas been done on the lodes is that dis-
trict. The owners, well stisled that the
scrutiny of a thorough exploration would
only more positively demonstrate the perma-
nency aend richness of their quartz claims,
have gone to work faithfully, although un-
aided by outside capital. Promineat ameng
the lodes in Tucker Basin are the Uncle Basm,
Granite Mountain, Levi Blossom, Ocean
Wave, McClellan, Munson, Merritt, and Win-
scott. The Holmes Mining Company have
ran a tunnel 200 feet long, whcbh will shortly
tap the Uncle Sam at a depth of 10 feet.
The Granite Mountain Compaq have run a
tunnel over 300 feet in length on the Gram-
ite Mountain Lode, and extracted a large
quantity of rich pay quarts. Another tun-
nel, 210 feet i length, has tapped the Levi
Blossom at a depth of 70 feet. Shafts re-
spectively 60 and 75 feet have been sunk in
the Wmnscott, Munson and Mrelnt Lodes, and
developed true and permanent veins. As
high as $2.60 to the pan has been repeat-
edly panned from a single panful of the eerv-
ce dir.. On the discovery claian of the Mc-
Clellan Lode a shaft and two tunnel bhare
been excavated. The vein expused in their
workings is 12-15 fret wide, with well de-
ianed walls. Actual milling results as well

as numero•s aesay returns have
shown that every portion ,,f the
vein mwtter contains fre. gold in largoly pay-
ing yurauaties. Numerous runs made on the
quartz from this district in the mills at Union-
ville have yielded as high as $78.00 and none
less then $15 00 per ton. No di-trict in the
Territory is more promising than Tucker Basiu
-none olere a more inviting leki for the
profitable employment of capital. The erec-
tion of the pro)ected quarts mill, and the
gohles returns which its completlen is rwe
to laugurate will be bet the beginning of the
