Lobster, jr.,, resembles a mosquito
wiggler—such as Is seen in rain barrels.
e is' a third of “am -imche long, trans-
parent and reddish, Almost his first act
is to shed his coat. During the first six
f’m eight weeks he throws off his little

‘#hell five or. six times and grows to be
8-5 of an Inch long. By these processes
he transforms himself, grows legs and
claws; assumes a resemblance to his
mother. His eyes are enormous,

He is a bloodthirsty cannibal. He 13
hungry from the moment of birth, and
when hatched in the sea feeds vora-
ciously upon minute crustaceans. If he
cannot obtain this natural food, he turns
upon his brother. The great problem
will be how best to supply the little glut-
tons with natural food,

The artificlal pond, stocked with food

for infant lobsters, may be made an ad-
Junct to the new hatchery. Such protec-
tion need but last six or eight weeks, af-
ter which the young, now 8-5 inch long,
goes to the bottom, where he can care
for himself, hlding beneath rocks and
During the year after taking
on this new mode of existence he grows
to be two or three inches long, and sheds
his shell eight or eleven times, at longe:
intervals. He rips his old shell up the
back and jumps out of it.
, At Sandy Hook some time ago, a lob-
ster welghing 33 pounds was caught. TIts
claws were large enough to clip off the
arm of a man.

Uncle Sam wants the states bordering
on the 1,300 miles of lobster coast to ald
him in this crusade. While he is spena-
ing his money on artifical propogation he
will expect them to enact more strongent
laws.
