ex c ite m en t of a g re a t  p o litica l ca m p a ig n  I 
it passed  w ithou t th e  m en tion  it d e se rv - 
ed as a b it o f rea lly  g re a t ra ilro a d in g , j

O n th e  a f te rn o o n  of J u ly  7th. th re e  j 
d a y s  a f te r  th e  n o m in a tio n  fo r p re s id e n t j 
h a d  been m ade, th e  th re e  e a rs  w hich 
bore th e  M on tana  c o n tin g e n t w ere 
coupled  on to  th e  r e g u la r  B u rlin g to n  
tr a in  th a t  le av es  th e  c ity  l>y th e  Ivaw  j 
fo r th e  n o rth w es t. T he m em b ers  h ad  ! 
p la n n ed  th a t they  shou ld  rea ch  th e ir  
hom e on S unday , w here  a  c e leb ra tio n  
aw a ited  them . T he conven tion  h ad  s u p ­
p o rted  th e ir  veiw s in  th e  p la tfo m i. an d  
th e y  w ere in a h ila rio u s  mood.

W anted  to See B ryan .
As th e  heavy  tr a in  labo red  on up  in to  

N e b ra s k a  losing  tim e  a t  eve ry  mile, th e  
deleg a tio n  d ec id td  th a t n o th in g  would 
s a tis fy  them  bu t a v isit to  M r. B ry an , 
th e ir  p res id e n tia l nom inee. T h e ir  tra in  
w as  a lre a d y  an  ho u r an d  a  h-iif la te  
a n d  th e  a u th o r it ie s  of the  ro ad  fla tly  r e ­
fused  to  give even an  h a lf  h o u r 's  s to p  
fo r  th e  proposed v isit. I f  th e  m en w a n t­
ed to  see Mr. B ry an  le t th em  s to p  over 
one tra in .

F in a lly , how ever, perm ission  w as given  
P h il D anie ls, g en e ra l a g e n t o f ih e  B u r­
lin g to n  a t  B u tte , w ho accom pan ied  th e ' 
p a r ty , to s top  over tw o h o u rs  a t  L in ­
coln, a n d  then  ta k e  th e  th re e  c a rs  a s  a 
sp ec ia l to  o v e rta k e  tn e  re g u la r  tra in  
w h erev er possible. Mr. D an ie ls  took  full 
c h a rg e  of the m a tte r , te leg ra p h ed  ah ead  
an d  a r ra n g e d  fo r the  specia l eng in e  and  
m ade ou t a tim e schedu le fo r th e  full 
ro u te , or so m uch  of it a s  would be n ec ­
e s sa ry  to  cover in o rd e r to o v e rta k e  th e  
r e g u la r  tra in . T he d is ta n ce  from  L in ­
coln to  B illings is u p w ard s  of a th o u s ­
an d  m iles, a n d  w hile  it w as believed it 
w ould  not be nec essa ry  to  ru n  m ore th a n  
one, o r a t m ost, tw o d iv isions, perm ission  
w as  secured  to  m ake th e  e n t ire  ru n  as 
a  special in ca se  it be found  n ec essa ry . 
M r. D an ie ls , how ever, had  fu ll confi­
dence in the a b i lity  o f th e  B u rlin g to n  
en g in es  to  m ake a phenom enal ru n  and  
he  m ade eve ry  p re p a ra tio n  fo r a  record  
b rea k in g  race. P e rh a p s  th e  p assen g e rs  
w ere not fully  p rep a re d  fo r th e  ride  
th e y  got. a t  a n y  ra te , to Mr. D an ie ls  is 
due  a ll th e  c re d it fo r th e  ru n  from  L in ­
coln.

F ro m  th is  po in t, it w ill he in te re s tin g  
to  ta k e  the d escrip tio n  g iven  by one of 
th e  m em bers o f the  p a r ty , a n d  a ca re fu l, 
n ay . a lm o st a  fa sc in a te d  o b s e rv e r  of th e  
p re p a ra tio n s  a n d  of th e  w ild ride  w hich  
follow ed.

"W e m ade o u r  call on th e  d is tin g u is h ­
ed  N e b ra sk a n  w hom  we h ad  chosen  to 
ue o u r s .a m la rd  b ea re r. H e w as a t  hom e.

an d  we ro u te d  h im  up  o u t of bed fo r o u r  
c o n g ra tu la tio n s . I t  w as  p a s t m id n ig h t, 
an d  a ll of th e  s tr e e t  c a rs , even  th e  sp e ­
c ia ls  th a t  h ad  been held  fo r us, had  
long since gone to th e  b a rn s . W e w ere  
de lay ed  In v a r io u s  w ays, a n d  b a re ly  lln- 
islied o u r b u s in ess  w ith in  tw o  hou rs .

