The street sprinklers were of little avail
and in places where they had passed the
wind tore chunks of mnud fromt the ground
and hurled thc.m inl the faces of passing
pedestrians in lieu of dust and gravel.

\\'est C'ommcrcial avenue was probably
the Imost wind-swept street in the city and
for a time it was aboslutely impossible to
traverse that route without the uttmost
endeavor and solme protection for the face
to keep away the rocks that calme whoop-
ing down the gulch, apllparetly just to take
a crack at innocent passers-ly.

Ten iniuttes ifacing thle storm was as
gon.t as a hiack ,llmino. And if the back
was turnedt to it one's life might piy the
penalty, unless the steering gear was of
extrardin tary worth. for although skint-
atin tllnder lare poles, thel speed attained
wa- at all tinits greater than a broad
spreal (,t can ,ts wohld give in fair
weather.

It
wutld seemit that siomc other part of tile
country was heintg deprived of the usual

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BUILD HATCHERY
AT BREEN'S LAKE

BUTTE CAPITALISTS ARE BEHIND

THE SCHEME AND WILL SEE IT

THROUGH TO SUCCESS.

AN EXPERT IS NOW IN
CHARGE OF TH'E WORK

Little Lake Has Been Nearly Fished Out

But It Is Hoped That With Some Care

It Can Be Restocked in a Compara-

tively Short Time-It Will Soon Be-

come a Popular Resort.

Anaconda, June 17.-The sportsmen in

and about Anaconda will be glad to learn
that a number of Butte capitalists are be-
hind a scheme to establish a fish hatchery
in Breen's lake, west of this city, and have
a man there now, who is an expert in the
fish line, and who is superintending the
restocking of the lake with trout.

This gentleman was formerly in the
employ of Conley & MecTague of Deer
Lodge, engaged in similar work, and is
well known throughout the state. Ile has
constructed a fish trap in the Inlet to the
lake, so that all the fish that go up stream
to spawn are caught in the trap.

'I hey are then stripped of their spawn
and allowed to go up stream on the other
side of the trap, so that they. will not be
caught a second time.

Men who know the conditions at Breen's
lake are well aware of the fact that it
has been pretty well fished out, but this
statement may be made stronger by saying
that during this, the spawning season, but
.1 spawning trout have been caught in the
trap. t)f these the largest weighed 6%3
pounds. This catch extends over a period 
of two weeks.

A small hatchery has been established,
and with care and attention the lake may
be expected to bIe restocked with fish in a
comparatively short time.

The Ilutte men at the head of the idea
have purchased the land innmmediately adja-
cent to the lake. so that there will be no
distpute as to rights.

It is expected that in the end they will
make of it a resort similar to Brown's
lake. near 1)illon,. and such a move would
lie highly acceptable to the people in this
vicinity.

It had become so that it was almost im-
possible for an expert angler to make a
respectable catch in BIreen's lake, and with-
out the care which it will receive from
nlow on it woull soon be so fished out as
to make it worthless as a fishing place.
