PRESIDING GENIUSES
OF THE RACE TRACK

What the rudder and the compass are to
the ship, what the steam gauge and safety-
valve are to the locomotive, the track offi-
cials are to racing on the great tracks, and
Butte is recognized among the metropolitan
tracks of the country.

The presiding genius of a race track is
the presiding judge. It is he who occupies
the post of honor in the little square stand
at the Butte track and calls the winners of
the events from day to day, On the track
within the jurisdiction of the Montana
Jockey club this man is Joseph .o, Murphy.

The two important features of every race
is the start and finish, and while there ia
much responsibility upon the judges who
pick the winners, there Is a corresponding
responsibility upon the man who starts the
horses,  Inclined to be unfair the starter
could change the phase of many a race,

Starter “'Kit" Chinn,

Christopher Chinn of Kentucky, known
in the racing world as “Kit" Chinn, and
one of the characters ol the American
turf, is starting the horses at the Butte

meeting. e has handled the .ag to the
absolute satisfaction of the put¥®c and to
the credit of the jockey club, whose honor
he, with the other officials, holds in the
hallow of his hand,

There never biefore has been such a com-
petent corps of track officials at a Butte
meeting.

Presiding Judge Murphy and Associnte

Judges Ralph Tozer and Bob Curran have,
and will spend many anxious moments,
especlally when two, or possibly three,
horses are racing head and head, or nose
and nose. The difference of a few short
inches—"an eyelash,' in the vernacular-—
means the gain of perhaps thousands to one
faction and the loss to another.

After "Kit" Chinn, the stalwart athletic
starter, who rules the ambitious boys at the
post with an iron hand, has performed his
part of the race and "they are off,’ the
function of the patrol, Judge Benny Hen-
jamin, begins, He has been ariven rapidly
to & point usually between the start and
the finish, where he can have his supervi-
sion in that position of the race where the
jockeys are fighting for positions before
scitling down for the final ride,

He notes all fouling or interference, and
should the race be a hurdle, notes whether
or not the horses run true to the course,

The Wire the Thing.

After the animals have passed the patrol
judge they sweep once more into the range
of the presiding judge and his assistants,
who, through their glasses, have heen
watching every jump of the struggle. As
the horses thunder down the track they
present to the ordinary onlooker nothing
but a mass of struggling horse flesh, a
cloud of dust and a mass of color,

To the trained eye, especially the eyes
of the judges, there is a vast difference.
They can tell almost the exact distance
which separates the horses, and practically
know who will win before the streteh has
been more than half covered by the thun-
dering hoofs of the thoroughbreds,

If the race is a simple one, with one of
the animals far in advance, edsily the su-
perior of his field, and the remainder
stringing along at intervals, the lot of the
judges is an casy one. All they have to do
is to mark down those "in the money” as
tliey pass under the wire, Judge Murphy
noting the winner and Judges Tozer and
Curran marking the second and third,

The others, those wha also fun, do not
count for much, save in the memories of
unfortunate bettors, and on the balance
sheets of the “bookies,” who always smile
most broadly where the public at large is
bewailing its poor judgment.

The Other Side of It.

But should the race Le one of those
close, hair-raising finishes, where contend-
ing horses are alternately in the lead at the
different furlong posts, the lot of the pre-
siding judge is not such a happy one’
Should three horses be bunched so that
one blanket could cover them, his associnte
sharcs in the nerve racing strain, and their
eyes do not leave the royal battle for an
