COPPER AND ZINC-LEAD ORES
Colorado Plants Enlarging Their Facilities

for Smelting,

Comniencing on operations at the zinc-
lead smelter at Canyon City, Colo., to
which Utah is contributing some ores, and
which is superintended by the former head
of the great (;oldcn (;ate or Cuot. Mercury
mill, the Minitng reporter of Denver says:

"The Canyon City plant, now utnder the
superintendtency of I)aniel C. Jackling, Is
handling bshout 2.,0,o tons of ore per
month, but additional facilities are being
provided which will increase the capacity
of the plant to 6,0io tins per month. This
certain tonnage of copper sulphides from
Utah. Montana. New Mexico and Arizona,
as well as from l.eadville and other dis-
tricts of (olorailo. Added to these are a
cartaintonnage of copper sulphides from
various places and somlle siliceous ores
from ('ripple Creek. The nmain object of
the plant is to treat the zinc-lead ores and
extract the zinc-lead pigment therefrom by
volatilization, this produce being in demand
as a base used in the manufacture of
paints. The gold, silver and copper values
carried in, the ores are collected in a cop-
per matte. which is, of course, one of the
importaint prodlucts of the plant. The first
stage of the process is to feed the ore,
with a small per cenit of slack coal, into
zinc- lead burners. There are fourteen of
these, with seven others uililing. Each
burner has a capacitlv of four or five tins
of ore daily. The charge is burned on a
perforated hearth. andil such a degree of
heat is maintained as to volatilize the zinc
and lead, the fumiies of same pll asing frotlt
the burners throtgh flues to fans aind are
blown thence in the form of a fine white
powder into the hagroim, where the prod-
uct is collected. Th' other material left
In the charge after the zine and lead are
burned out, takes the forml of a cinder,
which is conveyed to Ithe several blast fur-
naces, ini which the cinder is collected in
a colter matite. Attached to the lblast furi-
IInaces is a;l~o a system o(f flues, ad anyill
zine and lead left in the cinder is volatil-
ized andl conveyed to the bagrooam by the
method above indicated. Suiperintenldtent
Jackling states that atllot iti tons per
month ofl the zinc lead pigmient are lillng
shipped to customiers in the iast. At this
plant there are about 2..,i)1i feet of flles
and in connieclio ni th the zinc lead pig
lmet lbis there are over , .ne woolen
Lags, containing io-,,0 yards of cloth.
This produict is al ashent-colored, minutely
fine powhder, as gathercd in the hags. It
is then refined and whitened by roastilng
in reverbleratory furnaces, Iy burning out
the carbon. Several new blast furllaces
will be put in later, and they will he of a
special typie best suited to this work.

"It may well he observeid thaet the Tutt-
Penrose Mac* Neill interests, which control
the smelter at (Canyonl City, the I'nion chlo-
rination pIlant at Florence and the two
similar pIlants ait Coloradlo C•ty, aire he-
conilng all imhportlant factor in the cre
market. W ith the enlargemtent cf the
Canyon City plant and the possible eric-
tion of anothelr plant of like character
which will require a large tonnage of zine-
lead-copper sulphides, with their accont-
panying gold and silver values, the lene-
1t will lie felt by a large Inumber of mine
operators.

GOLD ON FISHEB CREEK

Mr. Pratt says that l.ibyhlys in-
terests are diversified, but the mineral re-
sources are the Imost imlportantl. lIe says
the rich gold fields of the Fisher creek
are attracting much attentiont, as the ledges
carry good values and are easily worked.
Several small stamp mills are in opera-
tion and regular st hipments of bullion are
being made fromt them to the ULnited States
assay olfice at Ilclena. lMore mills are be-
ing erected.

W\ork on the Sinosshoe mine has been
rcsumecd anll concentrates are being
shipped right along. The mine is in the
silver-lead district. As soont as the prop-
erty is opent to the s5o-foot level, new mna-
chinery wvill be placed upon it and the
force of l(.ln inlcrcased from 8u to sev-
eral hundred.

REMARKABLE INCREASE
IN PRODUCTION SHOWN

Cripple Creek Record for First Six
Months of This Year Is

$13,936,392.

The Cripple Creek, Colorado, productin
record for the first half of 19o2 is $13,936,-
392, against $t2,tj2.50o for the corres-
ponding period of ior. This is a gain
of $733,892. The gain is remarkable, and
throughout this year the production of the
camp has been the measure of the mills
and smelters to treat the ores. Had their
capacity been greater and shut dowtns fewer
the increase would have reached $r,5oo,i0oo.

The 902o dividend record, however,
shows $1,439,1mo, a big decrease from ,..e
record for the first half of q19o. Several

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of the great producers of the period a year
ago have been in barren zones for a part
of this year, or for economic reasons the
companies owning them have diverted the
dividend money to other channels,

In the case of the Portland, for exam-
pie, $r,ooo,ooo has been put into the big
mill; hence $,160,0oo dividends that other-
wise would have been disbursed this year
have been withheld. The dividend total to
January I, 190o, was $24,378,849, making
the grand total to date 425,817,)51. The
