Now that the story that the recent Jef-
fries-Fitsalmmona light was a fake has had
time to die a natural death, it is appropri-
ate to indulge in a few side remarks about
the battle itself before allowing it to pass
into the realm of "things that have been."

Fit simnlons landed on his opponent at
will, and l'itzsillnllons' taips are not gener-
ally considered light either,

Like Fighting a Stone Wall.
Another thing that the fight demonstrated

is that Jeffries is a marvel when it comes
to ta;king punishlent. T' go g up against a
mLan like the big tIilerimaker is like light-
ing a stone wtah with the hare lists. Then
another thing in favor of the clhanpion is
his ability to hit hard. lie may not land
often, but when he does deliver a ilow it
counts. In this respect he resembles John
L. Sullivan ioure t,.an any other of the
great lighters that have fought i- the ring
and won their laurels before him. John I..
was not a swift man on his leet, but his
blows were like those of a sledge hammer.
All fell under them until Corbett wrested
the oll man's proud title fromt him by dint
of cleverer work.

Hard as were Sullivan's blows Jeffries are
harder still. Great as was John I..'s ability
to stati punishment, greater still is that of
the present champion. Truly he is a won-
derful altan---the most marvelous that ever
lived.

A Champion Without a Rival.
Jeffries is a chamllpion with no one to

fight. The next heavyweight battle will no
doubt be between Jim Corbett and the big
ex-boilermaker. Corbett is the otlly pugil-
ist living today who would stand a ghost of
a show with the champion. Ilis sole chance
would lie inl his ability to deliver a chance
blow. Jimt Corhett has no superior wvhe#
it comes to agility and cleverness. Hil
ring generalship is rivaled only by that of
"Hob" Fitzsimmons. Ctorbett is evidently
anxious to have another try at Jellries, and
Hlarry Corbett, Jim's brother, has secured
the champion's proomise to give Jim a battle.
Mayor Schmitz has withdrawn his objec-
tions to future fights, and is again as rea•y
as heretofore to grant the use of Sai Bran-
cisco for the proposed battle.

Corbett's Chances.
Corbett would ol stecessity put up a run-

away fight. lie would try to outpoint Jef-
fries and keel away front the one blow that
the champioin always delivers toe mninute
his opponent leaves himlself uncovered.

Thenl, again, he
might not.
