Last night the labor unions held a meet-
ing for the purpose of completing the ar-
rangements and fixing on the line of
toarch, All the unions, with the exception
of the bartenders, will participate in the
parade,

The line of march will be as follows:
The. first division will form on Commer-
cial avenue and-move west to Main street;
the second division will start on Park ave-
nue and move west to Main street; thence
to Pine, south on Pine to Fourth, east on
Fourth, south on Main to Sixth, east on
Sixth to Chestnut, north on Chestnut 1o
Park, west on Park to Main; thence coun-
ter-march to Commercial.

John F. Riley will be marshal of the day,
Orders and organizations will march as
follows :

Anaconda band, led by flag bearer and
mounted police ; officers of the Deer Lodge
Central Labor council and speakers of the
day in carriages; Anaconda fire depart-
ment,

The various unions of the county will
follow : Clerks' union, cigar makers, coaks
and waiters, boiler makers, blacksmiths,
electrical workers, teamsters, carpenters,
tailors, building laborers, butchers, hakers,
brickmakers, barhers, molilers, painters,
Woman's Protective union, machinists, ty-
pographical and bookbinders, stationary en-
gimeers, brewers, shoemakers, W. R. Mar-
ley.

The second division will consist of the
Mill and Smeltermen's union, headed by
the Austrian band.

Both horses have records away
down in the teens and to the winner will
go a purse of $r,000, each of the awners
putting up $500.

A large erowd of Dutte people will be
on hand to see the race and back the ani-
mal from the Smoky City, and Anaconda
will furnish her quota toward filling the
grandstand. Racing men from Helena,
Great Falls ana other Montana cities will
also be present, The horses and their
owners are well-known throughout the
state,

For some time past the track has bLeen
worked to get it into first-class condition,
and men who are competent to judge in
such matters say that by next Sunday it
will be in as good shape for fast time as
any track in the state,

last night in charge of his trainer and
driver, Charley Smith, familiarly known
in Anaconda ns “Cig’ Smith,  Jil will he
driven by Mr. Brownell, his owner.

street car,
