On reacn-
ing Lake Hearst about 1 :30 o'clock yester-
day morning, they established a camp, tied
their horses and proceeded on the upward
climb, arriving at the summit shortly be-
fore noon.
WV ile on top of the mountain a forest

fire was suddenly noticed blazing a mile or
so below the camp, and it was with diffi-
culty that the men reached their camp in
time to save the wagons and horses and get
in back of the blaze. When the party
neared the city another forest fire was en-
countered and they passed it none too
soon. Fast driving alone prevented them
from being completely inemmed in by the
angry hames.
