Brigham Young’s Grandson
Killed New York Woman He
Thought to Be Impure.

MOST THRILLING MURDER
CASE IN NEW YORK ANNALS

Young Man Has Sent Trunk, Contain-
ing Clothes of Murdered Woman,
Westward, Perhaps to Butte—He Is
Known Here as a Traveling Sales-
man and Was Seen on the Streets
of Butte Last Year by New Yorker.

New York, Sept. 20—An autopsy per-
formed on the body of Mrs, Joseph Pulit-
zer, who was mysteriously murdered in
a Fifty-cighth street flar and whose body
was found in the Morris canal, showed
that death was caused primarily by a
knife wound in the abdomen and not by
chloral,

Several blows were struck on her head
Lefore death, but the skull was not frac-
tured and there were no signs of ecerebral
hemorrhage, A police drag net has been
thrown out for Willlam Hooper Young,
grandson of the great Mormon leader,
Brigham Young, who is suspected of the
killing,

Among the hooks found in Young's
room in the Fifty-cighth strect flar was
the cover of a small memorandum on
the front of which was stamped in gilded
letters, “Practical referende,”

“Blood at a Moment."

On the inside were a number of notes
headed "Blood at a mement” and fol-
lowed by bible references, including an
excerpt f{rom the book of Corinthians
coneluding “deliver such an one unto
Satan for destruciion of the flesh that
the spirit may be saved in the day of
the Lord Jesus."

It now develops that when Young's
father sailed for France July 2 two of
the sons went back to Utah, Hooper did
not make his home with his father, but
roomed in the vicinity,

Recently he called upon the superin-
tendent of the building and demanded
the keys, which were given to him,

The apartment originally consisted of
three suites, These were thrown into
one for the use of the family ; but on their
going abroad one of them was cut off
end was turned over, rent free, to four
missionaries who were proselyting in New
York. These have been living there ever
since and were sleeping when the sup-
posed murder was committed. Their
names are Clarence Snow, Lawrence Tay-
lor, ]J. L. Woods and John R. Porter.

Demanded the Keys.

Mr, Snow said: “When the elder Mr,
Young went to Europe he left four of
us here rent free, Scon after Hooper
demanded the keys. He lived in suite
four, which was entirely shut off from
us and we saw little of him. Sometimes
we heard him come in and sometimes we
did not,

"Tuesday night Porter and Taylor were
home all the evening. Wood and I came
in about 11 o'clock and all of us went
to bed. I do not think any of us heard
Hooper come in that night and we cer-
tainly heard ne disturbance in his part
of the house,”

Detectives have traced Young to Brook-
Iyn where he went on Thursday morning
to bid a friend good bye.

To this friend he sgaid he was going
to the Rocky mountains,

A trunk shipped to Chicage by Young
through the Wells-Fargs express was
consigned to “C, 5. Eileny." The police
do not believe it contained anything
other than clothing belonging, possilly,
to Mrs. Pulitzer, as very little of the
murdered woman's apparel has been found,

East Helena ls Solidly Anti-MHeinze and
in the City.

Helena, Sept. 20—Botl the city and
county democratic primarics were held
last night and the regular democrats
turned out in force to deal a blow to the
Heinze interests, The way they threw
it imto the opposition made the Heinze
ticket look like a wvery small picce of
coin. In the city Senator Clark's ma-
jority turned out s=o large that there is
not the ghost of a show for the Heinze
element getting a hold on the convention,
and it is expected that when the county
precinets are all heard from the majority
will increase to still greater proporticns,
Out of the 119 votes heard from Senator
Clark can count on 8j.

In the Fourth and Fifth wards the
Clark ticket went through straight. A
bitter fight was waged in the Fifth Ly
ex-Alderman A, W, Martin in behalf of
the Heinge cause. Martin nominated his
ticket as a “Toole” ticket, but William
Muth took exception to this and on be-
ing allowed the floor made a motion to
the effect that it he labeled what it really
wus, a “Heinze" ticket, The motion was
carried, In this ward also the Clark vie-
tory was o decisive one, In the Sixth
ward the voters were divided bLut the
Clark faction is counting on a majority
of one or two, Two hundred and twelve
votes were cast in the Seventh, of which
113 were straight Clark tickets.

In East Helena Clark got 11 out of
1z and Marysville elected a solid anti-
Heinze ticket. The Heinze people made
an effort in each preeinct to fool the
voters by making their ticket appear as
a Toole ticket, but the dodge refused to
work. The primaries resulted in a sweep-
ing victory for the anti-Heinze crowd
and the convention on Monday will un-
doubtedly he ruled by that faction,

Governor Toole will go to the con-
vention but it will be on a small ma-
Jority.
