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'JNITED STATES COMMISSIONER NAUGHTEN BINDS PUBLISHERS
OF REVEILLE OVER TO THE GRAND JURY FOR A HEARING

DAMAGING EVIDENCE
GIVEN BY POSTAL

INSPECTOR
Reveille Staff Suspected Of-

fensive Cartoon Might Get
Them Into Trouble.

CONSIDERED FEASIBILITY
OF CUTTING PICTURI. OUT

But Finally Decided, After Consultation,

to Take a Chance-Pcstal inspector

Testifies That When He Came to In-

vestigate the Matter, 'asue :n Which

the Offensive Matter Appeared Was

Withheld From Him by Editlrs.

A. W. Brouse and P. A. O'Farrell were
bound over to the federal grand jury this
morning by United States Commissioner
W. J. Naughten on the charge of sending
obscene matter through the mails. This
decision was arrived at by Commuissioner
Naughten after having taken the case un-
der due advisement on conclusion of the
evidence in yesterday's preliminary hcar-
Ing and pronounced this morning at to
o'clock in the presence of the defendants
and United States District Attorney Carl
Rasch.

Brouse and O'Farrell were released on
a bond of $i,ooo each. which was given by
Arthur P. Heinze and George H. Robin-
eon, both of whom are connected with the
Montana O(re Purchasing company. Coit-
mnissioner Naughten dismissed the charges
against R. A. Pelky, an employe of Brouse,
and \W. D. W\ilmarth and A. O. McGill,
the cactoonists on the offending sheet.

Had Charge of Mailing.
On the witness stand yesterday after-

noon A. W. Brouse, who is proprietor of
the printshop from which the Reveille is
Issued, admitted that he had charge of the
mailing of the paper and was responsible
for having it deposited in the United
States mails. Brouse said that after the
issue of October 4 had been on the press
for some time and 40,000 copies had been
run off his attention was called to the ob-
scene cartoon and a consultation was held
to see if it would possibly cause any
trouble. Brouse claimed that he could see
nothing offensive in it and that the re-
mainder of the edition was printed and
distributed.

P. O. O'Farrell. who is managing editor
of the Reveille and chief scribe and
Jaureate to Faug Heinze, gave his testi-
mony on this point and admitted that he
was "it." He said that the idea for the
cartoon under discussion had been taken
front the Blaine campaign and that those
surrounding Clark were only intended to
represent the sycophants worshipping thetr
hero, the tatooed mtan. O)'Farrell said
that at the time it was drawn he had been
absent from the office and on his return he
heard some remarks concerning it. lie
went to the print shop at once and had the
presses stopped in order to make an exam-
ination, but finding nothing suggestive in
the picture, he ordered the edition coim-
pleted.

They Took Offense
O'Farrell said that his attorney, Mr.

Jones, later informed him that "Con"
Kelly had taken olTense at the insinuation
and in consequence thereof he had written
Kelly that there was no insinuation in-
tended by the cartoon.

Wilmarth, the artist who drew the pic-
ture, said that he had had no sinister pur-
pose in mind when he drew the picture
and that in his opinion the double mnean-
ing could only be interpreted by a polluted
mind after distorting the drawing. A. O.
McGill said that he had designed the car-
toon and ridiculed the idea of its under-
handed intent. lie said: "My social posi-
tion is so far superior to that of those
representted itn the picture that I should
he ashamed to look them in the face if I
were guilty of the charge against tme."
'This remark provoked considerable anluse-
ment ill the court because of the rccen:
mixup that the Reveillee artist was coni-
nected with.

The defense attempted to introduce
James II. I.ynch, formerly postmaster of
Butte, for- the purpose of giving expert
testimony on tile suttbject of obscene mail
matters and postoffice regulations, but Dis-
trict Attorney Rasch objected on the
grounds that I.ytnch was incomlpetent and
he was not permitted to have his litle say.

ltrouse and )'Farrell, who were testify-
ing in their own behalf, proved to be the
best witnesses for the prosecution in their
testimony and really admitted the two vital
points that were to ie established.

Was It in the Mails?
The hearing Ibefore ('ommit ssioner

Nauehten was simplly to determine whether
the paper contaitin• tile vile cartoon had
been deposited in the TUnited States mails.
ltrouse admitted that he was responsible
for the mailing and O)'Farrell's statemcents
showed that there had been a reasonablle
doubt in the minds of the Reveille stalt
as to the double meanini g of tile cartoon.

These facts were sufficient to bind tile
defendants over to the grand jury. Coln.
missinner Natughtent discharged the others
who had been charged on the groutnds that
they were simply in the employ of the
Reveille company 'rtd consequently work-
ing under orders front headqttuarters.

