BELL DENIES THAT MATCH
RACE WILL BE ARRANGFD

Says There Is No Truth in Rumor That
Hermis Will Go Against McChes-

ney For a Big Purse.

A report has been flying about to the efi
feet that the management of the W\orth
Jockey club has offered a special purse of
$5,000 for a match between McChesney
and llermis. The race, it has been said,
was being framed up to settle the champ-
ionship question between the East and
West.

V. Bell, theowner of Ilermis, has stated that lie had
not thought of matching his colt against
other horses, and also that he will re-tire him shortly.

The games next 'Ihursday night will be-
gin at 8 o'clock. Manager Ilellbronner
has arrangcd to move the billiard and pool
tables over against the north wall of the
big roomn and stage seats will be erected
with a seating capacity of about 300 peo-
ple, A press box will be put in just back
of the players.

There will be a matinee Friday after-
noon for the ladies who will be admitted
free on that occasion. For the night
games ladies and their escorts will be pro-
vided with comfortable seats at the regu-
lar prices of admission.

ST. VRAIN MATTER UP AGAIN
Action of the National Association of Baseball

Leagues Should Receive General Cen-
sure--Willie B. Goode's Gossip.

There's a whole lot of sneaking petti-
lness in the action of the members of the
.National association of baseball leagues in
supecnding Charles Frank, manager of the
Memphis club, fining Jimmy St. Vrain $roo
:,til censuring John McCloskey and the
Memphis association. To my mind noth-
ing more unfair or more prejudicial to fu-
ture good results has ever been done by
the top-heavy organization which poses as
a protection to the different minor leagues.

I predict the beginning of the end of the
a, ociation of minor leagues in that action
which was taken yesterday in New York.
'I he association wasn't of much use the
past season and the chief work accom-
plished has been aggravating interference
with the league managements instead of
the advisory control and protection for
which the association was formed.

The action of the meeting yesterday in
trying to discipline St. Vrain and those
who stood by him merely demonstrates
that the association is being made a vehi-
cle to carry tile petty jealousies of the
inlmbers who have sufficient influence to

sway the body regardless of the mterits of
t.e case.

In no other place is the proof so posi-
tive of the unfairness of the action as in
:utte. St. Vrain hails from Butte and his

contract was made in this city and signed
here.

lou Eschle, vice-president of the Butte
a:,ociation, persuaded St. Vrain to go to

l acoma to pitch for McCloskey who was
the manager of the Tigers. Jimumy went
with the distinct understanding that he
w as t:ot to be reserved. That exemption
clause was written in by Mr. Eschle and
iwas (flicially indorsed by McCloskey who,
a: that timne, had full power to act.

Six months later the association put in
the rule that all exemptions and all con-
tracts must be approved by the president
or ,board of directors of the clubs. On this
slender and weak peg the Southern league
clubs, who were fighting Memphis and St.
Vrain, hung their complaint.

I am sorry to say that the questionable
action of W. II. Lucas, president of the
'Pacific Northwest league, had much to do

with the jobbing of St. Vrain and Matn-
ager Frank. I say questionable action ad-
visedly because Lucas knew, and does
know, as well as any man concerned that
the contract with St. Vrain containing the
exemption clause was made in good faith
and that the exemption from reservation
was the only condition which St. Vrain
w:ould accept.

Not one bit of evidence secured by the
attorneys of the Southern league in the
Northwest was authoritative except the
affidavit of McCloskey, and this latter was
smothered as much as possible. No effort
was made to take the statement of Vice-
I'resident Eschle who acted for St. Vrain
and whose evidence should have preceeded
even that of McCloskey and Jimmy.

The fight went into the association
meeting under the cloak of a conspiracy
to down the Memphis manager who had
very properly refused to be outwitted by
the other managers of the Southern league
who were afraid of the star twirler from
Butte.

The association of minor leagues merely
permitted itself to be used as a cat's paw
and once more demonstrated that it is
good for nothing on earth except to hatch
conspiracies and procure salaries for a lot
of irresponsible officials.

While on this subjeCt I want to call at-
tention to the alleged good done by the as-
sociation to the Pacific Northwest league.
At the beginning of the season there was
a whole lot of talk about what was going
to libe done in the way of protecting the
different clubs through the powerful influ-
ence of the minor league association. A
great hullabaloo was made over the fact
that President Lucas had actually increas-
ed the salary limit of the clubs from
$,00oo to $r,2oo a month for each club and
that the national association would see to
it that this limit was maintained and that
no players would he paid salaries outside
the class of the league.

Every kid who ever witnessed a ballRame in the league, after the first series
had been played, knows that most of the
chlubs paid salaries far in excess of the
class rate fixed.

All over the country players jumped
about at their own sweet will and about
all a man had to do was to get hold of the
right person in the protecting association
andl his alleged fine of $6oo or thereabouts
for trespassing with contracts was re-
mitted and the matter hushed up.

The consistency of the top-heavy bur-
den the minor league is carrying was never
smore ridiculed than in the St. Vrain mat-
ter. I am proud of that Memphis crowd
sihich is backing up the telegram sent to
thle association as follows and signed by
J. II. IHutchison, secretary and treasurer of
hII Memphis baseball association:

'J. II. Farrell, secretary. New York:
Thli Memphis club unqualifiedly indorses
the course of Charles Frank and your ac-
titn, without notice to himn or its, is in
harlmonlly with your past conduct."

'Truly those Memphis people Ihave the
rSnlllk andl the loyalty and I do not think

1lr. Secretary Farrell and his willing tools
among the different league presidents have
heard the last of the matter.

