wife and two minor children. His deser-
tion does not seem (o have been much of a
calamity, for the complaint alleges that
for some time le had been a load for the
family to carry. Me had failed to pro-
vide the common necessaries of life, says
the complaint, because of his idlencss,
profligacy and dissipation. Mrs, Thomp-
son asks for the custody of the children,
Fisher G., aged 10, and Emily, aged 8
years,

While it will be impossible for the courts
of Silver Bow county to pursue the even
tenor of their way until after election,
there is a continual effort on the part of
judges and attorneys to keep the mills of
the law moving, if only to prevent the
machinery {from rusting.

In Judge Harney's court this morning
there were several matters before the
court, and after resctting several cases,
the judge was enabled to proceed with the
trial of one of them,
