
COUNTY BOARD HAS FINISHED COUNTING VOTESI
Contrary to expectations the board of

county commissioners, sitting as a canvass-
ing board, completed the canvass of the
returns from all of the precincts with the
exception of Feeley precinct, last night.

This morning, in accordance with the
advice of Deputy County Attorney Lynch,
they placed the following order on the
record:

"It appearing that the returns from Pre-
cinct No. 48 were made to the clerk and
recorder sealed in the canvass sack con-
taining the ballots, on the advice of the
county attorney, it is ordercd that the can-
vass sack be opened and the returns taken
therefrom and the canvass made in the
usual way. The canvass sack will then be
re-sealed in the presence of witnesses."

This was then done, and in a few min-
utes the work of canvassing this precinct
was accomplished and tie whole trouble
was over so far as the canvassing board is
concerned.

As stated in yesterday's Inter Mountain
the figures show that every one of the
fusion candia'3tes are elected with the ex-
ception of Johnson for coroner. The plu-
ralities for some of the larger precincts
would show a material gain for nearly all
of them.

Evans, democratic candidate for con-
gress, carries the county by the small plu-
rality of 75, and Holloway, republican
nominee for justice of the supreme court,
receives a majority of 1,255.

On the county ticket Quinn is the only
candidate on any ticket who received a
majority of all the votes cast. Weston,
fusion candidate for clerk and recorder,

RUTH LA BONTA IS NOW IN CUSTODY
Taken by San Francisco Police Upon Tip Furnished by Local Sheriffs and Police Department...Confesses

She Is the Woman Wanted and Says That Dr. Cayley Was Accidentally Killed by Her During a
Scuffle in Her Rooms on the Evening of October II.

BY ASSOCIATEID PRSS.
San Francisco, Nov. 26.-After success-

fully eluding the authorities for six weeks
Madame Ruth LaBonta was arrested yes-
terday afternoon on Market street by De-
tective T. B. Gibson. Madame LaBonta is
the woman of many aliases who is wanted
in Butte, Mont., for complicity in the mur-
der of Dr. H. A. Cayley, with which J. W.
Kelley of that city has been charged and is
now awaiting trial.

The shooting in which Madame LaBonta
figures, occurred on the night of Saturday,
October Ii. The woman disappeared mys-
teriously from Butte the next dlay, and al-
though she had been heard from on differ-
ent occasions, her whereabouts were not
established until she was located in San
Francisco. The local police department
was successful in capturing the woman on
the strength of information furnished by
the autlorities of Butte and Silver Bow
county.

When Madame LaBonta came to San
Francisco on November 2 she registered
at the Lick house under the name of Mrs.
O'Moore. She changed her abode several
times and finally settled at No. 4t5 Ellis
street. She notified the postmaster at
Butte to forward her snail to 854 Geary
street, and this was the clew that led to
the woman's detection. It was found,
however, that the address was a fictitious
one. A detailed description of Madame
I.alonte was furnished to the local po-
lice and Detective Gibson recognized the
wolnan on the street yesterday from hav-
ing seen one of her pictures.

Admits She Is the One.
At first she denied her identity, but

soon weakened and admitted that she was
Madame LaBonta of Butte fame. Chiet
Wittman of the San Francisco police de-
partment notified Chief Reynolds of Butte
and Sheriff Furey of the arrest, and was.
instructed to ihold the woman, as she
would be called for as soon as the neces-
sary steps were taken to bring her to Mo 1-
tana.
When seen by representatives of the

newspaper at the jail this morning
Madame Lallonta expressed a willingness
to talk of the affair. She confessed to
having shot l)r. Cayley herself, confirm-
ing the story told by Mrs. Chapman of the
Broadway rooming -house. Madame La-

Relates the Circumstances.
In telling her story of the tragedy Madame

Laltonta says that I)r. Cayley called upon.
her on the evening of ()ctober i I, after
she had sent for him to prescTribe for
heart trouble, from which she was suffer-
ing. When the doctor called he( Ibrought
the medicine. lie sat down and they chat-
ted for some time. Madame l.aollnta
says that <'ayley was infatuated with her
and on various occasionis had attempted .o
persuade her to elope. )On the evening of
October it, she says that lie tried again t
persuade her to aclcompany him on a trip
abroad. She refused and, according to
her story, Dr. Caylcy attempted to assault
her.

In self-protection the wom.an says she
reached for a gun that was utinder the mnat-
tress. Cayley attempted to take tihe
weaplon away, and in the scutfle that en-
sued the revolver was accidentally dis-
charged twice and one of the bullets struck
Dr. Cayley.

She says that she called I)r. Hanson to
attend the stricken man, and the next day
when she learned that her victim would
probably die. she left immediately in order
to get beyond the reach of the law. A
teamster hauled her to W\oodside. From
there she took the train to Hlavre and
thence to Seattle. She originally inteinded
going to Canada, but went to San Frain-
cisco instead, where she has been for ive
weeks.

Sheriff Furey left for lHelena this morn-
ing in order to get extradition papers from
Governor Toole for secutring Madame Ruth
LaBonta fromt California. County Attort
ney Breen made out the ntecessary papers
charging Madame .allonta with the mur-
der of D)r. Cayley on the night of Octob ,er
it, on the strength of the statement of
Mrs. Chapman, proprietress of the Broad-
way lodging house, where the shooting oc-
curred.
