Buffalo, N. Y., Decc. iR.-John Mitchell,
president of the Mine Workers of America,
stopped off at Buffalo last night for an
hour. lie came from his home in Spring
Valley, Ill., and is going to Scranton to
continue his attendance at the investiga-
tion of the coal strike commission. Mr.
Mitchell was given an ovation in the
dining-room of the hotel. One of the
guests in the crowd surrounding Mir.
Mitchell, put this qliestion to himi:

"What do you believe is the cause of
the prolongation of the trouble between
the miners and operators?"

"Principally the sincerity of some of
the captains of industry," he said. "I lhe
lieve that Mr. Baer and some of the coal
barons are sincere anld lmean everything
they say, but they have wrong ideas and
principles, and it is next to imlipossible to
get them to acknowledge the facts. lBaer,
in my opinion. is an hoiest man and lives
according to his principles. The strike, I
believe, is now in a lair way toward a
ecttlement.

From
March, 19o0, to Novelmber 5, 1902, there
have been 89 deaths from plague in San
Francisco, Sixteen of the;e have oc-
curred since Septiember 6 of this year."

A close in-
spection will be made on tcailiers ar-
riving from San Francisco.
