The whole story is fresh in the minds
of those interested in city affairs, for the
reason that the chief has but recently re
turned to duty and there has been an in-
vestigation by the police committee of the
city council, whose report was acted upon
by the whole council no later than last
Monday evening.

The camplaint filed today is as follows:

“First—That on the first day of De-
comber, 1892, the above named defendant
willfully, unlawfully and violently as-
saulted the plaintiff with his fists on the
face and head, and bruised, sprained and
wrenched the plaintifi's ankle, hy reason
whereof the plaintiff suffered great mental
and physical pain, and was rendered sick
