MANY LIENS ARE EXECUTED
Tonto Storage Reservoir Company

Begins Business.
ulY ABSSICIA ED PRESS,

Phoenix, Ariz., July 18.-The first step
in the movement to secure the building of
the Tonto Storage reservoir, under the
provisions of the IlIansbrough-Newlands
Irrigation act, was completed yesterday.

This step consisted in executing liens to
the Salt River Valley Water Users' as-
sociation on every acre of land to be irri-
gated.

Each acre, up to the limit of 16o, will
represent one share of stock in the asso-
ciation which, in turn, will contract to pay
back to the government within io years
the construction cost of the reservoir.

The subscription books have been closed.
The total acreage signed is 195,ooo with
some contracts yet to be received by mail.

It is purposed to develop electric power
at the dam, thus furnishing means for
pumping water to lands not irrigated by
the Tunto reservoir.

COLONEL MAIIE
TO BE PROMOTED

COMMANDING OFFICER OF THE
TWENTY-FOURTH INFANTRY

WILL BE GENERAL.

TO BE RETIRED AUGUST 8

Distinguished Career of a Man Who Has
Worn the Blue in Many Ware

for More Than Forty Years.

SPFCIAL TO Titr tNTrR MOP NTAIN.
Helena, July St.-Colonel Leon A.

iAatile, commanding the Twenty-fourth
United States infantry, now stationed at
Fort Harrison, is to he retired August
8, with the rank of brigadier-general. His
promotion will come on the day when
General Miles retires in favor of General
Young, as commander-in-chief of the
armies.

No more distinguished soldier could
have been rewarded by the war offie.
Colonel Matile has a war record second
to none.

Forty Years In the Army.
He entered the United States army in

186t, at the age of i8. Hle has, therefore,
served 42 years.

Shouldering a musket he went with a
regiment of regulars to the front when
Lincoln called for troops. While still a
boy he served with honor through the
Civil war.

He participated in the Atlanta cam-
paign and was wounded at Uroy creek.
Later, in December, 1864, he rejoined his
regiment at Lookout mountain.

He was with Sherman when that of-
ficer made his famous "march to the sea."

In Reconstruction Days.
He served in Mississippi and Louisiana

in the stormy days of the reconstruction,
acting as quarter-master at Pass Chris-
tian, Mississippi.

After the South had quieted down he
was transferred to the frontier. Front
1870 to 1884 he fought Indians, ran
down bone-hunters and performed the
routine duties of a frontier soldier.

He was in command at Tacoma during
the railway riots in 1804. In 1808 he
commanded a post at Skagway, Alaska.

In Philippine War.
The outbreak of the Philippine war

took him to Manila, where he commanded
a battalion of the Fourteenth infantry in
the engagement on the outskirts of the
capital on February 4 and 5. ie was
promoted there for distinguished gallantry
and secured his brevet.

He commanded his first regiment at the
battle of Zatote river in the Philippine
campaign. Later he was transferred to
the Twenty-fourth, where he has since
remained.

ONION CURES
Loud-Smelling Vegetable Makes a Very

Good Medicine.
The Idea of an onion cure may not

strike the fancy of the esthetic; however,
the experience of those who have tried it
is that it works wonders in restoring an
old-racked system to its normal state
again.

There are three kinds of doses in the
onion cure, or three onion cures, as you
may choose to put it. One is a diet of
onions. The ether is onion plasters. And
the third is onion syrup.

It is claimed by those who believe in
the onion cure that a bad cold can be
broken up if the patient will stay in doors
and feed on a liberal diet of onions. It
need not be an exclusive diet, but a liberal
one. For instance, an onion-cure break-
fast includes a poached egg on toast,
three tablespoonfuls of fried onion and a
cup of coffee. Luncheon of sandwiches,
made of Boston brown bread, buttered
and filled with finely-chopped raw onions,
seasoned with salt and pepper, snakes the
second meal on the schedule. For supper
the onions may be fried as for breakfast
and eaten with a chop and a baked potato.

The strange efficacy of onions is well
known to the singers of Italy and Spain,
who eat them every( day to improve the
quality of their voices and keep them
smooth.

Onion plasters are prescribed to break
up hard coughs. They are made of fried
onions placed between two pieces of old
muslin. The plaster is kept quite hot
until the patient is snugly in bed, when
it is placed over the chest, to stay over
night.

Onion syrup is a dose that can be
bought of any druggist. and is claimed by
some to be unequaled as a cure for a cold
in the chest.

All this is probably quite true. For to
be done up with onions, both inside and
out, would be enough. certainly, to chase
out any self-respecting cold.-T'able Talk.
MINERS WANT JUDGE GRAY
Presidential Boom Is Taking Tangible

Form in Pennsylvania.
Pottsville, l'a., July 16.-The quiet boom

among the anthracite miners for Judge
Gray of Delaware for president is assum-
ing tangible shape.

A canvass of the officers of the mine-
workers' locals shows that a great ma-
pority of those who are democrats favor
Judge Gray's nomination.

Since the collapse of the Cleveland boom
the adherents of both Cleveland and
Bryan have united in praise of Judge Gray
and it is expected that the latter will
be indorsed for president at the ap-
proaching Schuylkill county democratic
convention.

James B. Reilly, a prominent democratic
leader who served in the lower house
of congress whily Judge Gray was in the
senate and who later as United States
marshal for the division for the eastern
district of Pennsylvania came into close
contact with him, said yesterday that he
considered Judge Gray's availability and
popularity would land him in the presi-
dential chair if lie were nominated.

FOR DAYS CORPSE
LAYS UNDISCOVEREO

STENCH FROM REMAINS OF A DEAD
ATTORNEY ATTRACTS ATTEN-

TION TO HIS DEMISE.

HE HAD BEEN MISSING

But Nobody Had Noticed His Absence-
Aged Cincinnati Lawyer Expires

in His Consulting Room.

Cincinnati. July i8.-Henry J. Ilarrop,
who for the past is years practiced law
here, and who at one time was one of
the best known legal lights in this city,
was found dead in his oflice. in room a,
of the building at ,sa East Fifth strcet,
yesterday afternoon.

Death had cnme to him several days
ago, and the body was in an advanced
state of decomposition when discnvere4.

Office and Residence.
liarrop used his office as a living room,

and for years had slept there, taking his
meals at restaurants. lie had been ailing
for sonic months and was quite feeble.
Last Friday was the last time that he
was seen alive.

The fact that lie was not seen about
the building and the office door remaining
locked, excited no curiosity, but yesterday
Ed Schott, the proprietor of the saloon at
as6 East Fifth street, was attracted by a
frightful odor coming from the rooms
above.

By the Stench.
Schott traced the stench to tIhe door of

Ilarrop's office, and then securing a ladder
he looked over the tranmsoi into the rooim.
Hle saw the aged man lying on a cot,
dressed only In his undmrclothing, his face
bloated and discolored. Sehott immediately
notified L.icutenant kenkert. AIto broke
open the door with a hatchet and entered
the room. He saw at once that the man
had been dead for somie time, and lie
notified Coroner Weaver.

On account of the condition of the
body the patrolmen refused to haul it to
the morgue, and I'ndertaker Siefke was'
sent for. Deputy Coroner Cameron, who
viewed the body. is of the opinion that
death was due to the excessive heat,
coupled with chronic ailments to which
the aged man was heir.

Iiowever, when they are
furnished by the general passenger de-
partinent they are quotted at face value,
tnd the agent is responsible for every
ticket. When a supply runs out he must
account for every ticket either by sale or
