TO DEAD

POPE
Third Great Requiem Mass
Is Celebrated in the

Sistine Chapel.

SCENE IS BRILLIANT
Prophecy Naming Cardi-

nal Vannutelli as Pontiff
Is Recalled.

BY ASSOCIATED PRESS.
Rome, July Jo.-The last tribute was

paid to the late Pope Leo this morning
with the third great requiem mass cele-
brated in the sistine chapel of the vatican,
and the function was no less ceremonious
and imposing than the two others.

While there were perhaps fewer persons
present, there was a greater .dsplay of gor-
geous uniforms.

Of the 61 cardinals now in Rome all at-
tended the mass, except Cardinal Cretoni,
prefect of the congregation of sacred relics,
who was ill.

In Another World.
The picture presented by the presence

of the cardinals, in violet robes and red
capes bordered with ermine, and escorted
by Noble guards in scarlet uniforms and
with drawn, swords, the scene being soft-
ened by the clouds of incense and the
chapel resounding with the strains of the
incomparable sistine choir singing "Libera
Me Domine," made those present feel as
though lifted into another world.

In the churches of Rome today began
the offering of prayers to the Holy Ghost
to assist and enlighten the cardinals to
choose the right man to sit in the chair
of St. Peter.

During the conclave the blessed sacra-
ment will be exposed in several churches
for the special prayers of the faithful,
with the same object in view.

Monument for Pope.
The mayor of Carpineto, the birthplace

of Pope Leo, who proposed to erect with
local contributions a monument to Leo
XIII. on top of Lepini mountains, sur-
rounding the village of Carpineto, finding
that his project was checked by the large
amount of money required, intends to make
It an international tribute to the late pope,
and will ask all countries to join in the
movement.

He says he expects considerable contri-
butions, especially from America.

People are now recalling a prophecy
which, at the time it was made, produced
considerable talk among the superstitious,
who held it to be an indication of who
wil be the next pope, so much so that
several large bets were made in favor of
the cardinal indicated by the prophecy.

Many years ago the late Cardinal Parroc-
chi, who was not even then a bishop, one
day met an old woman in the country.

is a Typical Witch.
She was a typical witch in appearance

and planted herself before Parrochi, say-
ing: "The bishop of Santa Rufins will be
the next pope."

The woman refused to say anything
more.

Parrochi repeated the tale, which gained
added circulation when he was appointed
to that see, and before his death he was
considered the most likely successor of
Pope Leo.
When Parrocchi was dying he repeated

the old woman's prophecy.
The famous bishopric of Santa Rufini

was afterwards given to Cardinal S. Van-
sauteili, and now people are asking them-
selves will the prophecy come true after
all?

TAKEN BY DEATH

GRAND CHIEF ENGINEER OF THE
LOCOMOTIVE ENGINEERS DIES

IN PENNSYLVANIA.

Meaderville, Pa., July 30,-A. B. Young-

son, grand chief engineer of the Brother-
hood of Locomotive Engineers, who has
been ill with Bright's disease at the city
hospital since June ao, last, died at a:40
o'clock his morning.

Previous to his death he named N. M.
Shay of Youngstown, Ohio, as his suc-
*essor.

Chief Engineer Youngson was born in
Pittsburg, March ao, 1849. His first rail-
road employment was with the Atlantic &
Great Western railroad when he was but
13 years old.

After a4 years of faithful service Mr.
Youngson was in 1890 elected first as-
sistant grand chief engineer of the
Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers,
succeeding to the position of grand chief
engineer on the death of Chief P. M.
Arthur on the 11th of the present month,
and holding the position but 13 days.

Mr. Youngson was a widower and is
survived by three children. The funeral
service will be held from the family resi-
dence here on Friday afternoon.

SILVER BOW LAWYERS
WILL HONOR COTTER

Members of the Bar to Attend Funeral and T hen Draft
Resolutions of Respect.

The members of the bar of Silver Bow
county will attend the funeral of the late
Attorney John W. Cotter in a body to-
morrow morning. They will meet at the
courtroom of Judge Harney at 9:3o for
that purpose.

Arrangements for the meeting and at.
tendance at the funeral were made this
morning at a meeting of the Bar associa-
tion of the county in Judge Harney's
courtroom. The meeting was largely at-
tended, and a request was made that the
newspapers announce to the lawyers of
Butte that the members of the bar would
assemble there tomorrow to attend the
funeral.

Judges Sit Together.
Before the meeting of the Bar associa-

tion the three district judges of the county,
Judge Harney, Judge Clancy and Judge
McClernan, sat together at a meeting of
the court in Judge llarney's department,
and a committee of five lawyers were ap-
pointed to draft appropriate resolutions ex-
pressing the grief of his fellow lawyers at
the death of Mr. Cotter, and the high re-
gard he was held in at the bar of the
county and among his professional as-
sociates.

Judge Harney called his court to order
at so o'clock. There was a large as-
semblage of attorneys in the court, and
Attorney George HI. Shelton addressed the
court and stated the object of the meeting:

"If it please your honor, I suppose it is
a matter of general knowledge, the great
shock and loss to the bar of the state by
the death of John W. Cotter. It is sug-
gested that it is proper at this time, on
account of the high standing of Mr. Cot-
ter at the bar, and the general respect felt
for him, that some appropriate action be
taken, and a committee be appointed to
draft resolutions appropriate to the sub-
ject, and also a committee, perhaps, to ar-
range for the attendance of the members
of the bar at the funeral."

"What action do you suggest, gentle-
men?" the court inquired.

Committee on Resolutions.
"I suggest that it will be proper for the

court to now name the committee to draft
the resolutions, and that a time be fixed
for the committee's report, and then that
the meeting adjourn," Attorney Charles
F. Leonard suggested.
Mr. Leonard said he believed Judge

Clancy would be present in a few mo-
ments, as his department had been ad-
journed for the day. Judge liarney ex-
pressed a wish to have the other judges
of the district present with him before
anything should be done, and a recess was
taken, while Judge McClernan was
notified.

In a few minutes the other judges ar-
rived, and took seats with Judge lHarney
on the judge's bench.

Judge Harney said that he would en-
tertain a motion for the appointment of
the necessary committees. Attorney Leon-
ard made a motion that the court appoint
a committee of five to draft the resolu-

There is said to be only one case of con-
tagious disease under quarantine in the
county and this will be released from quar-
antine this afternoon, so that the most
populous county and the largest city in the
state will be without contagious diseases.

The freedom from contagious diseases in
the city is attributed in no small degree to
the success that has followed l)r. Sullivan,
the health physician, in his use of for-
nmaldeheyde gas as a disinfectant.
