CLEWS' LETTER
ON STOCK MARKET

SAYS THE DECLINE WAS BROUGHT
ABOUT BY ARTIFICIAL

MEANS.

COUNTRY IS PROSPEROUS

Nothing to Indicate That Real Decline
Is Imminent-Depression Was

Purposely Prolonged

New cerk, Aug. as.-llenry Clews, in
his weekly letter on the financial situation,
says:
It is now quite evident that the late heavy

decline in stocks was intensified by artificial
means. A compilation has been made showing
that this year's shrinkage in securities amount.
ed to :.,65o millions on a capitalization of 6,034
millions, compared with a shrinkage of ,3•,a
millions and a capitalization of 4.668 millions
in 1t'3, a year of genelral financial disaster.

'Tihus, in a year of general prosperity we
have had a contraction double that incurred in
a year of adversity, only to years ago. EIvery
one most aplpreciate that such an enormous
shrinkage in so limited a period i~ out of all
ploportion to any changes in cunditi,,us affect-
ing values.

No Real Decline.
Conceding that there was a high degree of

inflation in egoa, that tile money market had
drifted into a critical condition because of
excessive obligations, and that tile stock mar-
kct was carrying a threatenling mass of indi-
gestible securities. there were no changes in
the crop. industrial, lmercantile or financial
situations that began to warranst anly such tre*
liendous decline as this.
All sound opinion agreed that, while the top

of the boom might have been reached, no inm-
portant decline in the volume of business was
in sight; and, outside of Wall street, the signs
of reaction were few and unimportant until the
chilling influence of fear began to spread be.
yond financial precincts.

Wheels Within Wheels.
During the whole downward movement there

were signs of powerful enntrol, generally
exerted towards lower prices, but invariably
used to check disaster at the critical moments.
Opinions will, of course, vary as to the wisdom
of such use of power, but no one will deny
that the financial bitltatio as a whole has been
greatly strengthened antI clarified by thi.s forced
Ihquidathon, howsoever unfortunate it may
have proved for the indiscreet.

)ne excellent result is the soberinlg iflnuence
of suich an experience, for nothing short of a
financial cataclysm seemed able to stop the
speculative fever that existed among u class of
rich operators. This era of purely spehcu?.tivc
syndicates and overcapitaliecd indlustriais is
fortunately over; it will shortly tibecome a mnat-
ter of history, and that it Itas not involved toe
country in wholesale financial disaster is sm-
ply due to the severe, yet ntot wholly incon,
sider.te, contraction of etedit impu,edI by our
mtost powerfiul bankers.

To Check Youngsters.
It is quite certain, thowever, that this situa.

tion has been taken adlvanttage otf y some
interests and the depi)ressii.n pl)urposely pro-
longed, by those xwho seoized the oipportunlity to
force oult certain Ihol•,inig t settle old scores,
or to check the high rolling pruclivities of
some of the younger great financiers, whose
recklessness menaced the whole financial
fabric. Fortunately, these dangers are now all
behind us, and a clear understanding of tlis
fact should encourage a restoratiun of conh-
dence.
We are at present going back from the at,h.

normal to the nornmal; although that recovery
cannot proceed without interruption, as many of
the stocks taken over to assist those in troluble
will probably come on the market at the
higher level. Nevertheless, as already stated,
the spleculative situtationl has been greatly itm-
proved, an• there is nothing to hititer a
recovery of values to the noirmal, which is
considerably above the present level, even if
that normal be adjusted to the most conserva.
tive views of the general situation.

Good Business Assured.
The country is practically certain of a large

volume of butsiness this season. ()utlr farmers
are likely to lie p rosplerous for another year,
because, while crops are not Ipairticularly heavy,
prices are high and afford good profits. Man-ulfacturers are feeling the high cost of produe.
tion somewhat, and there is likely to lie less
expenlditure for extraviagances thant when the
"boom" was at its height, yet the whole coun-
try, as a whole, is in satisfactory condition.

Our basic industry, the iron trade, is in
better shape titan suppllosedl. It is trite aboir.
mal profits are disaplpearing, but there is a big
demand for all sorts of iron and steel products
at the more reasonable prices, ind no signs of
cessation are yet ill sight.

No Anxiety Shown.
The worst as to the money market seems to

have been anticipated. Crop demands are
close at hand, yet bankers show no anxiety
about meeting them. Should money rates
advance much further gold Imports would
simply be hIastened. Very soon pIroduce bills
will be In better supply and tend to weaken
steJinlg bills. London shows more interest In
American securities than for many months,
and as soon as the trust developed by our
