
YELLOW BIRDS ON
TELEPHONE POLES

THEY HAVE BEEN MAKING GREAT
HAVOC IN NEW YORK THIS

SUMMER.

POLES ARE JUST RUINED

Birds Peok at Them Until They Rot
Early and Thus Are Unfit

for Use.

Ow;ng to the ravages of the yellow
hammers, or flickers, workmen have been
kept busy repairing and replacing the
posts of the new telephone line here ever
since the birds arrived in the spring.

While the posts of the telephone and
telegraph were confined to the cleared land
away from the woods there was no trou-
ble in keeping them in good condition for
a5 or so years, but when private and pub-
lic enterprise extended the telephone to
remote sporting camps and fishing grounds
the flickers began to peck holes in the
soft arbor vitae wood, digging galleries far
into the heart and making the sticks so
weak that they broke off in high winds.

Until the white cedar, or arbor vitae.
poles began to be employed for holding the
wires aloft, the flickers did not disturb
this specie of trees. Most of the work
performed by these birds is done upon
trunks of white birch, which is soft and
easy to penetrate, and upon such other
aged trees as had partly rotted, the de-
caying wood furnishing homes for the in-
sects upon which the flickers subsist.

One may search the woods all day and
never find a flicker nest in any arbor vitae,
spruce, or pine. No sooner, however, had
the cedar trees been felled and set up
along the sides of the roads to hold the
wires than every one became the target
for the Industrious birds, which not only
dug holes for their nests in the soft trunks,
but tunneled through the wood in every di-
rection.

Men who have observed flickers at work
on the telephone lines say the birds mis-
take the constant humming kept up by the
wires for the sound of insects inside the
wood, and that the poles are ruined out
of misdirected zeal in pursuit of grubs
which do not exist.

A flicker on alighting on the side of a
pole will give a few taps with his bill
against the dry wood and then cock his
head on one side to listen for borers. Hear-
ing the wires singing and humming in the
breeze and feeling the pole tremble slightly
from the pulsing sound, the flicker reasons
that the whole stick is filled with tooth-
some grubs and at once begins to cut away
the wood.

After working until he is tired, the bird
stops to listen again, and finding the sound
is as loud as ever and apparently deeper
in the wood, he resumes his labor, pene-
trating deeper and deeper, until he has
bored a hole clear through the stick.

In this manner the flickers have worked
day after day, until there is not a whole
pole left on any telephone line which runs
through the woods. As a new pole is
worth $3, and as the cost of cartage and
setting is $a or more, the expense of keep-

.Ing a backwoods line in repair is more than
the companies can stand, and double rates
are charged to patrons who desire tele-
phone communications from resorts that
are far from open fields.-New York Sun.

COMMONWEALTHS
In American History, Yet They Are

Almost Forgotten.
Within the domain of the United States

on the North American continent there
have been divers independent republics,
the very name of three of which is known
to but a few, while the record of two
others, though memorable, is fast fading.

How many Americans of today have
heard, for example, of the Commonwealth
of Watauga, which in 1772 was organized
as an independent community by North
Carolinians who had crossed the Alle-
ghanies, and, descending into the basin of
the Tennessee, had made themselves homes
in the valley of the Watauga river?

How many remelnber the Commonwealth
of Transylvania, which was organized in
the eastern part of what is now Kentucky
in 1775, and which sent to the Continental
Congress a delegate-who, however, was
not admitted? How many have heard of
the short-lived state of Franklin, or
Frankland, which at a somewhat later
period was self-created out of certain west-
ern counties of North Carolina?

Of the present generation of schoolboys
at the North, not many are familiar with
the early history of lexas, which declared
its independence of Mexico in 1836, and
which for some nine years remained an
autonomous republic, entering into treaties
with foreign countries, including the

.United States.
Again but little attention is now paid to

that part of the annals of Vermont which
deals with the 14 years during which the
territory bearing that was an independent
republic, unadmitted to the union of the
American colonies, although it disclaimed
allegiance to the British crown, rejected
the overtures of British generals and bore
a conspicuous and useful part in the War
of the Rebellion.-Harpers' Magazine.
