MUTILATED CORPSE
OF A LARGE MAN

INEW YORK POLICE SEARCH IN VAIN
FOR IDENTIFICATION OL UN-

KNOWN VICTIM.

MIAY HAVE SEEN MURDERED

'op of Head and Legs Are Missing and'
Gootore Believe the Man Was

Not Aooidentally Killed.

!tw York, Oct. 6.-Two unsuccessful

efforts were made today to identify the
Imutilated body of an unusually large man
which was found Thursday in a Hoboken
ferry slip with the legs and top of the
head missing.

IMicheel Yerkes of Kansas, who came to
this city at the request of his aunt, Mrs.Mdichael Nealy of Philadelphia, who had
identified the body as that of her hus-
band, declared that the identification was
erroneous. The body was also declared
not to be that of Jerome Smith of this
Jity who has been nissing since Wednes-
Iday.

The autopsy reveals the presence of
matter in the lungs and throat of the dead$pan, but the physicians say this might be
accounted for by the mutilations of the
head and body and did not necessarily
indicate death by drowning.

It was at first supposed that the legs
were amputated by the propeller of a
steamer, but it is now asserted that the
(Cuts could not have been made in that way.

BULLETIN ON CROPS
CORN HAS -SUFFERED SEVERELY

FROM FROSTS-EARLY WHEAT
IS IN GOOD CONDITION.

Y ASSOCIATED PRWS1.,
Washington, D. C., Oct. 6.--The weather

bureau's weekly crop report bulletin says:
On the whole the corn crop has experienced

another favorable week. In Iowa to to 5s per
cent of the area planted is still exposed in
some measure to damage by heavy frost, but
another week of warm, dry weather would
ripen most of the belated crop.

In Npbraska, Kansas, Missouri and Michigan
and Wisconsin about to per cent of the crop is
still exposed to injury from frost, in Indiana
about S per cent, and in Ohio from 6 to 25 per
cent.

In Wisconsin, Minnesota and South Dakota
from so to 40o per cent has already been Injured
to a greater or less extent. Rains have re-
tarded threshing of spring wheat in Minnesota
and the Dakotas and caused further injury to
grain in shock in South Dakota. Early sown
wheat has germinated and is coming up well
in Nebraska. anid Kansas.
Recent rains have put the soil in excellent

condition and seeding is now active in that
state.

HEAVY LOSS TO THE
CREDITORS BY A FAILURE
