IN THE STREET TODAY
BY ASSOCIATeD PRESS.

New York, Oct. a3.-The wide opening in
Amalgamated Copper was the feature of the
steck market. There were simultaneous sales
of I3,Soo shares at 35 down to s34a, compared
with 36% last night.

Subsequent sales were in ,osoo-share blocks
with a rally to 35%, followed by feverish fluctu-
ations. The movement was based upon the
reported decision of the company to close
down its works in Montana until the decision
on appeal of pending litigation.

The tone of the opening market generally
was heavy and apathetic with quite uniform
declines of s!.

Union Pacific, St. Paul, Atchison and Sugar
showed rather marked depressrons with large
fractional declines. The general market after
stiffening slightly ran off to a lower level when
Amalgamated fell back to 34j.

A later recovery in this stock to above 35
helped other stocks a trifle, but the trading in
the general list was very light.

The feverish tone of Amalgamated Copper
kept the market unsettled. Its decline to 344
again depressed the list. Denver & Rio
Grande. Smelting and Pressed Steel Car pre.
ferred lost a point: Colorado Fuel 3, and Cast
Iron Pipe preferred s5. Prices stifened later
to the best. Amalgamated recovered to 35%.

The forenoon loss in msalgamated was
pretty nearly made up, but fresh setiing orders
came to hand and it eased off again. Ana.
conda, a subsidiary company, opened down i79
and rallied S on its neet transaction.

TOJAL ESTIMATE
IS MUCH LOWER

INTERIOR DEPARTMENT WILL BE
RUN MORE CHEAPLY DURING

NEXT FISCAL YEAR.

Washington, D. C., Oct. 3.-Th''e secretary

of the interior has completed his estimate and
forwarded it to the secretary of the treasury,
the appropriations necessary to conduct the
affairs of the interior department for the fiscal
year. cnding June 30, s9os.

The estimate places the total requirement for
the department at $rs6.ooo,ooo, about $z3,ooo,ooo
less for the appropriation for the current year.

The proposed reduction will be made in the
pensiol bureau and the Indian officg. The
estimate for pensionts is $t36.Soo,ooo, or $S,ooo,.
doo less than the appropriation made for this
year.

There is also a cut of $:,3oo,ooo in the estl.
mate for the Indian bureau. The estimate for
the expenses of conducting the affairs of the
five civilized tribes of Indians is $•g9,6S. 'The
reduction in the pension estimates is due to a
calculation of deaths of pensioners made by
the commissioner of pensions.

AMALGAMATED ON
BOSTON EXCHANGE

Boston, Mass., Oct. z3.-The interest of

brokers and their clients today centered in
copper shares in view of the shutdown of
Amalgamated properties operated yesterday
after the decision of the court. Amalgamated
opened at 34, a loss of a'4 from yesterday's
closing price.

There were frequent sales, the price touch-
ing 3%, and the stock was feverish and irreg.
ular in the early transactions. Though 4,o00
shares were sold during the first half hour the'
opening price was the lowest.
Copper Range opened at 42%, a decline of

4%. Later the stock fell to 42, then it went up
to 43%. Outside of these two specialties trad-
ing was lifeless.

BROKER MUS1 OBEY THE
ORDERS OF HIS CLIENTS

Appellate Division of New York Supreme
Court Has Rendered a Decision

of Groat Importance.

DY ASSOCIATeD PRESS.
New York, Oct, a3.-A decision just

rendered by Judge Woodward in the ap.
pellate division of the supreme court has
caused considerable agitation among stock
exchange brokers. The complainant in
the case seeks to recover a balance due
on account, and claimed that after hav-
ing notified the broker not to invest this
balance, he bought stocks and used the
money as muargin..

The plaintiff was a ,woman and acted as
her sister's agent.

In ruling for the plaintiff, Judge Wood-
ward declared that brokers must obey in-
structions from their clients or stand re-
spon•sile• for montey lost on margins.

It also held that "discretionary orders"
are legal, despite the rules of the ex-
change, which forbid such transactions:
that rules of the exchange are not binding
on innocent third parties, and that brokers
are responsible for the actions of their
clerks when instructions are misunder-
stood and the plea of a misunderstanding
Is not a good defense.

JOHN DOTSON HELD
FOR THE MURDER

HIS BROTHER IS SAID TO BE IN-
NOCENT OF THE SHOOTING

AT TROUT CREEK.

TWO IMPORTANT WITNESSES

Tell of Shooting and Fix the Blame on
John Dotson-Result of the Pre-

liminary Hearing.

Thompson Falls, Oct. a3.-John Dotson

must answer to the district court for the
-murder of Frank Udell at Trout Creek.
Leroy Dotson, his brother, has been dis-
charged from custody.

This is the result of the preliminary
hearing held here before Justice of the
Peace E. W. Wilson of the two men ac-
cused of killing , Udell and wounding
Charles Ragsdale in the gun play recently
made at the new Northern Pacific divis-
ional point west of here.

The defense offered no evidence, evi-
denty preferring to wait until the case
came up for trial in the district court be-
fore showing its hand. Joe Young and J.
E. Roberts gave the most important evi-
dence for the state.

Young swore he was in Ragsdale's sa-
loon on the night of the shooting. Several
shots were fired through the saloon which
was a walled tent affair. After the shoot-
rng he saw two men, one of whom he
recognized as John Dotson. Roberts testi-
fled that at the time of the shooting he had
gone after lunch for Ragsdale and on his
return met John Dotson coming from the
saloon.

cgunsel for the defense waived the In-
troduction of evidence and moved that the
case against Leroy Dotson be dismissed,
which was done. John Dotson was re-
turned to the county jail at Missoula for
trial.
