Word has been received in Butte that
Agnes Holland, Hannah Crotty and Eva
Rogers, three girls sent from this city to
the House of the Good Shepherd int Helena,
have made their escape from that institu-
tion. One of the girls is said to have
come to Butte. The two others are be-
lieved to have remained in Helena, as they
were not provided with proper clothing
when they escaped to make a' long journey.

They are thought to be hiding with
friends in the capital city. All the girls
have relatives or friends in Butte. The
Crotty girl is the same who tried to take
her own life in the Southern hotel about
a month ago.

The Holland girl was sent to the home
for keeping late hours and consorting with
persons of questionable character.
