EFFINGER ON STAND
CLAIMED ALLEGED CONFESSION OF

MISSOULIAN WAS OBTAINED
BY THREATS.

Missoula, Dec. a,--T'he defense had its
inningi in the trial today of Charles
I linger, charged with defrauding the
lFisher Mercantile company. The accused,
waho took the stand in his own behalf yes-
terday afternoon, continued his testimony
today. It is his claim that the confes-
sioln introduced against him yesterday was
Irocured by threats,
In outlining the defense Attorney

\Iurray said it would Ibe shown that Dan
I isher, who employed Efilnger, had au-
thorized himn to buy goods for himself in
the name of the Fisher M'ercantile comt-
pany; that in pursuit of that policy the
lF;rwell company of Chicago had been
recommended to Effinger; that at sev-
eral different times the accused had made
purchases from Farwell & Co.; always
pa1 iug through the cash drawer and cred-
iaing it in the proper manner; that Eflinger
had paid for the goods and not defrauded
the company or intended to do so, The
confession, the attorney claimed, was pro-
curred by threats.

Effnger, in the course of his testttmony,
testified along the li.e *o5 at1 tornuy's

statements. lie said he hadl secured per-
mi ,.ion, to order goods froml Farwell &
to. for himself in the name of the Fishet
comipanty. lie said there was no secrecy
aholt tile matter. lie examined the ledger
and showed how animou sl paid on ar-
ticles had been charged to him. lie de-
tailed many transactions wherein he had
made iayments upon articles he had pur-
chased, not trying to coulceal such trans-
actionls.

Efitnger s;id that on that night Burr
Fisher. ). It. Fisher and W. F. Fisher had
gone out to supper together, returniing

about 6 p. iii.. while he was at his own
desk. Burr :isher. lie testified. put his hat
on the radiator and asked himn about cer-
tain transactions by which Effinger had
taken Ihoiti some curtains on approval, ac-
et•sinlg himn of try)inlg to defraud the irnt.
This. lEflinger said, he denied. Theni Will
Fisher, who was at the cash desk, inter-
fered, according to the witness, and told
Iturr to leave him alone; that lie did not
undttiierstand how matters stood and that
Efllinger had done no wrong.
The witness swore that (). . . isher had

come in then and asked him down into the
blasemlent. There, according to the testi-
nloloy, Fisher shook his finger under :tffin-
ger's nose anld said: "Charles, we know
we have caught you in the act of stealing
these curtains." E.flinger swore that he
again denied the theft.

The witness then went on to tell how
he was forced to draw up a list of goods,
including the camera, swhich has figured
in the case, alleged to have (Ieen stolen
by himl, and comlpelled to sign it as a con-
fession. lie declared that he was brought
to tears onl that occasion and begged to
be allowed to go honle to his wife and
lialy, Before lecing allowed to depart,
however, lie saitd he was given into the
charge of Constable Chick White who ac-
coinpanied him to his home and remnained
there all night.
On cross-examination by Colonel Mar-

shall, for the state, Eflinger declared that
prior to the events testified to he and Dan
Fisher had talked over the best places
froni which Effinger might buy his house-
hold goods and that Fisher had recom-
mended the John V. Farwell company of
Chicago. The witness said that he had
ordered several things front the Farwell
house at different times, but he could not
recall how lie had paid for them.

BLOOD STAINS OF
SUSPECT'S KNIFE

NEW YORK POLICE ARREST SAILOVI
THOUGHT TO HAVE MURDERED

THE MARTIN WOMAN.

DETECTIVES FERRET CLEW

Name of Ship on Parcel Left in Bridge-
port, Conn., Leads to Apprehen-

sion in New York City.

New York. Dec. ,2.--By the arrest yes-
terday of Emil ''Totterman, a Swedish
sailor, the police believe they have cleared
up the mystery of the murder of Sarah
Martin, whose mutilated body was found
yesterday afternoon in Kelly's hotel, a low
sailor's resort on the East River front. The
arrest, which was made in the sailors'
union headquarters, followed information
received from detectives who were sent to
Bridgeport,Conn., to follow a clue found in
the room in which the crime was com-
mitted.

On the wrapper of a parcel left in the
room by the murderer was written in pen-
cil the name of "Fred C. Belano," and un-
derneath the name "E, 'l'otterman," The
detectives reported from Bridgeport that
the schooner Fred C. Belano was lying at
that port and that a sailor named Totter-
man had been discharged fromt her on Sat-
urday.

'They also obtained a good description of
the man who on Saturday purchased a pair
of shoes and sweater from Meigs & Co.
Furnished with this description, detectives
in this city picked out Totterman from
among a crowd of seamen at the sailors'
union. When searched there was found on
him a sailor's clasp knife, the blade of
which appeared to hear blood stains.

At police headquarters the prisoner was
fully identified by James Kelly, the pro-
prietor of the hotel, his wife and other per-
sons, as the man, who, on Saturday night,
accompanied the woman to the room in
which her body was found. Totterman de-
clared that he had never been at the hotel,
although he admitted that ihe had come
from Bridgeport on Saturday. lie has de-
nied having purchased there the shoes and
sweater, found in the murdered woman's
room. 'T'otterman was arraigned in the
police court and remanded on the techni-
cal charge of being a "suspicious char-
acter." 1.ater two Bridesport salesmen
fully identified Tottertman as the man who
bought the shoes and sweater. The police
say that Totterman is also known as Carl
Nielson.
