electoral board Is also directed to ap'ayim 
three commissioners of e l e c t i o n for each 
county or corresponding political division, 
whose duty It shall be to meet three days 
after an election and ascertain f rom the 
returns the number of vole* cast for each 
person at the election. The same provi­
sion la made for tilling vacancies in ti e list 
of commissioners aa Is made in the can I ot 
election judge*. Provision Is made for a 
complete and c o n e d registration of voters, 
and the judges of election in counting the 
votes are authorize! to report any voters 
decided to have fraudulently voted. The 
board of commiHHio i i e r s is given authority 
to correct Irregularities in the returns of 
judges of election, and heavy peualttes are 
prescribed for offense* agalust the SeSSSSoa 
laws.

The senate then resumed consideration 
of the tariff b i l l at the paragraph relating 
to collar* and cuffs, f ixing the duty on 
those composed entirely of cotton at til-
teen cents per dozen pieces and 35 per cent, 
advaloretn, and on those composed en 
tirely or partly of linen at thirty cents 
a dozen pieces and 86 per cent, 
advalorem. Vance moved to strike out 
those rate* and Insert forty 
pei cent ad valorem. The proposed rates, 
he said, would be equivalent to a tax of 160 
per cent ad valorem. The amendment was 
rejected hy the usual party vote—teas, 1" 
nays, 24 No amendment was offered to 
the paragraph taxing hemp or Jute carpet 
Ingftceuts j>er Hjuare yard. Jones, A r 
kansas, moved to amend the paragraph 
which taxes bagging of cotton, gunny 
cloth, etc., for covering cotton, composed 
wholly or partly of hemp, jute or jute butt, 
valued at not more than 16 cents per pound 
*4 of a cent per pound, by putting it on the

The amendment was discussed at gm.t 
length by tierry, Jones, George, Al l i son , 
Mierman, Piatt, Duller, A l d r i c h , Biseoek, 
Vance and Coke. The southern *cnator* 
said that the lax must come out of the 
pocket* of the com tu rn planter* and labor­
er*, and be banded over to Hie manufae 
turvrs. Tne tax would as < I »he MM and a 
quarter mi l l ion men, women and children 
who furnished the manual labor of the 
south to make the cotton. They were he 
ing robbed hi give 6.000 men in the employ 
of the cotton nagging trust higher wages 
than the average of those w ho paid the tax. 
If the 6,000 laborers got al l this tax the sen­
ators would be content. But they d idn ' t 

Al l i son said the question related prac­
tically not to the cotton bagging paragraph 
alone, but to every paragraph in the bill 
If tde arguments of the senator* were to 
prevail , the whole bi l l would lie cut up In 
detail and destroyed. It was not a ques­
tion t»ei M een 6.000 laborers on one s de and 
1 26U.OOU on the other. It was a question 
whether or not under existing condition* It 
was wise to have cotton bagging and other 
manufacture* made in the Uni ted Mates or 
whether It was wiser to root up In detail 
every manufae urlng Industry In tIn-
country and IJ have all manufactured 
goods made els *whcre. That was a l l that 
there was in the question. The raw ma­
terial of cotton bagging jute was not pro­
duced lo this country practically, 
though some jute, he u - i i e v e d , 
was now grown In Texaa. It 
was produced exclusively | Q India. A 
vote was finally taken on Jones' amend 
ment and it wa* rejected—yea* 12, nays 24, 
Drown voing with the republican* In the 
negative. Jones then moved to reduce Mo­
rale f rom yK to \ of a cent and the motion 
wa* rejected, lit >wn again voting In the 
negative, (in motion of A l l i son the value 
l imit of S cent* * |x»und In the paragraph 
wa* induced to V/\ cents.

B O S T O N , Jan . 8 - T h e annual dinner of 
the Boston Merchants' association, w h i c h 
tool, place here this evening in tlie Hotel 
Veudome, proved to be au occasion of un­
usual significance. A m o n g the i n v i t e d 
goerd* were Chairman Cooley, of the inter 
slate commerce commission; l 'rof. K l y , of 
John Hopkins I 'niversity; Francis B. Thur -
ber, tiov.

A f t e r the dinner "Combination and Compe­
t i t ion" and allied subjects were announced 
a* the topics for discussion. 

Judge CiNiley was the first sneaker. He 
aaid In part: " Lhe urgent ca l l for a modi 
f i c H d o u ot the in te r s t a t e act, which < u s 
f i o i n railroad clrclea, ha* sprung up re 
cently. The period during which 
ttie law ha* operated of the 
moat benefit to the rail roada is 
precisely that dur ing which ita provtaion* 
were best observed. 1 think that an uude 
nlable fact, and If It Is, it la deserving of 
more attention than up to this time It ha* 
received from the manager* of rai lways. 
It wa* alao the period during which the 
law wa* complained of leaat. There are 
very vigorous complaint* now. They re­
late mainly to the clause of the act which 
forbid a greater charge on a shorter haul 
on the same line in the same direction 
where circumstances and conditions are 
similar, and that which makes pooling un­
l a w f u l . The first mentioned clause cm 
b o d i e s a prluclple right in itaelf. In many 
sections of the country the road* have 
come Into conformity with It, and 
have not suffered loss from doing so. In 
other* it has not been found practicable to 
do ao, at least Immediately; but the diltl-
cultle* w i l l diminish as the managers come 
to a belter understanding among them 
selves. The law iulend* that the railroad 
buaiueas of the couutrv ahall be done 
openly and wi th f u l l publicity. Thlaequa l 
and ju*t purpose Is defeated hy contrl 
vances that arc clearly opposed hi the Intent 
of the law, If not to Ita terms. Now when 
parties are thus busy In contriving methods 
for rendering the law of no < t ied, and their 
evasions of it* purpose are seen to have a 
direct tendency to diminish corporftlc |WVS 
uues, they are hardly the parties SO put 
themselves upon the stand lo prove that 
the law Is an Injury to their roads. 1 
must Insist that the argument now 
made for pooling Is radio i l l y 
unsound and vicious, because it rests upon 
an assumption that a violation of ihe law 
by one is Just (Scat ion for violation by 
another. The sentiment in railroad circles 
on thl* subject ts not only opposed to sound 
public morality , hut it necessarily tends to 
the perpetration p i the very evils under 
which the road* are now suffering. 

