Mr. Crounss
was postmaster for twelve years, and was
satisfactory to everybody.  The first post
offiee stood somewhere near the site of the
INDEPENDENT office, and was & great re
sort tor the men in the days, when
letters from home were so dearly priged
There was always & file of men walting for
their missive. and many stories are related
of those that paticotly waited for the letter
that never came, Another testure of
letters in those days was that of the many
miners In contiguous eamps whe received
thelr mail st the Helena postofMies.  As the
men could not leave their work to eome to
Helena ope of thelr number seted a8 mail
earrier and mwade reguinr trips.  He was
proviaed with the list of names of his camp
and this list was presented to the Helens

wimaster, who delivered the mail, which
ye carried banck, receiving from the miners
twenty-five cents for esch letter or paper
But that amount of money then was no
mors than penny postage now.

The second bullding used for & postoflies
was the old Holter block on lower Main
street, 10 wis then removed to the build
Ing now oceupled by Jacobl s a saloon,
then to where the Chleagn Clothing House
now Is, tb ¢ o tue People’s National
Bank bulldiug, corner of Main and Wall
streets, now occupled as & beer hall by
Chris Mockel, and from there (o
its present loeation, the Masonie bulld
ing on  Broadway and Jackson street,
The place was cLosen for the post office a8
soon as completed and as it is centrally o
cated s convenlent to all. It is fitted up
with the Intest improvements in post offics
furniture, and though it is comimnodions Is
some time erowd for room. The fres
delivery system began under the present
administration and was & boon to Helena
eltizens, The first allotment of carriers
was found entirely inadequate, and by
r--rm:--r.l naking the authorities at Wash
negton the foree was increassd, though it
can not be sald that even now there are
enough carriers to do the business, The
clerienl foree s altogether teo small for a
rich and growing ity like Helena, but will
eventually, It is hoped, be 8o incressed as
W meet demands

Helena is the end of four rallway offices,
whieh employ fitteen clerks besides s chief
clerk, whose headquarters are  here and
who superintends the fores under him
from this point. Double the number of
clerks could be used on the ralways with
out wing worked to death, as they are st
present

Iie went to & prominent real estate firw in
he city and bought s lot in the residence
portion of the city for $#00, promising o
pay for it next day, as New Year's day
was & hollday and the banks were elosed,
The morning following, shority after the
Lanks were opened, he went W the real es
tate firm and asked one of them o aceom-

pany him to the First National and the re
ipuesl was complied with. Arriving at the
bank, Mr Joones presented s draft on the
Traders' Natoual bank of Spokane Falls
far 82 MK,

Mr. Jopes informed the eashier that to
save the troubde of being identified he had
lis signature sent over from the Hutle
bauk. and after examination the signature
wis found to be correct, but 0 make sssur-
anes doubly sure the cashier cxamined the

Shortly afterwards the
bank recelved notifieation from the T'raders
Natiooal bank, Spokane Falls, that the
draft had been raised from 8256, and
an  investigation was  begun. The
matter was  placed  in  the hands
of the authorities who lmmedintely began
a senrch for the gentivman so clever with
bis pen, and & man answering the deserip-
tion was wrrested at Winnipeg,  Whether
heis the man or not s still in doubt, bat
the money found upon his person  tallled
with that the thief received st the baok,
1,000 bill belng one of the notes he was
paid and a bill of the same denomination
was found upon the suspeet.
