“The resignation of Assistant General
Manager Buckley, of the Northern Pacifie,
will in all probabllity be followed by -
‘mrlaul changes all along the line; ehianges,
wwever, more of ttle than anything «lse
It 1& understood that the unusual aod
rather awkward arrnngement of olficering
the line will be transformed into & more
common _and more systematic state of
things. Herctofors there have been three
assistant genernl managers (the third be.
ing created last year) with equal rank,
vach having charge of & grand division of
the rosd and each reporting to the general
manager, Mr, Buckley's retirement af
fords an opportunity to change all this,
and the offfiee  of  assistant  gen-
eral manager will  be abolished. Mr.,
Alnslie, who has had charge of the eastern
geand division, will be made general su-
perintendent and his jurisdiction extended
over the whole line r. Root, now assist-
ant general manager of the middle division
with headquarters at Helena, will be given
the title of assisiant general superintendent,
although his duties will not differ material
Iy from what hey are now, The office of
nssistant general superintendent of the I'a
cifie division will prebably pe left vacant
for the present, Viee President Prescott, of
Tacowa, looking after that end. The plan
slmply abolishes the office of assistant gen
ernl manager, and ereates that of genceral
superintendent and two nssistants, titles
that more nearly represent the duties per
formed. The ehange will give Mr. Ainslie
entire charge of rosd and transportation
1t is understood that these changes will go

AGAIN IN SESSION.

The Labors of the Times.Parnell Inquiry Com.
mission Resumed Yeslerdaw

Loxpox, Jan. 16.—The Parnell commis-
slon has resumed jta sityngs,  Sir Charles
Russell, counsel for the Parnellites, ap-
plied for an order against the Worcester
Times for comments upon the commission,
Presiding Justice Hannen sald he regretted
the repeated applications of this character,
which eaused more distress to the court
than the prosecution of the inquiry. He
appealed to counsel to use their influence
to prevent such statements.  The court
would decide the applieation later. Wil
linm O Brien appearsd  before the commis
sion and sald he aceepted the responsibility
for the article in United  Lreland for which
he was sumimoned.  He denled that he in-
tended disrespect to the court and dis-
elaimed any imputation that the judges
wera not doing their duty,

O'Brie s » id he did not assume to ques-
tlon their lordships' rulings, but urged
that he had the right to comment upon the
seandalous eyidence belng given betore the
commission, He continued: “We are
most anxious to meet the charges against
us. Month aiter month, we are incurning
frightful #xpenses, yet the Times has not
touched the one allegation made in its col-
umns which, if proved. will render all this
matter entirely superfluous. We do not
eriticise the eourt, but the conduct of the
Times. We desire to come o the polnt,
That I8 the object of our Scoteh action.”

Counsel Brodrich, warden of Merton
college, at Oxford, summoned to appear
before the commission for making a speech
In whieh he compared Davitt and Dillon
to the Whitechapel murderer, denied that
he intended any contempt of court.

Fhere was no explanation except the one
that they themselves gave, that thelr sys-
tem of government was st war with all
others.

In a word, his objec-
tions to the sdmission of Utah as & state
waa because he belleved a majority of the
perople of Utah are theoerats, who belleve
In & government of the priesthood, and do
not believe in any other system of govern-
ment. Further hearing was postponed un-
til Wednesday.

Ingails to-day laid before the senate the
memorial from the legisiature of ldaho
protesting against the proposed admission
of Utah., The memorial says that the
members of the treasonable organization
known as the Mormon church largely out-
number the loyal Gentile citizens of said
territory. and consequently will and for
many years to come would have absolute
con'rol of all elestions therein; that all
pretenses of the abandonment of bigamy,
lm:;gum and other ernoes agninst the
aws of the United States are pretenses
only, made for the purpose of deceiving
persons unacquainted with the sbhorred
practices of the Mormon ehureh, and thus
create a feeling favorable W the proposed
admission of the sald territory of l'tnh
The memorial asks also that & legisiative
commission be created for the government
of sald territory,

On Saturday last the report uf the Utah
hearing was incomplete, The main poiot
of the omitted state ments were a8 follows:
Ferry attacked sharply the eonstitution of
the proposed new state, alleging that in it
there was no protection for 1he person of
ADY WOmAnD, except a8 against a single as
sault and battery. The church eontrolled
the state, warriages were made behind
senled doors, and it was not easy to learn
of them.  The proposed constitution might
define polygamy to be s misdemeanor, but
not as it should, declare it to be a felony.
Polygamy was not dead and elothing
Utah with statehood would not permit a
Gentile Lo take any part in the government
of the state. It would be as In the time
when he first went to the territory, when
there were less than half a dozen Gentiles
in  the legislature. Business interests
would nlso suffer if LUtah
were  made A state, The  terrl-
tory has already tried W levy a
tax on mining because the business
brought in an element that the Mormon
ecliurch ecould not control.

He stoutly maintained that
until Utah had st least a majority of loyal
Awerican citizens, ready to submit to the
laws, it was not fit for statehood.

Delegate liean, of Arizona, said though
he owed nothing to the Mormons, as he al-
ways had been opposed politically by them,
he desired to say & word for his Mormon
nelghbors whom he had known for twenty
years e had found them to be as good &
class of people as he had ever met in his
life, and he had been ralsed In New Eng-
land. They were honest, temperate and
esconomical to the last degree. The litera-
ture of this country contained more misrep
resentations about the Mormons than about
any other subject. Polygamy was as dead
as slavery and a little more so.
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Politics In France.

