BETTER SYSTEM NEEDED.

Hints Regarding the Keeping of Rec-
ords of Entries and Trans-

Real

The following paper was read before the
Montana Soclety of Civil Engineers at its
annual meeting In Butte on the 224 inst.,
by George O, Foss, assistant engineer of
the Northern Pacific and Montapa rail-
road:

The importance of the records of the
ownership and transfers of real estate in
any country ~annot be too highly estimated.
On them the property holder depends for
the quiet aud peacable possession of his
land; to them the purchaser must look for
an abstract of title, and from them the as
sessment of taxes (s made, It is, then, es-
sential that they should be complete and so
indexed as to show readily the ownership
of every plece of such property. ln Montana
tLese records are kept in each county by
an officer known as the county clerk and
recorder. The Iaws relating to them am
in many respects defective and ineom-
plete, and in this paper [ shall endeavor to
call your attention to some of these defects
and to suggest such changes as seemn to be
needed at the present thme,

TOWNSHIP AND MINERAL PLATS,

The first authentic record of real prop-
erty comuwences with the government sur-
vey of townships and wining clalms and
the plats thereof. The law should provide
for a certitied copy of all these plats in each
county, to be kept in the county elerk's of
fice, and for an Index sheet or plat of each
township in the county on & convenivnt
scale, showing the relative location of &l
mining clailms. The certified coples of
plats should be added to a8 (ast a8 new sur-
veys are made and approved.

n unsurveyed townships there are at
present many surveyed mining clalms
whose location s referred w0 an  initial

int, which 15 unconnected with the pub-
1 land surveys. In order that these claims
may be properly loeated ln the wwnships
in which they belong, the eounty surveyor
should run the necessary connecting lines
and file a plat of such survey with the
county clerk, the survey to be tade at the
expense of the county.

MINERAL LOCATIONS.

The law relating to the location and re-
cording of mining claims could be greatly
Improved, At present the discoverer stakes
out his elaim roughly on the ground, gen-
erally by pacing the distance between his
stakes, and is then required to post & “lo-
cation notice’” and to file a copy thereof in
the county clerk's office, The notice sets
forth, that be has diseovered o lode or ledge
of silver-bearing rock, which he has chris-
tened the “Ruby lode:"" that said lode Is
situated in the “Ten Mile Mining distriet,”
and that he clalms as surface ground 300
feet in width on each side of the lode and
1,500 feet in length along the lode, and that
he has set the necessary stakes at the cor-
ners of his claim. The township and
range, that sueh mining elaim s situsted in
are not  given, nor is any meotion
made of adverse clalms to  the
same surface ground. It often happens
that the same ground is coversd wholly or
in part by several locations, Parties mak-
ing & subsequent location may dispose of
their Interest by a gquit elaim deed,in which
the deseription of the claim 18 a copy of the
loeation notiee. When a mineral location
becomes valuable it 18 impossible to make
& correct abstract of title and the purchaser
of such a claim ean not tell how many ad-
verse clalmants may appear when he ap
plies for & patent.

It is frequently the case that there are
several locations of lodes under the same
name in thesame mining district th.ereby
adding to the confusion in the records

. In Colorado the law requires a survey to
i+ made at the thae of location, and & plat

} sueh unrw‘ showing all couflieting
lalms to be fled with the county re-
" ecorder,

This would be a great improvement, and
while it would entall an additional expense
on the discoverer, It establishes clearly the
boundaries and loeation of his claim and
lessens his chances of becoming invoived
in costly litigation in the future. At the
same time the increased cost would pre-
vent the filing of worthless loeations, taken
up with the hope of blackmatling some
Joining clalmant, or of obtaining & small
plece of agricultural land as mineral or for
the timber on the land. Such locations
are not unfrequently made, simply because
it does not cost anything to loeate s mining
claim and once located opportunities are
not wanting to dispose of it to others.

Plats of mineral locations should be
filed in the county clerk’s office and marked
location survey No, — in the proper town-
ship and range. When the claim is official-
ly surveyed and the plat thereof |s re-
celved the eclerk should write neross the
face of the location Pllt. In red ink, the
number of the mineral survey and lot pum-
ber of the township and range,

Such a law should provide for & loeation
survey of all future discoveries, and also
that the transfer of any claim, located
E:lur to the passage of the aet, should not

recorded until & loeation plat thereof
was filed In the eounty clerk's office,

INDEXING THANSFERS AND LIST OF PROP-
ERTY.

The present system of indexing transfers
of real estate Is good ent 'gh so far as It
goes, but it Is almost im,gssible to fod
from the records the owners \p of any par-
ticular plece of land.

