1K7H, by SecreUry W . M. Kvarta on our 
part, waa also signed by Mk. l*« Mantra, 
ma secretary of state of Samoa, whorepre-
aented the chief* of the Taimua and the 
Kalpule, then conatituting the government 
Hut that waa a temporary arrangement 
CVnturie* ago the Sainoatia were InvtlvN 
In a gnat war with the Tongans, their 
neigl.hors, who were at length expelled 
from the .samoan group In consequence of 
a groat victory gained hy a famous chief 
named Savota. 1'pon him. accordingly, 
the people bentowed the difitinctive title 
Malietoa. This his descendant* preserved 
M a family name of apeelal honor; hut 
Uiirty >ears ago on the death at Malietoa 
Mali, the father of the king lately dep< *. •d 
by the Qwa i l l , a disputearoM in the fani 
Uy as to whether the title and headship h< -
longed to bis half-brother, Talavou, or his 
son, Kaupepa. 1 he latter, a youth of 
mild disposition,educated under missionary 
Influence, was ahout -0 years old* and had 
the • xpre:.«ed wish of I D S father to sustain 
his claim. I l ls uncle, Talavou, waa a stern 
warrior, whose claims many leaders of the 
district o! I polo, winch acknowledged the 
headship of the Malietoa family, supported. 
Neither then claimed to be king ot Samoa, 
although the grandfather of KaupepH, 
known as Malietoa Tavita, had been so ac­
knowledged; but both claimed the family 
headship, with all it might imply. They 
remained living together in the same house 
until I K M , when one of the missionaries, 
Mr. Williams, took the younger man away 
secretly, It Is aald, and, carrying him to 
Apia, there had him crowned as king. 

Instantly the adherents of the uncle per­
formed a like coronation forhitu at Mulinuu 
Point. The re* t i l l of this missionary di-

Slomacy waa a civil war between the 
lalietoa, which, however, happi y result**! 

In a compromiae, under which it was de­
cided that there should he no king at all, 
but a government of eleven chiefs, of which 
•even were the Taimua and four of higher 

f rade, the Pule. This government of the 
' annua and Pule waa found there hy Colo­

nel Steinberg- r, 'he special agent of our 

Sovernuient. ouhis Arat visit to Samoa I D 
s7:t Aided hy the consuls aud the mis­

sionaries, he procured the adoption of a 
constitution and code of laws. Shortly 
after, durng his absence, the Sainnanscon­
cluded after all to have a king. Here it 
should be said that besides the Malietoa 
family, which had been at odd- in lHtW, 
there was a strong rival family, the Tunua, 
in the districts of Atua and Anna, which 
fomented the Malietoa trouble, and at 
length took sides In i t liut al 
though the civil war had thus be­
come very much a Malietoa family war, 
yet when, In January, I t h e question of 
a king came up, to avoid trouble it was re­
solved to choose two kings, one the nom­
inee and representative of the Malietoa 
party and the other that of the Tunua 
party. The latter accordingly chose Chief 
rulepule, while the former had agreed 
upon young Malietoa Laupcpa—the uncle, 
Talavou, withdrawing his claims. Later 
that year Stelnherger, on his return to the 
islands, persuaded the Samoana that it was 
impracticable to have two kings, and ac­
cordingly Malietoa Laupepa, ns much the 
more Important, wa« selected under the 
title of Malietoa 1, while a new constitu­
tion provided that at the end of each lour 
years the king should go out of ofliee, and 
a new one, chosen hy ih«» other great fam­
ily or party, should take his place. 

It waa a curiouB and interesting arrange­
ment tin* ot Steiiiherger's, tor alternating 
between the house* of Malietoa and Tupua 
the term of four years being borrowed 
from our presidency, while there was also 
aconitnss or parliament,called the Taimua 
and Kalpule, or leaders ami lawmakers. 
There waa also a premier, aud Stein ber 
ner, for whom the office was created, was 
chosen to it i l ia power, however, waa 
shortlived, as it eicited the opposition of 
the consuls aud traders and also some na­
tive hostility. Within a year he was de­
posed by authority of the km*.', who had 
been influenced by Steinberger'a eneiuie*. 
and he was carried away from Samoa on 
the British ship ttarracouta. liut almost 
Immediately this act coat King Malietoa his 
own deposition at the hands of the Taimua 
and Kalpule, who therefore proceeded to 
carry on the government without a king. 
The consequence waa a rebellion, which the 
foreign influence seemed to aid. It was 
conducted mainly by the smaller village 
chief* who had not been consulted in lite 
go\ernment; but although some successes 
were gained by the latter, under Chief 
Manga, they were suppressed. Meantime 
the Taimua and Kalpule had arranged the 
eitfJttj treaties with various foreign coun 
tries, Including our own. Hut aoon after 
the two Malietoa*, Laupepa and Talavou, 
nephew and unele, saw signs of weakness 
In the government of the Taimua, which 
led them to believe that they could come 
Into power again, and this time the nephew 
resigned his eUuus in favor of the uncle. 
The latter had himself proclaimed king, 
and the foreign representatives, after eon 
suiting with their naval commanders, all 
agreed, Kngli*h. German and American, 
that he should be recognized, and this was 
accordingly done, Malietoa being pro­
claimed and anuointed at Mulinuu. May

