BATES ON

Germany's Recent Back Down Not the
End of the Trouble—As to Ba-
moan Autonomy,

WasHINGTON, Feb, 6—Geo, H. Bates,
late United States commissioner, was to-
day asked by an Associated Press reporter
what, in his opinion,would be the probable
effect upon the poliey of our government
on Prince Bismarck’s recent orders to the
German consul at Samos, and the com-
mander of the German fleet. He sald: *1
do not see why the more recent dispatches
from Germany should affect the attitude of
the United States. The proclamation of
martial law and the assumption of the di-
rect administration of affairs in Samoa by

the German consul, which are now re-
yorted, and have beeu discountenanced by

‘rince Bismarck, but these were nol the
grievances or the trouble there which exci-
ted the atiention of the residents and con-
RUress. The Interposition of con-
Kress was  Invoked Dby previous ag-
gressions of loeal German officials
and residents there, their disregard
for the understanding expressed and
implied upon which all our negoliations
with Germany have proceeded, agd the
evident disposition of the powers o Absorb
the group, without further consultation
with us. With respect to these matters
there |8 as yel no sign of ADY concession,
unleas it 18 to be the proposition for a con-
ference at Berlin. In my jodgment the
restorstion of the statu quo ought to be a
condition precedent to any further negotin-
tions, and involves among other things the
reassembling of the conference at ash-
ington, 1t seems to me that Prince Bis-
marck's proposal to remove the negotia-
tions to Berlin are both & slight and & com-
pliment to our secretary of state—a slight
pecause he Was our representative
here and could be present as such no
where else; & compliment because it
would indlcate that in the conference pro-
ceedings, which are as yet unpublished, he
excelled In diplomacy the German and
Eoglish representatives combined.  But
even If Germany's disclaimer were broad
enough to cover the whole subject on the
matter involved in the president's com-
munication to congress, Eul w© rHCE
warns us not to be too quick in relying on
assurances from Berlin as indieating the
course of events in Samoa.  The suecessive
violation by German loeal officials in
Samou of the assurances made to this cov-
ernment indieate either gross insubordina-
tion, which is entirely contrary to all our
notions of German discipline, or else some
understanding exists by which the coasul
there is authorized w act on his own re
sponsibility sccording to his views of the
necessities of the case, and exceed his in-
structions as reported here,

“W hat do you tHink of the declaration of
war by Germany against Samoa *'

“Its  prosecus seems to me utterly
Inconsistent with the restoration of the
former statu quo. If Germany goes to war
in Samoa, it will be useless to have a con-
ference at all. Of course Germany can
ultimately drive the Samoans into the sea
and take the islana by conquest. This
would be no less the destruction of Samoan
sutonomy than if it were done by gradual
encroachments. If, however, we should
insist on an sctual halt; if we consent to
less than this, we may aa well wash our
hands of the whole business and abandon
all idea of preserving the neutrality of those
