It may be true
that our seasons are gradually changing
and that we will have more rain in the fu-
ture, and if such is the esse | would want
such weather as we have been having for
the past fortnight all winter.

There may be s little more rain
than formerly, and there Is, according to
uld timers, but the records of the signal
service station do not show such to be the
