PLAIN SAILING.

The House Concedes All the Senate's
Demands on the Measure Ad-
mitting the Territories.

Tha Only Points Now in Dispute Those
Relating to the Election of Dele-
gates and Minor Details,

The General Opinion In Washington thst

the Conferess Wil Now be Able to

Come o & Speedy Agrecment,

87, PavL, Feb, 156 —|Special to the In-
dependent. | —In o special to the Ploneer
Press from Washington to-night, Mr.Carle,
after giving the details of to-day’s proceed-
ings in the house on the territorial bill,
says: “The subject now goes back to the
eonference commitiee, with all the serious
dificulties in the way of the agreement re-
moved, It is hardly coneelvable that the
senate conferees should be able to find any
further pretext for obstructien or delay.
't Is admitted by senators, not members of
the committes, that the concessions made
by the house are exactly those demanded
by the resolution adopted in the eaucus of
the republican senators before the meeting
of the eonference committee. On the mi-
nor points referred back to the conference
committee by Cox's resolution, both Spring-
er and the republican senators declare there
need be no serious dispute.  These are the
election of delegates and spportionment,
dates of conventiones, the resubmission and
the location of the South Dakota capital.

The length of the concession to which
the northern demoerats, led by Cox and
secretly encouraged by Springer, has sur-
prised most of the republicans, gratified
the Dakota people visiting bere and irri-
tated the southern democrats to & degree
which may be dangerous. The territories
have now wmore to fear from obstructive
tactics on the part of the southern demo-
erats when the report of the conference
committee comes befare the house than
from any dificulties which may be raised
by reluctant republicans in the senate.
Senator Platt has little interest in the omni-
bus bill, and will take small pride In its
passage; but he ean scarcely demand more
than the yielding of all the points on which
the republiean esucus lnsisted.

The possibility remains that the fifty
southern democrats who joined MeMillan
in filibmstering last night, may band to-
gether to prevent a final vote on the con-
ference report in the house. This is a slen-
der possibility, but it is necessary to take
it into account.

1t Is wo soon to point out the exact effect
of the legisiation provided for to-day upon
the time of the creation of new states, but
if South Dakota vote on the constitution
and an election for state oflicers Is held in
May, the states come in by proclamation
immediately after or before June 1. The
other three territories may elect delegates
in May, hold conventions in June or July.
and elect state officers in November, 5o as
to come in by proclamation before con-
gress meets.  Altogether there 18 & pros-
peet for some lively eanvassing for state
oftices in the northwest this summer.

The House Yields Al Disputed Points on
the Admission BilL

WasnixatoN, Feb, 16.—-The committee
on ways and means reported back Mills'
tariff bill with the senate amendment.  He-
ferred to the committes of the whole,
Mills also reported the following resolu-
tion which, he said, presented a question
of privilege and jeonsideration which he
would ask the house to enter upon "Tues-
day:

tives the sole power tw originate such
MeRAUrs.

McKinley sald the constitutional objec-
tion ralsed by the majority of the commit-
tee to the reduction of the revenue had
been ealled to the attention of the eom-
mittee only this morning. He therefore re-
served to the minority the right to file their
views, Heed, of Maine, reserved a polnt of
order against the resolution.

The committee on forelgn affalrs re.

rted back the senate bill appropristing
260,000 to enable the president to protect
the interests of the United States in Pana-
ma. MeCreary, of Kentucky, urged the
necessity of making an appropriation to re-
Heve the four or five thousand American
citizens on the Panama canal in a destitute
condition.

Before action was taken the bill was laid
aslde temporarily w0 enable the house,
under the special order, to consider the
resolution instructing the house conferees
on the territorial bill as to the method the
should pursue in arriving at an agreemen
The pending motion was to table the mo-
tion to reconsider the vote by which the
house agreed to that portion of the resolu-
lution directing the conferees Lo so amend
the bill as to provide for the sdmission of
South Dakota under the Sioux Falls con-
stitution, by prociamation of the president.
Without new vote or division the motion
prevailed—144 to 108

The remaining Instroction relative to the
admission of North Dakota, Montans and
Washington h{ proclamation was agresd
to without division and the bill sagain sent
to the couferenee committee,after the nduE;
tion of preliminary instructions as
clauses 1,4, 9 and 10,

T'he house then passed the senate bill
appropristing $260,000 for the protection of
Ameriean interests in Panama.

