Gien. George A. Custer, the only apparent
motive of which 1s that so far as he took
any Interest in politics st gll he was &
democrat, although, having been alwaye
iu the army, he was never In & position
to take part in politics. The artlele in
the Oregonlsn I+ based upon the fact
that there s in Michigan & discussion as
to whether the niche in the national
hall of representatives assigned to that
state shall be oecupied by & statue of
Senator Zachariah Chandler or one of
Gen. Custer. After singing the pralses
of Chandler In most extravagant fash-

{on the Oregonlan says:

“Gen, Custer waa & military sdventurer
and & man of repulsive private charseter,
I 'nder orders from Sheridan he was of lm-
portant service ns & daring and energetis
troaper, but beyond this courage and reck-
lessnesas which made him an efficient in
strument of destruction when guided and
restrained by Sheridan, Custer is of no his-
torieal  consequence.  Head Sheridan’s
memoirs, and it will be perfeetly piain that
he regarded Gen Merritt as an able man, to
whose skill and diseretion he eould safel
trust, while Custer was nothing but & bald,
reckless trooper, who could not be trusted
beyond his striet  orders. Mackenzie,
younger than Custer, was admired and
trusted by Sheridan because he was & tusn
of intense Intelleetuality and soldierly be-
havior; but Custer was of the type of Both
well, whom Halfour of Burley kills in
‘Old Mortality.,' e was & tall, strong,
muscular, bold, reckless unprineipled
trooper, with all the vices of & soldier and
none of his  virtues, save animal
courage. After the war  Custer's
cliaraeter In  the arm’y was  detest-
able. He was insubordinate; was
often in arrest, and was notorlously a self-
inh, reckiess soldier, who would be sure to
break his orders if he conld make s point
for himself. After the war he did nothing
beyond the surprise of s eamp of slesping
Indians on a wrntrjr night,  He lost his life
and sacrificed his whole personal command
in his selfish ambition to steal all the glory
before Terry, Gibbon snd Crook could
come up. Had he lived he would have
been court-martialed for his violation of
orders. Altogsther Gen, Custer was &
very mean, selfiah, immoral man, of small
wilitary capacity but vast ambition. lHe
was & miserable military demagogue. He
attended the famous “Andy” Jolinson s m-
in-arm  Philadelphis convention in 1884,
and he hastened to abuse President Grant
before the committee of the house of repre-
sentatives In May, 1876,  Custer was &
gambler, & roue, s wilitary desperado, ad-
venturer, and bully; and every officer of
the regular army who was a hightoned
man of honor and eourtesy who knew him
disliked bim, The figure of such & man in
the national gallery of statuary would not
stand for Michigan; it would not stand for
grand soldiership or fine charseter,”

The animus of the whole article s
found In the sentence: “He attended the
famons ‘Andy’ Johnson arm-in-arm con-
vention of 1566." As to the facts re-
garding Gen. Custer’s personal charseter
and military services, s blographer notes
that Gen. McClellan, recognizing his en-
ergy and perseverance at Chickshomliny,
appointed him aide-de-camp with the
rank of ecaptain June 2, 1862. Gen. Me-
Clellan's retirement eaused Custer to be

returned to his regiment, but soon after-
wards he was made aide to Gen. Pleas-
onton. (Gallantry at Aldle and Brandy
Statlon as well as In the closing opera-
tions of the Rapahannoek ecampaliga
brought him promotion to the rank of
brigadier-general of volunteers June 29,
1863, when he took command of the
Michigan brigade. His bravery at Get-
tysburg was recognized by promotion to
major in the regular army, and a little
later he was made & llentenant-colonel
“for gallant and meritorious services in
the battle of Yellow Tavern.” He took a
conspicuous part in Gen, Sherldan's see-
ond raid on Richmond. Promotions and
resolutions of congress recognized his
sorvices n battle at Winchester, Fisher's
Hill, Woodstock (where ke met and
routed his West Point classmate, Gen.
Rosser), Cedar Creek, Waynesboro, Five
Forks and Dinwlddis Court-House. Six
months’ schivvements are thus recorded
In an address to his troops, lssaed April
8, 1800:

“During the past slx months, though In
most lostances confronted by superior
uwmbers, you have captured from the
enemy 111 pieces of fleld artillory, 656 bat-
tie fHags nod upwards of 10,000 prisoners
of war, iIncludiog seven geoneral officers,
v . You have never lost & gun, never
lost & color, and never been defeated,
and . . . you have captured every plece
of artillery which the enemy has dared to
open upon you."

His whole military career was marked
by & bravery that was as far removed
from mere animal courage as the heav-
ens are above the earth, He never or-
dered his soldiers where he would not
lead the way, and eleven horses were shot
under him in battle. At 23 he was &
brigadler general of volunteers, and at
26 » major-general. Of his personal
kabits it is sald upon the best authority:

“He was a an of immense strength and
endurance, and, as he used neither liquors
nor tobaceo, his physical conditions wera
erfect through all the hardships of his
ife. He revercuced religlon, he showed
deference to the aged, he honored woman-
kind, he was fond of children and devoted
to animals. His domestic life was charae:
terized by a simplicity, joyous contentment
and fondness fpr home that was surprising
when it It is remembered that, out of the
thirty-seven years of his brief life, fourteen
were spent o active warfare.”

Gen, Caster died ln the service of his
eountry, and left a fame behind which
the attacks of malignant partisans ean-
not tarnlsh. To Montana, especlally,
his memory is sacred, for it was to res-
cue this territery from a savage foe that
Gen. George A. Custer lald down his 1ife
