Our nsturalization laws should be
80 amended ws W make inguiry
Iinte the character and good dis-

position of persons applying for citizenship
more carvlul snd searchiog.  Our existing
Iaws hiave been in their administration un-
Impressive spd often unintelligible io form.
We necept w man as a citizen without any
know ledge of bis fitness, and he sesimes
the duties of & citizen.  He is without any
knowledge a8 to what they are,  The priv-
dloges of American cltizenship are so great
and 1ts duties so grave we may well insist
upon good knowledge of every person ap-
tjlllu for eitizenship, and good knowledge

¥ him of our Institutions.  We should not
cease to be hospitable o immigration, but
wi should conse to be careless as W the
charaoter of it. There are men of all races,
even the best, whose coming is necessarily
A burden upon our publie revenues or &
threat to social order.  ‘These should be
identified and exeluded,

We have happily maintained the poliey
of avolding all interference with European
affairs. We have been oonly interested
spectators of thelr contentions in diplo-
macy and iun war, and resdy W use our
tnvmllly ollices Lo promote peace, but never
obtruding our advice and never attempting
unfalrly to coln the distresses of other
powers into commereinl advantage w our-
selves. We have the just nght to expect
our European policy will be the American
policy of the Earopean courts, 1t Is so
manifestly Incompatible with those precau-
Clons for our peace and safety, whieh all
the great powers habitually obssrve
and refer o in minilers af-
feeting them, that a shorter water-way be
tween our castern and western seaboards
should be dominated by any European goy-
arnwenl, We nmi‘ co fidently expect that
such purposes will not be entertained by
any triendly power. We shall in the fu-
ture, as in the past, use every endeavor to
maintain and eniarge our friendly relations
with all the great powers. But they will
not ex pect m\l" look kindly upon any pro-
juit that would leave us subject to the dan
wunl‘ hostile observation or environment.

@ have not sought to dominate or absorb
any of our weaker nelghbors, but rather
sld and encourage them  to establish
froe and stable governments, restiog upon
the consent of the people. We have a cloar
right, to expect, therefore, that no Euro-
poan government will seek to establish n
ecolonisl dependency upon the territory of
these independent American states, That
which the sense of justice restrains us from
seeking they may be reasonably expected
willingly to forego. It must not be assumed,
however, that our interests are so exclu-
sively American that our entire inatten-
tion 1o any events that may transpire else-
where can be taken for granted. Our eiti-
rens, domiciled for purposes of trade in all
countries and in mmf of the islands of the
sen, demand and will have our adequate
care in thelr personal and commercinl
rights. The necessities of our na y re-
quire convenlent conling stations and dock
and harbor privileges. These and other
trading privileges we will feel free to obtain
only by means that do not in any degree
pariake of coerclon, however feeble the
government from which we ask such con-
cessions.  But haviug fairly obtained them
by methods and for purposes entirely con-
sistent with the most friendly disposition
toward all other powers, our consent will
be necessary to any modification or Impair-
ment of these concessions, We shall nel-
ther fail to m?aﬂ the flag of any friendly
nation or the just vrights of its
elitizens, nor to exact like treat-
ment for our own calmness.
Justice and consideration should character-
ize our diplomacy. ‘The oftices of intelll-
gent diplomacy or friendly arbitration in
proper cases should be adequate to the
suceiul adjustment of all iut roational

fMeulties. By such methods we will
make our contribution to the world's peace
which no nation values more highly, and
avold the opprobrium which must fall upon
& nation that ruthlesaly breaks it

The duty devolved by the law upon the
president to nominate and by and with the
advice and consent of the senate to appoint
all public oMicers whose appolntments are
not otherwise proyided for by the constitu
tion, or by act of congress, has become very
burdensome, and its wise and efMiclent dis
charge full of diieulty, The eivil service
is 80 large that rrrluml knowledge of any
large number of applicants is impossible.
The president must rely upon the repre
sentations of others, and these are often
wade inconsiderately and without any just
sense of r»--iumnltlilltr. I have the right, 1
think, to insist that those who volunteer or
Are invited to give ndviee to appointments
shall exerelse consideration and fidelity. A
high sense of duty and ambition to improve
the service should characterize il publie
offices. ‘I'here are many ways in which
the convenlence and comfort of those

