BISMARCK'S RIVAL.

The Berlin dispatches report that Prinee
Bismarek is jealows of the influence
which Count Von Waldersee is gain-
ing over the young German em-
peror. This was forseen for & consider-
able time before the death of Emperor
Frederick, beeause of “the woman in the
case,” who, by the way ls an American,
daughter of David B. Lee,a grocer of
Brooklyn, N. Y. After Miss Lee had
finished her education she went abroad
with her mother, and met an aged and
broken-down eousin of Queen Vietoria's,
Prince Frederick Emile August of
Sehleswig-Holstein, to whom she was
married, The aged bridegroom died
within a year and left a fortune as well
a8 & title to his young widow, who there-
upon becams the object of a hundred
foreign fortune-hunters’ attention. From
smong sll her suitors she chose Yon
Waldersee, who had distinguished him-
self in the Franco-German war. The
countess gained the good will of Bis-
marck and through him the entre to the
German court, where she took advantage
of the dissensions in the imperial family
to establish her infiuence with Prince
(now Emperor) William and to estrange
bhim from his mother. When William
became emperor Von Waldersee's for-
tunes rapidly advanced until he has vir-

head of the army, and, having no further
gse for Bismarck, he and his American
wife have served their friendly relation
with the old chancellor. The latter finds
himself slighted by the emperor after
more than & quarter of & century's close
relations with the German government.
The countess has thus far played her
cards skillfully, and as the count, her
husband, is & man of ability, the pair are
likely to be prominent Ogures in the af-
fairs of the German empire at least dur-
ing the life-time of Willlam.

ARID LANDS,
Joseph C. Straughn, surveyor- general
of Idsho, has forwarded to the commis-
sloner of the general land office an
elaborate report on the subject of there
clamation of arld lands in that territory
by means of Irrigation Aceording to
Gen. Straughn it is quite practiea-
ble to reclaim 2,750,000 scres In the
Spake river valley at s cost lmmensely
below the enhancement of value which
would result from the work. The eanal
which the surveyor-general suggests
would be along the foothills and about
thirty miles from the river. What ls
sald about the possibilities of irrigation
in Idaho is applicable to Montana as
well, for here there are rich lanis ouly
requiring irrigation to become preduc-
tive, but which under existing eendi-
tions are almost worthless, The streams
of this territory can be made to inereasg
the value of lands twenty times over, at
a comparatively small cost, and the
wealth of the eountry multiplied. The
subject 1s a proper one for congress
to consider, and will come up in the
Montana legislature possibly during the
present session, but 1f not, then early in
the first session of the state legislature
which will, probably, be more prepared
to enter upon & work of this character.
