Une ot the Important amendments mad< 
was making the clerk of the school district 
an elective office. Middleton brought this 
about. He said that In many school dis 
trleta the clerk runs the entire school af 
fs l rs aud he should be elected by the people. 

The next important point was the at 
tempt of Hoffman to strike out the clause 
giving women the right to vote. 

Uickford was soon on his feet and inter 
posed an objection. He didn't like the 
Idea of disfranchising the ladies. He said 
If it were not for the fa i r sex the school 
vote which, as a rule, is very small, would 
hardly amount to anything. 

Cole thought the same war.' Whi l e it 
was true that results generally drew out 
considerable " k i c k i n g , " the fact remained 
that the Isrge majority of the votes cast 
were cast by women who have children at 
school and lake an interest in school mat­
ters. 

Itrown arose and was about to make a 
speech on female loveliness, etc., but 
Hoffman promptly squelched him by an­
nouncing he would withdraw his motion, 
which he did. 

Middieton said that men who have no 
children or property were given an equal 
\ o i c t with those that had and he didn't 
think It r ight He wanted to see the law 
amended so as to exclude this class. He 
knew tiist in certain school elections a cer­
tain element, the rabble which hang 
around saloons, were collected and voted 
to elect trustees who were obnoxious to 
parents. 

Kennedy suggested to amend by making 
heads of families eligible to vote. 

Cole thought this unfair . It would ex­
clude many unmarried young women who 
take a lively Interest in educational mat­
ters, and especially a large number of 
school teachtra. 

Kennt dy said the young men would take 
Just aa lively interest but they didn't care 
to accept the position of teachers, aa the 
salary was invariably too small for them, 
and hence the women take the posltious. 

Deer Lodge Thompson then remedied 
the trouble by offering an amendment as 
follow*; • -Kvery person who is a tax 
payer, over tin- age of 21 years, and every 
woman over the age of 21 years, wheiher 
she be a taxpayer or not, shall he entitled 
to vote." The amendment was adopted 

The next snag struck was when Middle-
ton wanted the exclusion of youug chil­
dren reduced from A to 6 years. He didn't 
want any children excluded. 

Kennedy didn't believe in turning the 
public schools into nurseries. Many moth 
ers sent their babies to school to get rid of 
them while they go about among their 
neighbors gossiping or running around the 
streets. Already there are too many babies 
in school which ihould be at home banning 
to their mothers' apron strings. There are 
kindergarten schools for this class where 
they should be placed. These children 
were s g n at burden to teachers, and he 
didn't belle\e In placing any more work on 
their shoulders than la actually necessary. 

Cole agrewl with Kennedv on the bur-
deiisome character of these young chll 
dren. Hsxthought the time was not f a r off 
when the youth l imit of permitting chl l 
dren to attend public acnools would be V or 

10 years. The subject Is demanding a 
good deal of attention among scientific and 
medical men. He believed in the kinder 

srten system tor the claas mentioned, 
he idea of sending 6 year-old children and 

many several years older, and forcing their 
brains, has been proven to impair health, 
and in a measure accounts for the in­
creased mortality of many young men and 
women . _ 

Hoffman said the range be hailed from 
was blessed with more babies probably 
than any other district in the territory. 
Thar crowd the public schools and retard 
the progress of the older scholars and are a 
general nuisance. They should be kept at 
home and the law left as It n . It was so 
l e f t . . . 

Matters ran along smoothly again unti l 
section 1W4 was reached. M provides that 
whenever the interests of the districts re­
quire it, the board of trusu-ei may eHtab-
Ush a high school, etc. Kennedy moved to 
strike it out. In support of his motion he 
made s long speech antagonistic to the 
high school system. l i e would l ike to see 
them abolished. He said the public schools 
were Instituted to give s practical educa­
tion to children, sufficient to Ifave them in 
condition to pursue the paths of l i fe. They 
too nearly appreached colleges and were 
the means ot absorbing s lame smount of 
the school moneys that should be devoted 
to the common schools. 

i i ickford just as bitterly opposed the mo­
tion. He said that any advancement which 
benefits our youth and scholars or place* 
them nearer the top of the ladder ot knowl­
edge should be encouraged. He heartily 
favored public high school*. The public 
school is of Amer ican origin, and part aud 
parcel of our constitution. It gives the 
bright and intelligent young minda of the 
p««ircr classes a l l the benefits of s collegiate 
education. It would not be right to keep 
the poor but intelligent youth down, be­
cause he couldn't afford to attend a college. 
Our public schools are our p ide and the 
higher we can advance them it is our duty 
to do so. He said no board of trustees, 
however, w i l l eetabliah a high school with­
out first consulting the wishes of the peo­
ple. 

Middleton said if the school directors 
have funds to establish a high school they 
should do It 

Kennedy's motion was lost and the sec-
l ion adopted. 

The committee arose and reported pro­
gress, the president then signed the bills 
ami resolutions which hail passed In the 
morning.
