George D. Bryson, the Alleged Mur.
derer of Annie Lundsirum, on
Trial at Boulder.

A Jury Selected in a Short Time, the
Case Presented for the Prosecu-
tion and Witnesses Testify,

Lives of the Princlpal Actors, and History
of @me of the Most Terrible Crimes
Ever Committed ln Montana.

BouLpen, March 11.— | Special to the In-
dependent | —Court convened this morning
at 11 o’clock with the decks cleared for the
Bryson case. After the reading of the
minutes by the elerk, the work of impan-
eling the Jury was begun. The defendant,
when brought into court, evineed that cool-
ness of demeanor which has characterized
his conduct and actions thus far. His per-
sonal appearance has undergone no change
since his arrival here. The court room
was crowded when he was brought
in, but to the Inquiring glavces
and scrutinizing looks of those present he
exhibited an lmperturbable coolness and
apparant indifference. With all this seeming
apathy, however, his furtive looks betray
a mental excitement which requires an ef-
fort on his part to concesl. This is made
manifest by the glances which he takes at
the jurors in reply to questions propounded
to them touching their qualifications;
more especially is this 8o when a jaror an-
swers that he would return s verdics of
guilty of murder lu the first degree, pre.
dicating the same upon elrcumstantial evi-
dence alone.

It is rather a remsrkable fact that in re-
gard to & case to which so mueh publieity
was given that so few of those upon the

tion of the gullt of Duncan Bryson
have expressed that in the matter of elr-

cumstantial evidence, it should be of such
character and relevancy as to remove all
reasonable doubt, yet on the whole the jury
is an intelligent one, and one which ean be
relied upon to do Justice.

Mr. Wallace commenced by stating that

quently that she was afraid of her life
She sald Bryson was coutinually asking
her for money; that he gambled It away,
and she would let him have but & little
At & time, enough W procure his meals.
She told Mrs. Bennett she was so afraid
that her bhusband would rob  and
leave her that she had her mnnu{ (she led
Mrs, Beanett to Infer It was in drafts)
sewed up In her clothing, In different
dresses, so that it MBryson did msnsge to
steal some of 1t he eould not procure it all,
Mrs. Bryson wore n heavy gold chain and
bad & handsome gold wateh, Mrs. Hennett
describes the woman as apparently 456 years
ns..‘l’[n and quite bald on the erown of the
head, wearing 8 heavy switch to hide it
She seemed o be completely Infa'uated
with Bryson, who was about 28 or 29 years
old. The couple remained st Mrs, Ben-
nett's about two weeks,

Walters has been busily engaged in search-
ing out the mecused man's record, and
has suceeeded in discovering a deal,
He was born and reared at Howilck Station,
Canada, where his father, David '
now lives, In 1881 he married Miss ‘Emma
Chase, of Howlek, and & fow days after-
wards Mre.

out his store, and on the night following
the sale he entered the store and carried off
everything he thought he needed for house
keeping, While station ent  he
the Grand Trunk Amerl-
can Express company’s moneys
for his own pur then reported to the
mrﬂny that the station had been bur-
larized. Suspielon fell upon Bryson and
e left, going to Detroit, Miehigan. His
wife s few days afterward for Port
Colborpe, Canada, On her arrival she told
her relatives that Bryson had skipped and
that the raliroad detective was hiw.
