The Kan­
sas United States attorney has no jurisdic­
tion over Oklahoma, that territory nelng in 
charge of the United States attorney at 
Kurt Smith, Ark.

soldiers attempt to put you out, all that 
will be necessary Is to serve an injunction 
on them."

He went to his room 
about 'j. ;io a. m., which, by the way, 
was also occupied by a friend, 
who opened the door and let him 
In. The friend was a traveling 
man, H. P. D l i , who left the room before 
breakfast, returning again about « o'clock 
to awake the deceased, and told htm It was 
time to goto breakfast He then left the 
room but went back again about 2 o'clock 
to get his baggage, when he found the ataf. 
leaked from the Inside and could get no 
response from anyone within. The pro­
prietor was notified and the door opened, 
when they were greeted with the ghastly 
sight ot a man lying on the bed, his face 
partly covered with a pillow, and his right 
band grasping a SH-caliber Smith A Wesson 
revolver which lay across his breast The 
bed was saturated with blood. An exami­
nation revealed the fact that deceased had 
h t hi t h e revolver close to his right temple 
and tired the fatal shot, t I f ball passing 
through the head making its exit just above 
tbe left ear. A coroner's jury was em-
pannelled and after the examination 
brought In the following verdict, In accord­
ance with the above facts.

hlch a powerful company will succeed 
the Secretan syndicate and carry the 
copper load. 11 nleas th is la done 
the surplus amounting to 170,000 tone of 
copper wlU come upon tbe market at once 
at a low figure and paralyze the copper 
production for a year. Superintendent 
Couch says his company, the Boston A 
Montana, will go right on as if nothing had 
happened. Their output is contracted to 
the syndicate for the coming eighteen 
months, and certified checks to secure pay­
ment are on deposit in lioaton banks. Next 
to tbe Anaconda the Boston A 
Montana is the heaviest producer in 
the camp. As to the Anacon­
da, nobooy knows anything, excepting 
Marcus Daly, and be is not in tbe city. 
The opinion here is that the Anaconda cop­
per is not contracted ahead and that the 
company will be obliged to sell at the mar­
ket price or hold their copper, or else shut 
down. 

Next to these two gigantic copper enter­
prises comes the Parrot. Your correspond­
ent interviewed Superintendent Ben Tib-
bey. He could not say what action his 
company would take. They would await 
developments. The Butte A Boston has 
been making extensive additions prepara­
tory to the production of copper on a large 
scale. These operations will be held in 
check to await developments. There is a 
great deal of anxiety in the community 00 
account of the situation.
