The boss coker of(>>n 
nellsvil le, l'« , has been engaged to U k e 
charge of the work, and w i l l be here In a 
few days to till the position. T h e thlrty-
aix ovens which the company intend to put 
In Immediately w i n coke about sixty tons 
per day, which if, sufficient to handle the 
present coal output i t la intended, how­
ever, to greatly increase the coal 
output and the number of 
ovens to correspond. There is 
enough ooal In sight to run 500 coke ovens 
If Uui company wish to push development 
..ork in the mines. M r . Hrown wi l l prob­
ably be president of the company and W . 
1>. Pinkstou general manager. The stock­
holders have not yet elected their board of 
directors, though It w i l l consist of L i v i n g ­
ston huttinesft men. The company w i l l 
have a capital stock of $1,000,000 and w i l l 
be a paying concern f rom the start. The 
proitpects of this company are most 
flattering, and It la an Invest­
ment f rom which the owners of the 
property w i l l derive a handsome profit.
