Members of the British 
parliament serve without pay. the only 
representatives who receive compensa­
tion being the speaker of the house of 
commons, who receives 1£,<U) per 
annum, aud the chairman of commit­
tees, who draws i'li 100• year.

AI.THIM <.H a chief justice for yontana 
w a i appointed yesterday by the presi­
dent there are no indication that 8tMU 
ilarrim»n has matle any progress towards 
terminating the controversy between the 
rival factions In his party in this terri­
tory as to who shall be governor for the 
Niinveding eight months. That he is 
ready t*> let fall the axe is shown by the 
fact that on yesterday nominations were 
made for the offices of governor and sec­
retary of the territory of Washington. 
So the indications are thatas n as the 
contending factious can unite uiH>n can­
didates especially if the point of union 
is some ene agreeable to the gentleman 
whom the Kenton River Press calls "the 
bald eagle of the Rockies"—an appoint­
ment will be made. It is the general 
understanding that Col. UcCutiheon 
went to Washington to harmonize the 
clashing elements in his party, and it is 
about time the result of his mission of 
peace was disceruable in the Montana 
political horizon. 

T H E organ of the administration in 
this city as well as the leading republi­
can journal of the west side continue to 
allege, without taking the pains to go 
into particulars, that the appointment 
made by the governor, chief justice and 
secretary, in compliance with the ptmi 
vested in them by the act of congress 
providing for the admissiou of the terri­
tories, is unfair to the republicans. The 
only instance which has been cited is 
the attaching of certain precincts iu 
Silver Row county to certain other pre­
cincts iu Jefferson county. The force of 
the complaint is entirely lost when It Is 
recollected that Jefferson joins Silver 
bow on the east, and that after Butte 
bad been districted no ether apportion­
ment than that could well have been 
made. As to the allegation that undue 
haste was shown In undertaking the 
work at the time It was done. It should 
be borne in mind that the election for 
delegates to the constitutional conven 
tiou occurs on May 14, and that but very 
little time remains for voters to become 
familiarized with the new districting. 
A defense of the officials who performed 
this task in so eminently fair and con 
servative a spirit as is shown in the ap
