The H i i h j p c t N of Queen Victoria WIIOHP 
nuniHH urn aH well known to American 
rearterH an that of John Bright, who died 
yesterday, could eanlly be counted upon 
the lingera of one'H handn. He took HII 
active part ' i n public affalra (Wore he 
reached tiU majority, and In • wonderful 
g i f t of eloquence, coupled with an earn-
«»HtneHH of purpose and acute neiine of 
right, mad** him an important factor in 
KritUh politico. He wan OIK* of th*» 
earliest and moat active workerH for free 
trade in Kngland, and next to Richard 
Cobdeu did more for the repeal of th* 
corn law* than any other man in Kng-
laud. All h i t predilection* |t*d Maw to 
Hympathlze with the n >rth in the war of 
the rebellion, and that in npite of the 
fact that hiH biiHiiie»H IntereHtH were all 
the other way. I I U defection from the 
liberal party of (treat Britain and 
the Heverance of MM long Hlanding 
friendship with Mr. (iladHtone began 
with the latter'n Kgyptian war policy. 
Mr. Bright, being a Quaker, oppoeed all 
wars upon principle, but particularly 
did he denouuce the war in ojiPHtton an 
uncalled for. wicked and impolitic. The 
outcome justified all that Mr. Bright had 
naid agaiiiHt the campaign, which in per­
haps the darkest page in tN- career of 
VN il l iam K. <tladt«tone, Hhowing an it doe* 
the aaeriuce of deu.Oordon ut Khartooiu, 
where lie was aban lonod to hi* fate by 
the government to which he hit 1 devoted 
one of the wont wonderful liven of which 
history ha* to tell. Mr. Bright drift*- ! 
farther Htill from hiri former political 
a-Horute when Mr. (Gladstone fell In 
with the Taruellite programme of home 
rule for Ireland. Hi* courne in thin matter 
co*t Mr. Bright very dear, for it aiieu-
Ated from him aome of hi* own children, 
who sympathized with the movement for 
amelioration of the condition of lrelaud. 
Whatever hi* later njietakeH, Mr. Bright 
rendered yeoman t+erviee for the right 
when he WBH In hiH prime, and hi* death 
w i l l be regretted wherever hi* name 1H 
known. 

HKVl H M C A K N O M I N A T I O N S . 

The republican city convention la*t 
evening renominated Capt. Kuller for 
mayor and J. G. Sander* for |K>lice 
magistrate and eet up vSamuel It. Doug­
las* for treasurer. The evente of the 
evening showed that the mayor had 
played a H k i l l f u l game in the primaries, 
and without showing hie hand had se­
cured the appointment of delegates 
who were favorable to his candidacy. 
Mr. Kleluechmidt found early in the 
evening that a l l hie tine calculation*) 
lacked the element of accuracy, and that 
acores of delegates upon whom he had 
counted were pledged to ('apt. Kuller. 
The latter ie not aa strong a candidate as 
Mr. Cory, whoee name waa before 
the caucus Tueeday eveulng, would have 
been. The brief interval before elec­
tion day w i l l be needed by Caf>t. Kuller 
to explain acta of commisaiou and acta 
of omlHaion of hie administration the 
pant year, many of which were based 
upon his failure to recognize the fact 
that "public omce is a public truHt,"aud 
that a servant of the people should not 
permit his partisanship to interfere with 
his dutiea to them. The democrats ran 
pit against both Capt. Kuller and Mr. 
Douglass meu who w i l l command the re­
gard and couudeuce of the community 
in a larger degree. 

BEt HKTAKY VYiNUOM announces, in 
eubstance, that he w i l l pursue the pol­
icy regarding the extinguishment of the 
interest-bearing debt of the Tuited 
States which was inaugurated by Secre­
tary Kairchild. The announcement is 
made in a manner that would lead the 
casual reader to suppose Mr. Wiudom's 
was an origiual policy, but such is not 
the case. His plan (by adoption) wi l l be 
to use the mon**y in the treasury in ex­
cess of the requirements of the govern­
ment to extiugulsh the Interest-bearing 
Indebtedness. At the same time he de­
clares that he wi l l make his purchases 
of bonds in ouch a fashion as to prevent 
holders making an undue profit by sur­
rendering. In other words, he purposes 
going into the market for the purpose of 
porchaslug whenever prices warrant his 
doing H O . and not otherwise. This Is ex­
actly what has been done the last four

old saying that will occur with some 

force to ex-Senator Warner Miller, U> 
whom General Harrison feelingly refer­
red aa one of the brave men who, In the 
last political battle, "felt outside the 
breastworks.*1 Mr. Miller expected 
nothing short of a seat in the cabinet, 
attheontaet; but the iutrigues of his 
political r ival , T. C. Piatt, soon destroyed 
that hope, when he was led to believe 
that he would be appointed minister to 
the court of Ht. James. This auticlpa 
tion, too, was uot to be realized, for yes­
terday the president nominated Robert 
T. Lincoln, son of the first republican 
president, for the position. I t Is now io 
order for Mr. Miller to pick up his politi­
cal remains from where they fell , "out­
side the breastwork*."' and give them a 
decent a burial. 

I'KEMbENT H A K H I ^ I N has Issen in a 
state of mind nio*t alarming, according 
to the Helena Dally Bon, which said In 
Its yesterday's issue : ' i t was expected 
that the senate would adjourn on Friday, 
but . . . . the Inability of the presi 
dent to agree upon a minister to Kug-
laud makes i t a necesnity that the senate 
shall remain In session until the middle 
of next week." The president, however, 
has made out to agree, and yesterday 
sent to the senate the nomiuatlon of 
ltohert T. Lincoln to he minister to (ireat 
Britain. As previously stated, this is a 
good year for son*. 

T H K harmony that pervades the re­
publican party in Montana at this time 
is so perfect that It could not be frac­
tured with anything less than a t o n of 
giant powder.
