The minority sen­
ators insisted that Trescott and Hanson 
were mugwumps, not democrat*, and 
ought not to be so considered, .senator 
Krye criticized the list of appointments, 
saying that so tar am he knew, with a single 
except'on, none of t h e delegates named 
ought to have been appointed. Senator 
Hoar eulogized T . Jefferson Coolidge. 
Krye said W i l l i a m 1'inckuey Wh>te 
was opposed to paying subsidies to m ean 
steamship lines lading interested in the op­
erations of clipper ships trading with tooth 
American countries, a statement which 
Senator ( iorman Is satd to have confirmed. 
The report of the committee went over 
unt i l to morrow without action by general 
consent, there being no formal motion or 
objection entered.

W A S H I N G T O N , A p r i l I , The commis­
sioner of the general land office, w i th the 
approval of .Secretary Noble, has issued to 
the registem ami receivers of the uewly 
established land offices in Oklahoma a let­
ter of Instructions uf special interest to 
persons desiring to settle in that terr i tory. 
The most Important features of the letter 
are the fo l l owing : A l l except reserved 
lands are made subject to entry by actual 
settlers uuder the homestead laws, wi th 
certain modifications Attent ion Is direct­
ed to the general circular of Jan. I , insy, 
containing the homestead taws and official 
regulations thereunder. These jaws and 
regulations are iiuHtiiiod by s|*vlal provi-
sn us ot the met ot Match li , 1NHV, in the fo l 
(of f ing oartlculara, viz: 

1. The rule stated under the t i t le '"only 
" i , • homestead privilege t o t h e same person 
p e r i H i t l e d , " is so modified as to admit of a 
homestead entry being made by any one 
who, prior t o the passage of the act, had 
made a hotneidead rn t rv but failed f rom 
Soy cause to secure a title in tee t o t h e laud 
en :u teed herein, or who, having secured 
such ti t le, d id so by what is knowu as a 
commutation of his homestead entry. W i t h 
regard to a person making a homes tead 
entry and tai l ing to acquire t i t le thereto, or 
commuting after the passage of said act of 
March 'A I W , the tile as to the second 
homestead is operative, and w i l l be en­
forced iu relation to these laws at w e l l as 
ot hers. 

t . The statute provides for t he disposal 
ot these lands "to actual settlers under the 
homestead laws on ly , " aud while provid 
ing that "the rights of houoratuy dis­
charged union soldiers mnd sailors in t h e 
late civi l war s h a l l not be abridged," 
makes no mention of t he sections under 
which such aoldiers and sailors, their wld 
o w n and orphan children, are permitted 
wi th regmrd to public lands generally, to 
inahe additional entries In certain cases 
free from t h e requirement ot actual settle 
mer-t on tbe entered t rac t Therefore It la 
t i ek i that soldiers or sailors additional en 
trie* cannot he made S B those lauds under 
t a l i : sections unlemt the party c la iming 
w i l l , iu addition to the proof required, 
make affidavit that the t n'r> is made 
tor actual settlement aud cul t ivat ion. Ku-
tr ie t w i l l not be subject to commutation. 
Any person attpt>ing to enter or hie lor a 
homestead w i l l be n qiur«d first to make 
afliuavit in addition to the other require­
ments that he did not violate the law by 
entering upon aud occupying any portion 
d t ie lands prior to \ p r i l 2. Townsite 

entries may be allowed, but hunts the area 
in any such entry t • one half of a section 
or K2n acres as the maximum, whatever the 
number of inhabitants.

L O M K I N , A p r i l L — Further particulars 
of the disastrous storm at Apia have just 
been received. The hurricane burst upon 
the harbor suddenly,and the UsffSBBl man 
of war Kher was the tirst vessel to drag her 
anchor. She became unmanageable and 
was driven helplessly on the reef which 
rum' around the harbor. She struck broad 
side and the shock caused her to lurch and 
to stagger hack, s inking in a moment In 
deep water. Most of her men were under 
the hatches, and scarcely a soul of them 
escaped. The t ier in an war vessel Adler 
was the next to tuccumh. She was l i f ted 
Ikodily by a gigantic wave and cast on tier 
beam ends on the reef. A terri 
hie struggle for l i f e etitued among 
the officem and sailors aboard. 
Many plunged into the raging surf and 
struck out, some reaching the shore in 
safety. Others clung to the rigging unt i l 
the masts f e l l . Of those who STSTS on the 
masts only two gamed (he . s h o r e . The cap 
tain of the Adler and neveral other officers 
were saved. Meantime the Tinted Mates 
shin N i p t Ml had been dragging her anchors 
ami d r i f t i n g toward the shore. The cap