T hen  th e  Chase B egan.
"W h e n  w e got h ac k  to  th e  d epo t, a  lig h t 

eng in e  w as  a lre a d y  b ac k in g  up  to  the  
tra in , re a d y  to  pu ll o u t. B u t w hen th e  
n a tu re  of th e  ta s k  w as ex p la in e d  to  th e  
eng in eer, he  p ro te s te d  th a t  th e  eng in e  
w as n o t h ea v y  enough  fo r th e  ta sk . So 
it w as  ru n  hack  in to  th e  s ta ll, a n d  one 
o f th e  eng ines  k ep t fo r fa s t  p a sse n g e r  
serv ice  w as s u b s t itu te d . W e w ere m ore 
th a n  tw o  h o u rs  beh in d : so m uch , indeed, 
th a t  th e  t r a in  d is p a tc h e r  a n d  th e  t r a in  
m en one a n d  a ll d ec la red  we sho u ld  no t 
o v e rh a u l th e  o th e r  t r a in  be tw een  L inco ln  
a n d  H illings. 83$ m iles  aw ay .

"T he eng ine  w as a. m a rv e l. I t w as  a 
black , som b er-lo o k in g  m o n s te r, no gold 
leaf, no b ra s s  w oik , n o th in g  b u t fire and  
stee l a n d  go. I t  w as o f th e  B u r lin g to n ’s 
h ig h e st ty p e  of m ach in e , th e ir  c la ss , six 
d r iv e rs , b u ilt fo r th e  m a rv e lo u s  ru n s  like 
th a t o f  th e  fa s t m a il in its  eag le  flight 
from  C h icago  w es tw ard . It w as  d riv en  
by E n g in e e r  R oekfe llow . a  s te a d y -  ! 
handed , coo l-headed  m an . a  h e ro  o f th e  | 
th ro t tle , I h av e  a lw a y s  been p leased  to  I 
ca ll him . No o th e r  1-lnd of m a n  could  I 
s tan d  th e  k ind  of ru n  we m ade, a n d  not \ 

lose h is  nerve.
"T h e  tr a in  d is p a tc h e r  w as  k in d ; he ! 

gave  u s  a c lea r tra c k  for th e  n ig h t, s av e  i 
fo r one t r a in  th a t  we w ere  to  m eet, an d  ' 
w ith  w h ich  we m ust ta k e  ,o u r chances . I 
As to  o u r ow n sa fe ty , we m u st ta k e  our ! 
ow n chances . W e w ere m a s te rs  of th e  j 
road , an d  o u r ow n d es tin ie s  for the  n ig h t. I

"S low ly a t  first, th en  fa s te r  an d  fa s te r . I 
we s team ed  out ac ross th e  a lk a li flat th a t I 
l:es w est of L incoln . T he  n ig h t w as  inky  I 
bla k. though  calm  an d  p le a sa n t. The j 
a rc  lig h ts  o f the  c ity  g li tte re d  a s  we | 
sw ung  ou t over the  low. ro lling  h ills  th a t j 
rise  to the w es tw ard ; p resen tly  they  died 
aw ay  beh ind  w av ing  g roves  and  n ea rby  
hill c re sts , and  we w ere well on our 
w ay.

The F lig h t T h ro u g h  th e  D arkness.

" I t  did not need m uch expe rience  in 1 
tra v e lin g  to  know  th a t  we w ere m oving , 
a t g re a t speed. L ooking ou t o f the w in- j 
dow's, the  b lack  bu lk s  of n ea rb y  g roves, J 
or b a rn s  o r houses, ru sh ed  by like m ad  ! 
th in g s. T he ra il jo  n'.s sen t up a r a t t l in g  I 
ro a r  th a t  m ade a  co n tin u o u s  sound. 
T hough  th e  n ig h t h ad  been q u ie t as a 
g rav e  w hen we s ta r te d , a n  ev e rin c re a s-  
ing  gale  began  to bea t a ro u n d  th e  e a r  
w indow s; to re  w ith  ea g er fingers a t  th e  
fas te n in g s , an d  flung a r a t t l in g  hail of 
c inders  a n d  sand  a g a in s t th e  sash . T he 
heavy  c a rs  rolled an d  sw ayed  as they  
took  th e  cu rves. T he w h is tle  n ev e r 
ceased  its  sh rill w arn in g , a s  we sped 
th ro u g h  th e  ne tw o rk  o f c o u n try  roads. 
T hey  w ere  on ly  seconds a p a r t .  P e r ­
chance  som e bela ted  tra v e le r  m ig h t be 
o u t on th e  h ighw ay ; th is  b lack , m e teo r­
like tra in , sh o o tin g  like an  a rro w  th ro u g h  
■the n ig h t, m igh t ca tch  h im  u n aw ares , b u t 
fo r the  m onotonous w arn in g . A dense, 
im p en e trab le  w all of n ig h t s h u t us off

from all view of w hat lay  along the line; 
we could bu t w arn others to take care 
of themselves.