In pronouncing his jutdgirment, Cotnuis-
sioner Naughten said: "fn the case of the
United States against A. \V. Brouse, P. A.
O'Farrell and others, I find that there is
sufficient evidence to commit A. W. Brouse
and P. A. O'Farrell to the federal grand
jury before which they are hereby or-
dered to appear at Helena on the first Mon-
day in November. I place their bail at

MANTLE AROUSES ENTHUSIASM
Tells a Crowd Which Packs Auditorium to the

Very Walls What Democratic Misrule Has
Done For the Treasure State.

Enlthusiasm attained its highest pitcll
last evening at the Auditorium during
the progress of the republican rally.

From the time the meeting was called
to order by John N. Kirk, who acted
as chairman, until the last word had
been spoken from the platform, tile imt-
mense audience detmonstrated its high
regard for republican principles.

Ex-Senator Mantle was the speaker or
the evening and while he is ever popular
in Butte and sure of applause it was quite
apparent that thile intense interest and
hearty cheers were not all intended as a
personal tribute to the orator. It was
the cause he advocated, as well, that
brought forth the enthusiastic, exultant
and sometimes almost boisterous applause.
A huge bonfire burned brightly in

front of the Auditorium and around this
the Montana State band gathered and
played some pretty selections and long
before the hour set for the opening ot
the meeting every seat inl the great hall
had an occupant.

They Cheered Mantle.

One of the pleasant features was the
singing of tile Butte Glee club which is
composed of the following named gentle-
mien: W. Argall, first tenor: John Plint,
second tenor: R. Callaway, first base and
Fred Thomas, second base. The first
song: "Will Meet Again Boys," brought
forth an encore that woull not be denied
and the singers were compelled to re-
spond.
John il. Kirk called the rneeting to or-

der and made a short address that was
well received and served to put the audi-
ence in good humor. lie explained that
lion. E. B. 1lowell, who had been booked
for a speech, was not present owing to
some legal business that detained himt in
Deer Lodge. lie promised that before
the rclose of the camnaign dlr. Iluwell
would be heard.

Mr. Kirk touchlted lightly upotn iioth
Ilntional and local qliestions atnd urged
that as the democratic party was divided
and without an issue except a desire to
grab the offices now is the time for re-

publicanismn to join hands over past dif-
ferences and redeem the couinty anid state
from democratic misrule.
lie contended that every man was a

working man and while oni the subject
made the truthful assertion that the rc-

publicans hall nominated more men who
carried union cards in their pockets than
had the so-called labor party.

itn introducing Mr. 'Mantle, the chair-
man took occasion to eulogize the former
senator and referred to his splendid work
i, ti is ceamlpaign. lie aild that no one
had worked harder than the silver-fongued
orator and statesman.

He Eulogized Dixon.
When 1Mr, Mantle arose, nlany arose

fromn their seats to greet him, and the ap-

plause did not subside for some time.
Mr. Mantle referred to the prosperity

of the past live years since the election
of a republican president and the enact-
ment of a law for the protection of
American industries and American labor.

lie called attention to the extensive use
of American products abroad, and ex-
plained how the balance of trade favored
this country last year by $2,700,oo,t, ,oO.

lie expressed his pleasure at being one
of those who are working with the re-
publlican party, trying to carry out the
principles handed down by George Wash-
ington, Abraham L.incoln, \Villiam Mc-
Kinley and Theodore Rooseselt. lie said
that as soon as the nation discardls the
prineiples of the repullican party. Just so
soon would misery and want and bank-
ruptcy result. lhe pointed to the past
history of the nation to hear him out in
what he said.

HIe was particularly severe upon the
Ileinze conglomeration of tickets, and
said that the government of the state
and county for some years past was a
shame and a disgrace, and he promised
that if the republicans were elected that
there wonld be no more cause for hmnilia-
tion.

They Made a Hit.
The eloquent speaker eulogized Joseph.

lI. Dixon and remarked:
"If you send Joe l)ixon to congress'

you will not need to refer to the con-
gressional directory to find out the Iname
of your congressmalltn.

"Send IDixon, and he will vote to sus-.
tain the tarilff. Send l)ixon, and he will
vote to maintain the flag with honor in
the I'hilippiines, and he will also vote to
sustain 'residtent Roosevelt in his eflorts
to control the trusts.
Mr. Mantle then explained that the

inlorsitment of Judge Ilolloway by the
fusionists w;as perfectly prol)er. Every

etmtiber of tile sulprnem court waIs elected
by a fusion, anld the former sentor had
splendid words for each of them.

Good Words for Holloway.
Senator Mantle eulogized Judlge liollo-

way and said that the delmocratic county
of G(allatin had given him a certificate of
character. In speaking of Iis indorse-
metit the orator referred to the election
of six years ago helin Juitice Piggott was
indorsed in the samne way, foutr years ago
when Justice Ilraitly was also indorsed
anid elected by populist vote,, and two
years ago when Justice Miltburn was also
a tuston candidtate. ie characterized
each nticLemer of the supreme court thuis
elected as models of judicial iurity. and
fairness, and scouted the idea that such