Clifford went in and fought it out with
savageness,which plainly demonstrated that
he was willing to take chances in a mix-
up if he could land either right or left
He wanted to put his man out in a hurry
and never stopped for any preliminary
fancy work or any exhibition of clever-
ness.

Yet with all that there's something
lacking in these championship battles at
present which detracts greatly from the
interest and enthusiasm that was always
foremost in former fights.

It's amusing to hear some of the wise
ones about town telling what Clifford can
do now that he won in two rounds from
Opie. One man of my acquaintance, who
is generally conservative in such nmatters,
stood up yesterday evening with the decla-
ration that Jack could lick any man in
the West and could even whip Mose
LaFontise.

Doc Flynn tells me he has got down to
business at last. Doc has opened a
gymnasium and training school down at
the old Parrot smelter and is organizing
a class of young ones who are ambitious
to shine with the gloves. There will be one
good result from this any way. Doc will
be getting into shape himself and will be
ready for whatever turns up in the way
of a match. Sometimes I think that
Flynn, if he really got down to hard work
could wrest the local championship front
Clifford. But it would take some great
training for the former coast fighter to
back up his cleverness with the knockout
punches which once set him on the road
to fortune around near the Golden Gate.

If what I hear be true the books down
at the race track came near to bankruptcy
last Thursday when Virgie d'Or won the
mile event at St. Louis.

The commissions here
were so to t and-down at the race track
the price went to 6 to t so that a big
killing wasn't possible.

I hear, however, that one banker and
horseowner in Butte cleaned up a goodly
sumt through the commission route.

It was nothing though to what might
have happened if the wires had been
working, as the tip was out strong for
the first race the mare entered.

Walkerville will be invaded with a host
next Monday which is the day set for the
emigration of the betting fraternity from
the wilds of the race track down on the
fliat to the metropolitan surroundings of the
burg on the hill.

The migrating hosts will be led by Pasha
Eddie Sachs and all of the Bashi-Bazouks
of the circle of touts and masters of form
will fall into line as the first mezzins
sound and march to the new Mecca of the
followers of the bang tails.

The new rooms will be opened for busl-
ncss for the Monday races and pools will
be sold on events at all of the tracks.

It is expected that the change to Walk-
erville will be more beneficial to the books,
particularly in the event that the after-
noon car service Is increased.

I hear that the play down at the race-
track has been exceedingly light and that
very little money has been made. The
average amount handled daily has been
less than $s,5oo. When it is renmcmbered
that one day while three or four pool
rooms were run tup town, one room han-
dled $30,000 inl one day, it is easy to see
what the falling off in business has
amounted to since the removal to the race
track.

However, the hlooks expect to recover
somewhat with the Walkervile stand and
are planning for a larger and better pa-
ts onage.

Since the Clifford bout is over the sports
asi looking toward the mnuchl-talked of re-
turn mnatch between Mlurphy and Dunn.
As yet there has been no agreement
and Dunn's forfeit remnains uncovered.

WHAT TERRY SAYS
OF THE BIG ONES

TERRIBLE ONE INDULGES IN A FEW
REMARKS ABOUT THE STAR

RING PERFORMERS.

FITZ IS M'GOVERN'S
IDEAL OF A FIGHTER

Former Featherweight Champion Thinks
Jeffries Is in a Class by Himself, That
Sharkey Came Pretty Near Being a
Great Scrapper, and That Jim Corbett
Beats Them All in Science.

While it is impossible to attach any
particular weight to what Terry McGov-
ern thinks of the big fighters of the world,
it is not uninteresting to note his remarks
which were given prominence in an inter-
view printed in a New' York paper re-
cently. Here are a few of the bouquets
the "terrible" one hands out:

"To begin with," said McGovern, "I.
think Fitzsimmons is one of the great-
est fighters in the world. He is my ideal
of a fighter. He is an old man, but at
that I don't think there is a man in the
world who has a chance with him in a
six-round bout. That, I think, is his
limit.

"I believe he could come pretty near
beating Jeffries if he went in to do the
trick in six rounds. That would be his
only chance with the big fellow.

In Class by Himself.
"As for Jeffries, to be candid, it ap-

pears to me that he is in a class by him-
self. Ils strength and weight are too
much for any of the present heavies.

"Sharkey came very near being a great
fighter. As for gameness and willingness
Sharkey has no superior, but, unfortu-
nately, lie lacks two of the mlost essential
qualifications of the boxer-coolness and
science. Since his defeat at the hands of
Jef'rics, Sharkey has gone down the line.
lie has been beaten by Fitzsimmons and
Ruhlin has taken his measure twice.

Bouquet for McCoy.
"It is too bad that McCoy doesn't pos-

scss more weight. He has the punch and
as a ring general it is doubtful if he has
an equal.

"Cool and calculating from the time
lie enters the ring to the end of the bat-
tle, McCoy is apt to carry off the honors.
He came very near taking Sharkey's meas-
ure when the latter was at his best. One
noticeable thing about McCoy's style is
that he can use both hands most effect-
ively and as a hard punisher he can be
closely compared with Fitzsimmons.

."Jim Corbett is the superior of them
all when it comes to science, but the for-
mer champion had not the hitting power
behind his lightning-like delivery. Give
Corbett Fitzsimmons' punch and he would
be the world's champion heavyweight to-
day.

"Tommy Ryan is a great man at his
weight and is a fine example of the
model pugilist. Although in the boxing
game sixteen years, Ryan is today as
good as can be found in the middle-
weight class. He is a finished boxer In
every sense of the word and not a bad
matchmaker by any means. He has taken
good care of himself during his ring ca-
reer, and when he put Carter out recently
he surprised even the most conservative."