I'oohug with legal sanction would have 
a l l the elements of weakness that attended 
the old pooling, except otic. When the 
p o d as It used Ut he furminl, broke up, 
there was no enforcing such obligations aa 
had been incutn*d while It existed. There 
waa no compell ing the payment nf hal 
ances. W i t h letfall/.ed j l ing there liiltflit 
be a power lo do this. Pools antagonize a 
leading ami most valuable principle of 
Imiimtrial lite in their attempt not no curb 
com petition merely, but to eud it. AII 
these things go to show that something 
idse needs reforming besides (be law One 
who Investigates ttie railroad dim>nb r* w i l l 
be surprised to find how many of theni, 
though plainly opposed to the spirit of the 
law, may st i l l he practiced legally. A cry 
ing evil in flu- rai lroadseivice is the aoSBM 
nation between ttie scalper ahdthe general 
passenger agent. Th i s wi l l he broken up 
just as soon a* there are applied In railroad 
matter* the maxims of business prudence 
which are expected Ut control in other In­
terests. If speculation in railroad sUx-k* 
could be rendered Impossible, we 
might hope to have the tune 
when the i |uestiou what 1* right and 
wrong In railroad matters would be heard 
a good deal offero r than it I* now, ami ttie 
question, what can be done in evasion of 
the law, without encountering It* penalties, 
a good deal more infrequent ly. 

To Abate the Evil. 
C I I K A O O , Jan . 8.— The consideration of 

a new agreement for the government of 
passenger traffic and rate* west of Chicago 
w i l l be resumed by the general managers of 
Interested lines to morrow. When the dis­
cussion of the proposed articles of agree­
ment was commenced last week, some of 
the managers were wide apart on certain 
provisions, particularly those le la t lng to 
commission and mileage, hut they are now 
so near an understanding on these pointa 
that there Is a prospect of unanimous 
action Ut morrow, strong efforts are be­
ing made lo abate the commission evi l , as 
wel l as put au end lo the business relations 
tha i exist between some pa- «jger 
agent* and scalpers. The majori ty 
of western roads have already no­
tified their eastern agents that 
the commissions for January wi l l be mere 
ly nominal, and they cannot make a reek-
lesa reduction In lhe price of tickets with 
the expectation (hat they w i l l stil l realize a 
profit. A specific sum is named as the 
maximum commission to be paid ou the sale 
of each ticket, and agents are warned If 
they go beyond that depth they wi l l have 
to atand ttie loss. The present agreement. 
If adopted, w i l l hind the roada to keep with­
in a very narrow l imit In the payment of 
commlaalons.

CHRISTMAS NIGHT FEAST 

Thousands of Black* Sacrifice a Young 
G i r l , and Fight for a Portion of 

Her Half-Cooked Remains— 
Legitime'* Plana. 

P O R T A U P R I N C E , Haytt, Dec. 3 0 . - A s 
this dispatch ia being written, the depoel-
t on of Legitime by the dissatisfied cltizeaa 
of the capital or the advancing victorious 
troopn of the north under H>polite appears 
to be shortly expected by a l l but the Imme­
diate supporter* of Legit ime. He has 
thrown Into prison all the prominent c i t i ­
zen* and residents of the north In Port au 
Prince suspected of opposing him. Three 
battle* have been fought and loat by tbe 
Legitimist* in MM paat ten day*. Dur ing 
the rapid retreat on the capital two d iv i ­
sion* of the southern army deserted to the 
pursuing northerners. A stand waa made 
the next day at a r ising knol l of ground by 
the dispirited army of the south, but they 
were able to stand hut a short time against 
II) polite'* assaults. The army of 
(he north i * entrenched some 
twenty miles f r o m Port-au Prince, com­
pleting us line* of communication, reor-
itaiiuing its augmented forces and await­
ing the arrival of recently nurchaved arm* 
aud munitions of war. i t i * alao devastat­
ing lhe great agricultural section where It 
i * now encamped and f rom which Legit ime 
received the greater portion of hi*supplies, 
l i eu . Hvpolile having been elected and 
declared ttie provincial president by the 
ceutral ami northern departments, hit cap­
ture of the capital w i l l demand a congre** 
of the deputies from a l l tbe departments 
and the ejecting of a permanent president, 
declaring Leititiiiie'B election unconstltu-
tianal ami void He w i l l then probably be 
the only candidate In the field. Ho­
nor ta of defeat and desertion* 
nave raised to a h igh pitch 
the excitement of the inhabitant* In thl* 
sectlou ami hence Legi t ime 1* lmurl*oning 
al l the possible r ing leader* In a revolt 
Hgaiust him. He is showing great activity 
lu securing '-volunteera" through pre** 
gangs, who seize laborers In the field* and 
bring them to the barrack*, frequently In 
chains, to prevent their e scape Without 
law, life and property 1* unsafe in thl* sec-