Panis, Jan 16 —The anarchists have
issued A manifesto to the electors In the
department of the Seine in which they ap-
peal to the people not to vote for any can-
didate. The manifesto says: “The senate
and chamber of deputivs are powerless to

emancipate the people, and a revolution
will alone free them from their oppressors.”

Floquet, president of the council of min-
Isters, met Laur, & member of the deputies
in the lobby of the chamber to-day nnd
told him his article eommenting on the ap
plication of the seeret serviees fund during
the recent elections was & base calumny
snd challenged him  to  justify it from
the tribune of the chamber, Laur retort
ed that he wouwid reter his accusations to a
jury eomposed of deputies, and would send
seconds o Floguet unless he retract d his
reinarks.

NO INJUNCTION GRANTED

An Opinion That the Police Have no
Right to Prohibit a Public Meet-
ing on Mere Suspicion That
Evil is Intended.

—_—

Cutcaso, Jan. 16 —Judge Tuley, of the
cireuit court, In a decision rendered to day,
holds that the anarchists and socialists
have not forfeited their constitutional right
to assemble peaceably and discuss any
question which Interests them, provided
they do not plot o carry out thelr ideas by
the use of force against the constituted nu-
thority. This decislon was the outgrowth
of the application made in December last
by the Arbeiter Bund for an injune
tion o restrain the poliee
from Interfering with thelr meetings.
Judge Tuley's decision, which is more than
six thousand words in length, begins by
reciting the history of the case, stating that
the particular meeting which was made a
test case was called for the purpose of
hearing & report of the Arbeiter Bund
committes on the constitution and by-laws,
and of completing. its organization; that
the only objects of the soclety, according
to the allegations of the constitution,
were o secure to  its  members
mutual benefit, social Intercourse and
'_mllliul education; that the police were
nvited to be present an il actually
by show of fores, prevent the holding of
the proposed meeting.  On behalf of the
eity authorities this interference s justified
Wi the ground that the name “Arbeiter
Bund' s & mere cloak; that the real pur
pose of its members is to plot to overthrow
the constitution and laws of the United
Stat nd this state; that as police oMcers
it is within their jurisdiction to forbid such
meetings in order to prevent the commis-
slon of ertme, The ehancellor says:  *|
find no reason to differ from the master in

The master re-
ports  that there Wha no evi-
dence  to show the meaning of
the declaration that the soclety favors
“the abalition of the ecapitalistic system of
exploltation,” nor of the purpose “to assist
In the fight against exploitation.” The
word ‘‘exploitation” is & French word, for
which in English we have no precise equiv-
alent. | understand the objeet intended is
opposition to the present system of using
capital; that it shall be so used that labor
will recelve a greater share of the eom-
bined earnings of labor and eapital than at
present, and that capital shall not be used
w0 B8 to oppress the people by eombinations
and monopolies. 1 may be mistaken in my
interpretation, but whatever may be the
meaning, as the object is to be aceom
plished by the “enlightenment and educa-
tion” of the masses, | find no law which
prohibits the formation of socleties for such
purpose, The members of the soclety may
seek o disseminate views or principles
whieh, in the opinion of the great majorit
of our eitizens, are against the publie wvf-r
fare, but they havethe right to publicly mest
and discuss them in a quiet and peaceable
manner and make converts to thelr yiews
it they are able to do so, The question of
the relations of capital and lsbor in its
varied phases; and many others, llke the
question of the right of exelusive individual
ownership of land or the single tax theory,
are burning questions of the hour that
have come to stay, and must be met. He-
ferring to the elaim that the purposes of
the society are the same as those of Spies
et al, Judge Tuley says he 1s of opinion
thers is a vital difference—that the inter-
nationalists declare for foree and for an
organization for the purpose of rebellion
and for an “‘inexorable revolution for
assassination,” while in the constitution of
this society there is. nothing to indieawe
that their objeets are to be accomplished
by such measures. In any contingency if
it appeared that this society was such an
one as the lurrl-.tm_- court deseribes them to
be, it eould have no standing in eourt,
men cannot appeal to the law for protee-
tion while overthrowing the law. The
supreme court  denounced the prinei-
rlu of anarchy and socialism, but
t did wnot  decide that  either
anarchists or socialists were eriminals,
The court held that anarchists who com-
mit erime are eriminals, but pronounced no
Jjudgment of outlawry agsinst anarchists
as & body. Judge Tuley then takes up the
claim on behalf of the police that they had
the right to prevent the meeting and thus
preventing crime, and holds that the police
cannot be given such Iatitude; that if the
police may at their diseretion do what the
think will prevent what may in their
Judgment result In erime, legisiatures,
courts and government officers would be
entirely superiuous. *l am astounded to
find that at this day, in this free eountry,
it should be urged by affidavit and argu-
ments ina court of justice that a court of-
ficial can forbid asociety or a public meet-
Ing beeause of his belief that this society is
A treasonable one, and its members are a
band to commit treasonable acts. If this
be the law, thenevery political, literary,
religious or other soclety would hold their
constitutional right of free speech and
peaceabls assembly at the mercy of peity
policeman. In no other eity in the Union
except here in Chieago, have the police of-
firlals attempted to prevent the right of
free apeech or peaceable assembly upon
unwarranted pretense and mum’Ft ons of
power. It is tirne to call & halt, he right
of free speech and peaceable lllt‘ll,lb]{' I8
the very life blood of freedom.  You might
as well expect a human body to exist after
the circulation of the blood has been sus-
pended, as to vx peet the continued ex istenece
of liberty when the eitigen I8 deprived of
the right of free speech and peace-
able assembly.