The law for the assessuhnt of taxes
passed last winter provides tha, the clerk
shall make outand turn over to the connty
Assessor, on the 1st day of February of each
year, a ilst of ali the taxable proporty in the
county, but as thess books are in the hands
of the assessor, while he s making the as-
seasment, and after that in the connty
treasurer's office, they are not readily ae-
cessible. The assessment I8 made on the
Individual owning the property and the list
is arranged alphabetically, so that theown
ership of ."{« particular plece can ouly be
found by looking through the list. Bes{des,
this list only contains the taxable property
and is not & complete index to sl lands
transferred and clalmed in the county. The
clerk should keep another Index book,show-
Ing all transfers and the ownership of each
plece of real property.  Each township
should be indexed separately, commencing
with section | and giving each section in
its order. Then nil surveyed mining
elatms in the township should be listed tn
the order of their lot numbers, and follow-
ing these should be a list of all unsurveyed
mining eisims that ean be loeated in the
proper township. In unsarveyed town-
ships all agricaltural claims should be
listed. This index book should show the
date of each transfer and the grantee's and
grantor's pames and should have suflislent
blank space to allow for at least ten trans-
fers on each piece of property. These
books could be started from the best infor-
mation st the clerk's disposal and they
would mot interfere with any abstract
books in the county, as'it would be imprae-
tieable to make a complete record back of
the year in which they were opened.

From this index book the clerk would
find it an easy matter to make up the as-
sessment books each year, This book could

also be arranged to show all delinguent

taxes and all sales for taxes.
FLATS OF LANDS,

In some states it Is customary to have
plats made of all the property In the coun-
ty, on which the ownership of each tract is
marked in pencil, but this is hardly neeaed
in Montana at the ‘m-n«nl time, although &
law, which allowed the clerk to have such

ats made a8 were necessary to ascertain
f all the land in any section was correctly
asseased and deseribed, would be advisable

In Minpesota the county suditor, who

performs * many of the duties of the
county eclerk in this territory, has the
authority where property s badly cut
up AN transferred by mete and

bound descriptions, to order the same to be
piatted and thereafter the different pieces
are deseribed on the tax list as lots No, 1,
2 8, vte , of Auditor's sub-division No. —,
There are over forty of these auditor's sub
divisions now platted in Hennepin county
The cost of such platting Is assessed as a
tax on the property.

PLATS OF TOWNSITES AND ADDITIONS,

While many of the plats of townaites and
ndditions on file in the diferent counties
are passably good, othets are extremely
bad and hardly one I8 perfeet. The law is
very looss in its wordiog and requirements.
The most common errors are in the forms
of certificates. Many of the plats contain
errors of omission and some even it would
be difficuit to loeate in the territory of Mon-
tann.
® The law should state plainly the form of
r-ttll'wntr to be used by the surveyor and
)y the parties owning the land, by which
they dedieate the streets and alleys to the
public use, ususlly known as the “dediea-
tion certifieate.”  Each piat should show
plainly the ground intended to be platted,
which should also be deseribed in the ded-
feation certifieate. All dimensions of every
ot should be plainly marked on the plat;
wlso the width of all streets and alleys and
the distanees and courses of the exterlor
boundaries; also all angles. Each plat
should be ecarefully inspected by the
county elerk before he recelves it for ree-
ord, and it should be his duty to refuse to
record any plat that I8 not eowmplete, ae-
cording to law. The surveyor should set
at least two monuments on every street,
which should be correetly located on the
plat.

In cities the plats of additions should
first be submitted to the clty engineer, who
should examine them earefully and certif
that they eonform to the adjoining add'-
tions and parts of the town already platted
They should then be n||ﬂrmrﬂl by the city
council and the eity elerk should certify to
such approval.  The last two certificates
should be on the plat before it is received
for record by the county clerk. The plats
filed for record should then be copled ina
plat book of a convenlent size for the publie
use, and the originals should be deposited
I the elerk's safe and only referred to by
him to cheek the correctness of the copled
Mats,  As the plats are now kept it wonld
|w an easy matier for any person, were he
s0 disposed, to make erasures and changes
on the originals, or to carry any plat sway
from the office and destroy it

The law should provide for a suflicient
fee for Aecording the piat in the manner
suggested.

ROAD PLATS.

The record of the roads in the territory is
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very incomplete. A law was once pa
making all traveled roads legal highways.
but not providing for their survey. This
Inw has sinee been repealed, so that only &
few of the roads now traveled are legal,
and the only record existing I8 of new
roads opened in the last few years. The
county commissioners should be ulred
to have surveys made and legal 8-
tablished throughout each county and a
plat of each road entered in the plat-book
provided for that purpose. The above
suggestions ure submitted in the hope that
the soclety may present such of them as
meet with its approval, to the present ses-
sion of the leglsiature and that some of the
wost needed amendm nts to the preseot
Inw may be enacted at an early