Thua, no far as all the foreign poaers 
were concerned, a king was recognized, 
and one only, st i l l , as usual, there waa 
native opposition, partly arising from the 
adherents of the Taimua and Kalpule gov­
ernment, and party from the adherent* of 
the Tupua family, who, dwelling on the 
old Steinberger arrangement of alternate 
rule, considered that they ought to have 
their turn at nominating a king. While 
this trouble was going on Malietoa Tala-
voa, on Nov. 7, 18M0, died, and his nephew, 
Malietoa Laupepa, the vice king, was 
thereupon appointed to the succession, all 
the consuls recognizing him, and the more 
so because the Tupua party had not con­
sented to lay down their arms at the In­
stance of the consuls. This latter party 
choose Taniaaese to be their king, but 
he waa not re-oanized by the consuls. 
However, in 1KM, representatives of 
both parties In a meeting on board tke 
l nited states war ship Lackawanna, 
agreed to a compromise, In virtue of which 
Taniaaese was made vice-king, with the 
right of succession, liut even this ingen­
ious arrangement did not end the difficulty. 
Almost immediately the adherents of Tani­

aaese began plotting to make him king, 
instead of vice king. A l l the foreign gov 
erntuents gave assurance of support to 
Malietoa, and; accordingly affairs went on 
peacefully for several years, liut about 
four years ago the to rmans accused King 
Malietoa of being hostile to their interest*, 
and hoisted the German t!ag at Mulinuu 
PolDt Almost Immediately Tamasese sep 
arated from the government, fixed his 
quarters at heulumooga, and had himself 
proclaim* d king. 

The result is well known. After two or 
three yesrs of bickerings, during the course 
of which the Geruiau consul joined the 
Itritlsh aud American In denouncing the 
pretensions of Tamasese, a German naval 
commander, at the instance of hla govern 
ment. Influenced by the resident German 
traders, forcibly deposed Malietoa and car 
ried him away from the islands. The next 
step was to call Tamasese and make htm 
king against the vigorous protest of the 
British and American consuls. Now the 
Islauds are Involved In civil war through 
the revolt of all the adherenta of Malietoa 
and the opponents of foreign domination 
who have united upon Chief Mataafa a* 
king in the absence ot Malietoa, and are 
cloaely pressing Tamasese and hi* forces 

M M i H L A N i m . 

The Sanioau archipelago, better known 
In the past as the Navigator group, con 
sfsts of nine principal islands, three of 
which—Savaii, Vpolu and Tutuiia—con 
tain about seven-eighths of the whole Sa 
moan territory 1,40(1 - pare miles. Apia, 
the chief port, lies in latitude twelve di 
gn M titty miuute* south, and longitude 
one hundred and seventy-one degree* forty 
four minutes west of Greenwich. The 
population of the islands gradually de 
dined until I WW, when It was H6,lUi, but 
since then it has slowly Increased. 

Apia, the capital of the group, has a 
small but good harbor with a sate anchor 
age m about seven fathoms. There is con 
sidt rahle commerce wlih the Kigl and 
Friendly Islands and with German and 
New Zealand ports, the exports consisting 
of cocoauut ail and fibre, pearl shell, tor 
toise shell, sperm oil and cotton. The lat­
ter is becoming a staple article of cultiva­
tion, and the supply is increasing. The 
imports are manufactured goods, chietlv 
from the I'nited States, and grinderies and 
spirits, chu fly from Knglsud and G«r 
many. The coins of the United States, 
(•reat Britain, Krancs and South America 
circulate freely. 