The senate amendments to the fortifics-
tion appropriation bill were nob-concurred
in and & conference ordersd. The pension
appropristion bill was also sent to & con-
ference cominittee,

Brown, Indiana, ealled up the house bill
granting a pension of $§100 & month (with
the honse amendment reducing the rate to
$70)w the widow of Brigadier Genersl
Josepn B. Plummer. The amendment
wis agreed to and the bill passed. The
senate bill gu.urd granting s pension of
850 a month to the widow of Hear Admiral
Nicholson, On motion of Blount, Georgia,
and despite Randall's objections, the call
of committees for reports was dispensed
with and the house went into committee of
the whole on the postoffice appropristion
bill. The pending smendment offered by
Cannon, Increasing by $800,000 the appro-
pristion for clerks in postofhces, was dis
cuassed for some time. There was & major-
ity in favor of the amendwent, but Blount
ralsed a polat of no quorum aod the com-
mittee rose. The !-Ih was passed for the
payment of Fourth of July elsims. (The
amount involved ls $30,000), The house
then took & recess, the evening session to
be for the consideration of private pension
bills.

At the evening session Bingham, Penn-
sy !vania, ealled up the senate bill granting
a pension to lrene Rucker Sheridan, but
seeing It would be Impossible to get & vote
on account of objections ralsed, withdrew
it. The house then passed thirty-three pri-
vate pension bills and adjourned.

The Day In the Senate,
WasiiNoron, Feb, 16 —The senate
bill to confirm the agreement with

Fhe Texas outrage resolution was again
taken up and Senator Coke resumed his

Secretnry Endicott Explains to the Seantle
Why Certaln lustructions Were Issued,

stood these appointments do not fall with-
in the provisions of the elvil service law,
and these npplmﬂm for mph{mmt
came mainly from persons who clalmed
they haa lutherto been excluded from such
employment beeause they were democrats,
such order was made. Heo adds: “The
reply made to such applications was that
no removals would be wmade of desery
and eflicient workmen, merely on accoun
of their politieal opinions, but as vacanoles
oceu If the applicants were com t
to perform the work ulred and
otherwise qualifi and th services
needed, they would be received.”

SIGNED THE AGREEMENT.
More Members Added to the Proposed As-
soclation of Western Roads,

CHicAGo, Feb, 15, —It now seems proba-
ble that the interstate commerce rallway
assoclation agreement will soon go Into ef-
fect, it having received the signatures of
the presidents of the roads embraced In
the territory covered. President Hughitt
of the Northwestern road, received ad-
vices from Hoston this afternoon that Pres-
Ident Perkins, of the Burlington road, had
finally signed. President Cable, of the
Roeck Island rond, who returned from Col-
orado to-day, told an Associated Press re-
porter the agreement had also been signed
by the president of the Denver, Texas &
Gulf road, formerly the Denver & Fort
Worth. If this report is correct there yet
remains to sign only the Burlington &
Northern, [llinols Central and Kansas City.
Fort Seott & Gulf, and it is considered
wrobable the tirst named road will follow
he lead of the Chieago, Burlington &
Quiney, The sdhesion of the Lilinols Cen-
tral and Kansas City, Ft. Seott & Gulf Is
not considered important, It is definitely
understood the Hlinols Central will at any
rate rmn!nly with the terms of the agree
ment, President Cable Is of the opinwon
thet all the roads will eventually sign, as
in his opinion they could not afford to stay
out of the association. The position of the
Burlington & Northern, that the “Soo0” and
other porthern lines must be included, he
does not think would be insisted on. This
associntion could protect the Burlington &
Northern against them, If necessary, by
united action, as that line could not protect
Itself neting independently.