who have businesss with our pablle
offices may be promoted by a thoughtful
and obliging oMeer, and 1 shall expeet
those whom | may appoint to justify their
selection by conspleuous efMeency In thejdls-
charge of their duties. Honorable party
service will certainly not be esteemed by
me & bar to publiec offiees, but it will in no
case be allowed to serye as a shield of ofi-
clal negligence, Incompentency or delin
qgﬂmy. It Is entirely creditable to seek
plblie office by proper methods, and appli-
cants will be treated with consideration.
But I shall need and the heads of depart-
ments will need time for Inguiry and de-
liberation. Persistent importunity will
not, therefore, be the best support of sn
application for office. Heads of depart-
ments, bureaus and all other publie officers
having any duty connected therewith, will
be expected to enforee the elvil rerviee law
fully and without evasion. Beyond this
obvious duty | hope to do something more
to advance the reform of the elvil serviee,

While the treasury surplus s not the
greatest evil, It is & serlous evil (hur rev
#nue should be s ple to mest the ordinag
sonusl demands wpon our treasury with
sufcient margin for thoss extraotdionry
but scareely  less  lmperative demands
which arise now and toen. Expenditure
should always be made with econotny
und only upon publie neceasity.
Profligacy and favoritism in public expen
ditures 1« eriminal; but there is aothing in
the condition of our country or our people

to suggest that snything necessary Lo the
publie prosperity, security or honor should
e unduly postponed. 1t will be the duty
of congress wisely to forecast and estimate
these extraordinary demands, and having
added them 1o our ordiuary expenditures,
Lo wo md just our revenusd laws thal no con-
siderabie snnual surpius will remsin. We
will fortunst=ly be able to apply to the re
demption of the pubile debt any sumaller
unforseel, excess of revenue, This is bet-
ter than to reduce our revenue below the
necessary expenditures, with the resulting
chanee between another chiange of our rev-
enue laws and the increase of the publie
debt. It s quite possible to effect that
necessary reduction in our revenues with
out breaking down the protective tarifl or
serlously injuring any domestic Industry.

The construetion of a sufficlent number of
warships sod thelr nvrmuf Armament
should progress as rapidly as is consistent
with eare and perfection in thelr plans and
workmansiip. The spirit, courage and
skill of our naval officers and seamen have
many times in our history given W
weak ships and inefficlent guos =&
rating greatl beyond that of
the naval list.  That they will aguin do so
on occasion | do not doubt; but they ought
not by premeditation or negleet be loft to
the exigencies of unequal combat. We
should encourage the establishment of
American steams |p exchanges. Our com-
meree demwands stated, reliable and rapid
means of communieation, and until these
are provided the development of our trade
with the states |ying south of us I8 lmpos-
sible.

Our pension  iaws should give more
adequate and diseriminating relief to unlon
soldiers and sadors, their widows and or-
phans.  Such occasions as this should re-
mind us we owe everything to their valor
and sacrifice.

It is & subject of congratulation that there
Is a near prospect of the admission into
the union o Dakots, Montana and
Washington territories, This act
of justics has been unreasonably delayed
in the case of some of them. The people
who settled these territories were  intelli-
gent, enterprising sond patriotic and the
accession of these north west states will add
strength to the nation. 1t s due to the set-
tlers in the territories who have avalled
themselves of the invitations of our land
laws to make homes upon the publie do-
maiy that their titles should be speedily
ad justed and their honest entries confirmed
by patent
It 18 very gratifying to observe the gen-
eral interest now being manitested in the
reform of our election laws. Those who
have been for years calling attention to the
ressing necessity of throwing sbout the
}lallut box and about elections turther safe-
gunrds in order thst our elections might
not ouly be free and purs, but might elear-
ly appenr to be so, will welcome the aeces-
sion of any who did not so soon discover
e need of reform.  ‘The natlonal congress
lins not as yet taken the control of electior s
in the case over which the constitution
gives it jurisdiction, but has accepted the
adoption of the eleetion laws of the several
Atates, and provided penalties for their vio-
Iation and the method of supervision. Only
the ineficiency of state laws or an uofair

or artisan  administration  of  them
ol suggest s departure from
this policy. It Wi clearly

however, in the contemplation of the fram-
ers of the constitution that such an exi-
gency might arlse, and provision s wisely
wade for it.  The freedom of the ballot 1s
the eondition of our national life, and no
power vested in congress or (n the exeeu-

gresslonal districts have equal interest that
the election in esch shall truly express the
views and wishes of the ll.llfutllv of the
qualified electors residing within it.