“Out across the mile-long sp idery  
bridge spanning the broad, sandy P la tte , 
we roared. At G rand Island, w here the  
B urlington crosses the wilderness of 
Union Pacific tracks, there was a  c la t t e r  
tng of steel like a thousand boiler fac­
tories in full blast, as we dashed over 
the switches a t full speed. F lagm en had 
been ordered out to keep the track  clear, 
had they failed we should have known it 
but for the one brief second between see­
ing the  danger and the  crash.

The Xing of the Road.
“The night was p itch  dark  and little

chrystala  before ft sum m er su n ; the  
lightening  ten d er sw itched around  be­
hind its  m aster like a. tra ilin g  flag.

“But we were m ak ing  up  the  tim e; 
keeping count on the  num ber of s ta tions  
passed—for we never stopped, and  could 
not read the nam es on the s ta tio n  houses 
th a t flew by In an  Indistinguishable b lur 
—the s ta r tlin g  speed of e igh ty  miles an  
hour was announced in the  cars. We 
were m aking a  record ru n ; one of the 
wildest rides in the  h isto ry  of ra ilroad ­
ing.

“ E ighty  miles an hour is an  easy th ing  
to  say; It U & som ew hat difficult th ing  
to  experience. I t  m eans perfection of 
m achinery fo r one th ing ; one heated  
bearing, one Journal th a t  does not fit,
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could he seen sav e  th e  g h o s tly  bu lk  of 
the ho u ses  a n d  tow ns a s  we ru shed  by. 
T h e re  w ould fce a  g lim pse  of g reen  
sw itch  light,, a fa in t fla sh  from  th e  s ta ­
tion  w indow , a n d  a n o th e r  tow n w as le f t 
b eh ind  in ou r m ad ru sh . N ow  an d  a g a in  
th e re  would be a  g re a t lig h t flam ing  o u t 
in f r^ n t of us, a  round , red  eve  of fir« 
from  a n  en g in e  s ta n d in g  on a  side tra c k , 
w a itin g  fo r pur special, w hich  w as the 
k ing  of th e  to a d  f o r  th e  n ig h t ..  «-;

T ire le ss ly , end lessly , th e  siKirt Str e i t - 
g ine  a te  u p ' t h e  m iles  to - th e  viVfWwoFil. 
T he sw e a tin g , f ire m an  sw u n g  h is  shovel 
like a  p a r t  01 th e  g r e a t  m ach in e : the.: 
fiery h e a r t  o f th e  stde l m o n s te r  -shgy^ 
o u t on the  h o t m u rk y  a i r  a lm o s t c o n tin u ­
ously , th ro u g h  th e  open fu rn a c e  door. 
T he  coal pile m e lted  a w a y  like h e a r  f ro s t

t^ie lo osen ing  o f a  p in  o r  bo lt, th e  g iv in g  
w ay  o f th e  ra il, o r of a  b ridge , a n d  all is 
o v e r e n d in g  e i th e r  in  f a i lu re  o r  a  f r ig h t-  
fill w reck . F o r  th e  r id e r, it m e an s  th a t  
c o u n tle s s  b illions o f peop le h av e  lived 
a n d  d ied  w ith o u t see in g  s u ch  speed , th a t  
w e m a y  ta lk  of so  lig h tly . S ince th e  
World b egan  no m an  h ad  e v e r  r idden  a t  
th a t  r a t e  of speed , fo r so g re a t  a  d is ­
ta n ce . I t  m e a n s  K0 fee t a  second , m ore 
th a n  tw ice  th e  speed  o f  th e  f a s te s t  rac e  
ho r^e; th a t - .e v e r -  took  th e  track ,- m ore  
th a n  five tim es  th e  speed  o f th e  fa s te s t  
m a p  w ho e v e r  r a n  a  m ile, a n d  doub le  
th e  sp ee d ie s t b ic y c lis t w ho ev e r  fo llow ­
ed a  jp a c h in e -m a d e  pace  on a  bo ard  
tra c k . O ne , m a y  ta lk  g lib ly  of e ig h ty  

r m iles a n  h o u r  a s  a  sm a ll a c h ie v e m e n t: 
le t h im  b u t r id e  b eh ind  an  en g in e  m a k in g

th a t speed, o r let him  try  to build a  flaw ­
less m achine th a t  can  aet th a t  pace 
and  he will know w ha t It really m eans.