The island of Tutuiia, ahout fifty miles 
aoutheaat ot I'polu, cootams the tine har 
hor of Pago Pago, which is easy of access 
and has plenty of anchorage space for a 
lb- | of large ships in six to twenty 
fathoms, with perfect protects! n Sailing 
vessels find no difficulty in entering tin 
harbor, as the trade winds blow straight 
m, and a quick working craft can t>eat out 
without trouble; or, by wa ting for the land 
breeze, which blows out evi ry night, a vrs 
sel can sail out with a fair wind. Tne surf 
breaks heavily on Iln aker Point and on 
the reef outside of Point Distress, and 
there is frequently a very heavy sea-

Pago Pago harbor Is the United States 
coaling station. The topographical fea 
tures of the harbor are such as to make it 
more easily defensible than almost any 
other harbor in the southern seoa. (In the 
crest of the hill* above Point Distress and 
Breaker Point batteries would have a 
plunging fire across the entrance, and the 
turn In the inner harbor, with the rising 
ground at the water's edge, would afford 
protection against distant shell fire from 
outside the port 

The people of theSamoan group are re> 
gnrded as th finest raoe among t he Poly 
neslan islands. They have a soft and mu 
steal language, as shown in the names of 
the ports and towns above given. They 
are graceful, pleasing in appvarance and 
of a good physique. They have been con 
verted to Christianity and are very moral 
aud honest On Sunday no work la per 
mittt d on shore, nor are natives allowN 1 to 
labor on board ships In port. The sale of 
liquors Is positively prohibited. 

i here ti said to be an abundance of non 
mountainous land of the most fertile char 
acter In the islands suitable for cotton and 
sugarcane. One German plantation, em 
ploying coolie labor, raises more than on* 
million pounds of cotton annually, and It Is 
said that there are 80,000 acre* of unoccu 
pied land in Tutuiia alone. 

A census of foreigners in the Samoan 
islands in 187H showed twenty-two Ameri 
cans, seventy-five Kngllshmen, thirty-three 
Germans, nineteen Frenchmen and thir 
teen of other nationalities. 

Germany has a coaling station a few 
miles east of Apia, but the harbor is small. 

ffn HAKlloIl OF I ' A O O P A O O . 
The paper* relating to the harbor of 

Pago-l'ago, which Senator Sherman an­
nounced in the senate this morning he had 
n v t iwd from secre'ary liayard, are of in­
terest In view of the prominence given at 
present to Satin an alTairs. Secretary Bay-
ard's letter to Sherman is as follows: "Ob 
servb-g that the question of the rights of 
the United Slates at Pago-Pago harbor, 
Samoa, are under discussion In the senate, 
I enclose for such use as you may deem 
proper a copy of a deed of transfer of that 
harbor to the United states iu 1K7*. a copy 
of which ws* sent to the navy department 
at the time ot its receipt here. With it are 
too notes of Mr. Goward, who was the 
I n it ad States' commercial agent at that 
station, which are explanatory of the trans­
fer." 

The deed referred to was made out on 
hoard the Un tetl Sattes steamer Adams 
In the hardor of Psgo Pago, and reads as 
follows: 

'To whom it may concern: lie it known 
that we, the undersigned, being duly au­
thorized and empowered by Taimua and 
Kalpule, of the Samoa government, do 
hereby on this fifth day of August, lh?s, 
transfer to the government of the United 
States the privilege of using the port of 
Pago Pago and the shores thereof In accord­
ance with the provisions of the treaty of 
friendship and commerce made at the 
council at Washington, In the United 
States of America, between the i'nited 
states and Samoa on the 17th day of Jan., 
1S7H " This Is signed hy the chiefs. 

The letter from Goward to Assistant 
Secretary Hives, dated Jan. 3 , IHKW, says: 
' In my opinion this instrument might be 
regarded as transferring to the United 
States the title to the land. At the time I 
was not authorized or prepared to aecept 
an absolute title in fee simple, not knowing 
how far the United States government 
desired to proceed in the matter; 
for that reason the phraseology employed 
was that used in the treaty, leaving there­
by the Interpretation of the same to the de 

f>artmcnt. Goat Island was the place se­
eded as the place for raising a Hag com­

memorating the event In consideration of 
the fact that It commanded a view of all 
tlie harbor, and with the intention of not 
confining the United States government in 
its selection of any particular part of the 
shore for use a* a coaling station during 
the period covered by the language In the 
treaty, viz: Ten years or more. 

The snnouncement that the government 
has ordered a military attache of the Ger­
man legation at Washington to take note* 
of American military affairs is not regarded 
with any coucern by the state department 
officials, inasmuch as that legation always 
has been provided with an officer of that 
character. Most of the foreign legations 
are provided with military attaches and the 
United States has naval attaches at the 
legations in London, lierlin and Paris.