Eighty Miles an Hour.
“The B urlington  road runs th rough 

some of the  m ost beautifu l land in Ne^ 
bruska th a t ever greeted the  eye of m an’. 
Level a s  a  floor. It s tre tches  aw ay from  
the r i a t t e  a  m atchless T itanic  race 
course. Across these beautiful, lim itless 
plains we a re  speeding, never swerving, 
never fa ltering , following the gleam ing 
ra ils  th a t s tre tched  out into the  black 
night, and  every hour eighty  miles more 
a re  gone.

“W e should have overtaken the regu ­
la r  tra in  long before, even though we 
were so fa r  behind them  on the  s ta r t.  
B ut they had m ade up the ir lost time, 
and were now runn ing  on schedule. W e 
strolled Into R avenna, the  first division 
station . Ju st 30 m inutes a fte r they left. 
So far, ou r ride had been a fa ilure  in 
th a t we had failed to overtake the  fleet­
ing tra in ; but we had  broken all rec­
ords for fast running.

"A new trouble confronted us a t R a ­
venna. T here was no new engine there 
to c a rry  us onw ard in o u r flight; the 
coal and w a ter were out of our ow n ima­
gine, and  it was an hour's  work to re ­
plenish them . M eantim e, the tra in  we 
sought to overtake was on its  way, ru n ­
ning on time, w ith a  fresh engine, and 
still an hour and a  ha lf ahead, by the 
tim e we again  took the road. But there 
w as not a heated  bearing, not a flaw in 
the g rea t m achine which carried  us, and 
we were ready once m ore for the stern  
chase.

“A g a in  th e  d r iv e rs  took u p  th e ir  sp ace - 
d e v o u rin g  s tr id e , w hich  c u t dow n th e  
m iles a s  one w ould  ch eck  th em  ofT th e  
th e  m a p  w ith  a  pencil. T h e  li t t le  to w n s  
w ere  f a r th e r  a p a r t  now , a n d  n o t so 
la rg e . T h e re  w ere  fe w e r  g roves , an d  
few er fa rm  houses . T h e  g r e a t  level 
p la in  h a d  g iven  w ay  to  ro llin g  san d  h ills , 
an d  th e re  w ere  som e g ra d e s  th a t  checked  
o u r  speed . B u t a g a in  th e  speed  re g is ­
te red  SO m ites  a n  hou r. T h a t  to ld  th e  
ta le .”

D a y b reak  on  th e  P la in s .
“T he  d aw n  b eg an  to  lig h ten  up  the  

e a s t a n d  s til l no s ig h t o f the  w elcom e 
tw in  re d  l ig h ts  o f th e  re g u la r  t r a in  
ah e a d  of us. T h e  lig h t s tre n g th e n e d , 
a n d  ro sy  fingers  sh o t up  from  b eh ind  th e  
e a s te rn  h ills, w h ile  th e  w ild c h a se  co n ­
tin u ed . R ee lin g  off th e  m iles «behind us, 
th e  g lis te n in g  s tee l ra ils , like th e  w eb 
of a  g r e a t  sp id er, w e rac ed  o v e r th e  
c h e e rle ss  sa n d y  h ills , s ta r t l in g  th e  
sleepy h e rd s  a n d  b r in g in g  c u rio u s  faces  
to th e  d o o rw ay s  o f th e  sod -houses.

“ W e h ad  b u t tw o  th o u g h ts :  T o o v e r ­
ta k e  th e  re g u la r  t r a in , a n d —SO m iles  a n  
h o u r! T h a t  w as  a lw a y s  first. I t  ca m e 
to o u r m in d s  th ro u g h  th e  g a le  a t  th e  
w indow  pan es, in  th e  ro a r  of th e  r a i l 's  
jo in ts , co n tin u o u s  an d  u n in te r ru p te d  by 
in te rv a ls  o f s ilence . A s h if t in g  p a n o ­
ra m a  of h ills, houses, h e rd s , a  co n fu sed  
ju m b le  o f  fences  a n d  te le g ra p h  poles, 
a n d  a n e v e r-e n d in g  b row n  b a n d  of s u n ­
b u rn ed  g r a r ^ J a n d  m e t o u r  view  th ro u g h  
th e  w indow s—th e  eye  h a s  no tim e  to  fix 
on d e ta ils  a t  80 m iles  a n  hour.

“ B u t i t  a ll c a m e  to  a n  end  a t  la s t .  A 
h az y  b la ck  sm oke a p p e a re d  a h e a d ; it 
w as th e  t r a il  o f  th e  t r a in  w e so u g h t. 
A lm ost b e fo re  w e cou ld  rea liz e  it  we 
d a r te d  in to  s ig h t, a n d  a t  S eneca  o v e r ­
h au led  th e  q u a r ry , a lm o s t a s  if th e  t r a in  
w ere  s ta n d in g  s till. O u r en g in e  w as  u n ­
coup led , a n d  th re e  c a r s  h itc h e d  b eh in d  
th e  o th e rs , a n d  th e  g r e a t  r id e  w as  ended . 
A nd it m ay  be th a t  m ore  th a n  one  m a n  
d rew  a  long  sig h  o f re lief. R eco rd - 
b re a k in g  rid e s  a re  th rillin g , b u t  th e ir  
co s t is h ig h  in n erv es.

“The engineers and  firemen «who m ade 
the  record run  were regu larly  detailed 
for the  service, and expected no th ing  
m ore than  regu lar pay for the e x tra  run . 
They were surprised and gratified by 
each receiving a  handsom e cheek from  
C harley C lark as  a  tribu te  to the ir m ag­
nificent perform ance.”

J o a - q u i n ’s  C h iro g re tp h y .

g  g  V OAQUIN M ILLER, the ‘P oet of 
I the  S ierras,’ th inks no m an 

hM live w rites a  more illegible 
hand than  he,” spoke up the 

reporter. "Upon his v isit to New O r­
leans a  few weeks ago he told th a t  
h is poor chirography had a lw ays been 
a source of m uch m ortification to him, 
and he had tried  in vain for years  ' to 
acquire a p la iner fashion of writing.

“ W hen news of the excitem ent inci­
dental to the g rea t gold strikes  and d is ­
coveries in A laska first got to the ou te r 
world, Mr. Miller was d ispatched to the  
K londike us the represen tative  of a  San 

j F rancisco  new spaper. He thought there  
I was a rich field before him  for graph ic  

descriptive m ateria l for stories, and he 
was righ t; but there  was also plenty of 
h a rd  new spaper w ork to be done by tha  
conscientious correspondent. W hen Mr. 
M iller Anally got into the K londike ha 
found a  score of new spaper correspond­
ents, representing  the g rea t dailies of 
the country, a lready there  and ready for 
news of gold strikes and g rea t fo rtunes 
being m ade by men daring  enough to 
brave the ice and snow and hardships. 
Com petition between these correspond­
en ts  was keen from  «the very first, and  
there was any am ount of ‘scooping’ and  
'bea ting ' done aw ay up there in tho 
Klondike.

"The only w ay a t th a t tim e the  co rre ­
spondents had to get out their news w as 
to send it from Dawson to Seattle  by  
steam er, and, if it w as im portan t enough, 
have it wired from Seattle  to  its  des­
tination . One day Mr. M iller ran  across 
A lexander McDonald, since fam ous a s  
the  ‘K ing of th e  Klondike, 'and  a th ree- 
tim es millionaire. McDonald had Ju st 
reached Dawson, a f te r  having made the  
g rea test gold strike  in the h istory  of the  
diggings, l ie  told his s tory  to Mr. Mil­
ler, and likewise to several o ther corre­
spondents. Then began a  scram ble to 
get the  s to ry  out to the world. The 
s team er w as to leave th a t afternoon fo r 
Seattle . Mr. M iller had taken  no type ­
w rite r into the K londike w hen he w ent 
there, and he had to w rite his McDon­
ald story, which was a  th rilling  rec ita l 
of the sufferings and hardships of on« 
m an, w ith pen and  ink.

“I t  w ent off all r ig h t w ith  the stories 
of two or th ree  others, and reached the  
m anager of the  telegraph office a t  Sea t­
tle. The m anager w as able to m ake o u t 
the nam e of the San Francisco  paper, 
bu t th a t  was all. N ot a  line or sentence 
could he decipher; ne ither could any op­
e ra to r  in the office. P rin te rs  and proof­
readers were summoned, bu t they could 
do no better. Not a  m an in Seattle  could 
read Mr. M iller’s copy. The «telegraph 
m anager could do noth ing  b u t fo rw ard  
the  m anuscrip t by mail to San F ra n ­
cisco. T here it a rrived  tw o days a f te r  
the  s to ry  of M cDonald's s trik e  had  been 
published to the  world. The o th e r 
stories got ou t from  Seattle  by wire, 
and Mr. M iller's paper was badly ‘beat,’ 
sim ply because no m an in Seattle  could 
be found to read  his handw riting .”
