General Greely's Interesting Report
on the Climate of Oregon
and Washington.

Conclusions Which Wil At-
tract Thousands to Make Homes

Surely

in that Section.

Blds Kecelved by the Government for the

Comstruction of & Great Ship for
Const Delense.
WasmiNaTON, April &—Last july the

senate passed s resolution directing the
transmission of the reports preparcd un
der the direction of the chief signal officer
upon the climate and climatic conditions
of Oregon and Washington territory.
These reports, together with lllustrative
charts and letters from Gen, Greely have
just been published and in view of the em
igration to the far northwest will be found
of general interest. The ralnfall on the
Pacific coast is the heaviest in the United
Siates, ranging from 70 to 107 inches annu-
ally, but this enormous fall covers only six
per eent. of thesrea of Oregon and  Wash-
ington Territory. On the ether hand the
area where less than ten inches (all s loss
than five per cent. of the whole. Wheat
can be grown in nine-tenths of these two
statea without irrigation, owing to the
minfall. Agricultural  operations  are
more fruitful with swaller rantall than in
some  other sectlons with  considerably
Iarger precipitation, Remarkably equable
temperature conditions are also obtained,
the  entire mnge of mean  an-
nusl  temperature  over this territory
belng but 8ig degrees, from 45 st Fort
Colville,in northeast Washington territory,
W 64 degrees st Ashland, Ore. In 50
miles of latitude along the coast the range
of temperature in the summer time (s only
82 degrees, from 66 at Port Angeles, Wash-
mgton, to 64 at Fort Stevens, Ore. During
the winter mwonths the mean temperature
of more than half of these states {5 above
the freczing point and on the const ranges
between 40 and 48 degrees. Gen. Greely
says:  “To summarize, Oregon and Wash-
ington are favored with a climate of unusu-
al mildoess and salubrity.  While in the
Immediate coast regions they have very
heavy rainfalls, yet such rain occurs du
ring the winter months, from  December to
February, and in all cases the wet season
gives place gradually to dtf seasons, du-
ring July and August. While a predomi-
nating amount of rain falls during the win
ter, yet the spring, early suminer and late
fall are marked by moderste rains st not
Infrequent imtervals,  These elimatie eon-
ditions favor to & marked extent the growth
of most of the cercals and other fmportant
staples,”

Bidding to Hulld a Ship,
WaAasHiNGTON, April 3. — Bids were open-
od at the navy department to-day for the
construction of an armored coast defense
vessel of the Monitor type, 4,000 tons bur-
den.  The bidders for construeting the hull
and machinery according to the depart-
ment's designs were Cramps & Sonws, Phil-
adelphia, $1,604,000; the Juitard lron
Works, New York, $1,600,000; Union lron
Works, San Francisceo, $1,625060, No
award Liss yet been made,

Great interest was felt at the navy de
partment in the opening of the bids, aud it
was concluded generally that the fgures
proposed by the lowest, 81,614,000, consti-
tuted a fwir price for the work. ‘The
closeness of the bidding was remarkable,
There are many festures of interest about
the new eraft.  Th one connectisd with (he
bollers has apparently given much trouble

Derouelde,
addressing the eourt, sald the objects of the
league of patriots were not seeret.  He
claimed the use of the word “maobilize,” in
the eommunications of members of the
league, did not prove the existence of
military plot. Notwithstanding the action
of the government in dissolving the league
the organization would continue to exist
and would show its full strength whenever
It might be needed,  La Guerre, and others
of the aeccused, followed with specches
similar.

The Great Actor While Playing with
Barrett at Rochester Taken
Suddenly Il

The Attack Pronounced a Case of
Partial Paralysis, and Abso-
lute Rest Ordered.

A Promise that o Cure Will be Effected ln
u Litile While -Mr. Harreil Not

s Sauguine,

Rocuesten, N. Y., April 8 ~The Ly-
ceum theater to-ulght was thronged from
the orchestra rall to the dome. It was the
first night of Booth and Barrett, and the
two great tragedians were presenting the
story of “Othello, the Moor."” lotense in-
terest accompanied the play from the mo-
went the curtain was rung up, snd none of
the hundreds who seanned the face of Mr,
Booth noted any warning of what was so
#oon to befall him. e was thought never
before to have been seen In this elty more
nearly st his best than he was to-night as
Iago. The fortunes of the dusky Moor

and  his crafty fellow had progressed
through the first act, followed with deep
interest and keen enjoyment by the throng
in front. lago ssemed lithe and active
with perfect life.  The eurtain went down
before a house whose hush of perfeet at
tention then broke and relapsed lnto hearty
applause, While the second act was pre-
paring,  Mr.  Hooth, though  ulter-
ing no complaint, I8 now known
1w have felt an approaching
enlmination of the oppressive heaviness
that for several days has eauscd him no 1t
tle diseomfort.  He went on, however, and
progressed nearly through the set with his
usunl facility, e was urging his physi-
cal powers by a strong will, but st the eall
for the last scene in lﬂ« second act his will
succumbed to physical weakness, A slight
dizziness that for several days had tor-
wented him grestly, increased and dark-
ness came upon him,  His attendant aoad
others observed something was amiss and
sprang to his assistance. A physician was
hurriedly called and after n hasty examing-
tion he expressed the fear that Mr. Booth had
sustmned a shook of partinl paralysis. Thsi
so alarmed Mr. Barrett that he dotermined to
dismiss the audience. Heo was greatly
overcome by what  he considerad the dan-
gerous Hlness of his colleague and when he
stepped before the audience It was evident
he was greatly exeited. Mr. Barreit's dis-
missal of the sudience was in these words:
“Ladies and gentiemen: 1 am oalled upon
to perform the most painful duty of my
Iife, My colleague has shown symploms
of breaking down for three or four days

nst and his condition 18 so serions it s
mpossible for him to act,  We had hoped
he would rally from the attack and would
bie able to piay his part to-night, but one of
your physicinns, Dr. Summer, says it
would ve pertlous for him o sttempt 1t
Mr. Booth has sustained a partial stroke of
puralysis and we fear this is the beginning
of the end. 1 eannot express to you the
deep sorrow with which 1 make this sad
announcement, The world has probably
heard for the last time the greatest actor
whospeaks the English language. We shall
of course, cancel all our engagements, and
1 hnﬁ» we shall be able to remove Booth to
his home, It paing me to speak these
words; 1 am sorry to disappoiot this great
audience, but the play eannot go on. It
would be presum rtluun in me o undertake
to fill the place of this great man whom
you have come to see and hear, and it
would be worse than useless to altempt to

rocoed furlber, 1 know you will be In-
dulgent and that you will fully appreciate
the snd plight In which we are placed,
The management will make such arrange-
ment as may seem best for refunding your
iney.

The « mdition of Mr. Booth it ssems did
not fully justify this speech. There had
been no attack  of paralysis and the actor
was suffering no pain.  Reporters were
not allowed to see Mr, Hooth st his hotel
and Mr. Barrett would not talk, but the
business manager of the company said Mr.
Booth's  iliness was  not serious
enough to justify mlarm.  Hesaid the
company's engagement for the rest of the
week and possibly next would be canceled,
but hoped to go on as usual safter Mr,
Booth had been given s brief rest. Mr.

DAKOTA ABLAZE.

Furious Prairie Fires Raging Over
Our Sister Territory, Doing
Great Damage.

The Wind Blowing With Great Velocity
and the Grass Just as Dry
as Tinder,

Houses and Outbulldings Destroyed, Live
Steck Killed and Mundreds Ren-
dered Howmeloss,

SeoTLAND, Dak., April 8 —Another
dreadful prairie fire swept over the eountry
south of Scotiand yesterday, and its path is
marked by the smouldering embers of many
homes. A high wind prevalled, and the
Rrass being dry as tinder, the terrifie fores
ot the fire was beyond description. Besides
isolated farm houses, barns and the con-
tents reported  destroyed, the town of Oli-
vel, the county seat of Hutehinson eounty,
was more than half consumed,

Bruxt, Dak., April 8. —The whole coun-
try around Blunt is being devastated by
prairie fires.  Several bulldings in the
suburbs have been burned, but the ety s
as yet safe, J, L. Richardson lost 500 sheep,
eattle and hogs, and many farmers are
homeless. A strong wind arose before the
fire, dolng considerable damage.

LEOLA DESTROYED.

ABERpEEN, Dak., April 8.—Leola, the
county seat of McI'herson county, twenty-
five miles northwest of Aberdeen, was de-
stroyed by a prairle fire during yesterday's
whirlwind. Sixty dwellings and business
hiouses were burned, entalling » loss of
$150,000. ‘The only buildings remaining
are the court house, two stores and six
dwellings. C. W, Old and Thomas War-
dell were terribly burned, and ecourlers
from the demolished village say they ean
not live untll morning. Leols is & town
with no railroads or telegraph and further
particulars can not be obtained. Persons
who have driven across the country to
Westport, the nearest rallway station, say
the surrounding sountry is nearly devas-
tated, Hundreds of farm houses are in
ashes and the carcases of burned solmals
line the road.

VersiLrion, Dak, April 8 —Word
reached here today of very destruetive
prairie fires north and west of here. Gil-
lett's saw mill and 800 cords of wood were
entirely destroyed, and also several other
bulldings. A number of narrow escapes
are reported.

CAUGHT IN THE FLAMES.

Rarie Crry, Dak., April 8.—A prairie
fire started one mile northeast st noon yes-
terday and was driven by & sixty-five mile
gale, Three houses were burned, one of
them belng occupled by Mrs. Balley, s
girl eompanion aged 17 years named Elolse
Madison, and s hired man named!

The three left she house and ran through
the fiames.  Mrs. Balley and Astal escaped
with some severs burns, Miss Matison
fell and ber clothing eaught fire nnd, vas
burned completely from her bodsr She
was taken to s neighbor'sand at the
point of death, The house and housebold
goods are & total loss,

Bexton, Dak., April 8. <The most dev-
astuting prairie fire ever known raged over
the prairies west and north of Lake Ben-
ten yesterday and last night. The wind
was a hurricane for nearly twenty-four
hours and swept the fire along with resist-
less force, passing the widest fire breaks as
nothing and leaping plowed fields with a
bound. It licked up houses, barps, stock
and in some places human lives.

Ree HEonrs, April 8 —A town west of
here om the Northwestern road is almost
destroyed. Dempster station, on the Wat-
ertown branch, I8 reported destroyed.
Spaulding’s ranch, near there, Is also re-
ported to have been consumed, Crossiog
into Lincoln county over atract of land
comparatively upsettied and covered with
a rank growth of grass, it swept on with re-
newed veloeity, 1t is reported that Henry
Kourth, Mr. Bergly, M. Moon and others
near here lost nearly all their bulldings
and their contents.

MirLen, Dak., April 8 <The prairie fire
last night destroyed about forty houses,
many barns, and large numbers of horses
and cattle and left about forty families des-
titute. In the southern part of this county
a terrible gale added to the terrors of the
situstion. ‘The loss is estimated at §50,000,

FIRKES IN EVERY DIRECTION.

Jackson, Dak, April 3.—The prairie
fires prove more general than at first be-
lieved. Additional losses are reported
from all directions, and messengers bring
the news of stubborn fights to save endan-
gered property,  Fires were raging in
every direction and each seemed w pursue
a distinet course of s own A
fire which would have swept this village
from the face of the earth has been traced
to It origin, The search culminated this
afternoon in the arrest of James Thav-
nijek. When arralgned he plead guility
and was sentenced to pay $25 and costs, or
in default thereof sixty days in jall. There
is much dissatisfaction expressed about
this sentence. Public opinion Is that
justice has been too highly tempered with
mercy.

Hunox, Dak., April 8.—No prairie fire
in the history of this part of Dakota equals
that of yesterday. In this county the losses
are much less than in the counties west.

Half & dozen houses were burned and many
settlers lost their barns, stock and Iarge
quantities of hay and grain. The wind
blew from fifty to sixty miles an hour and
sent the burning embers over ploughed
ground and fire-breaks, setting fire to ev-
wry thmﬁ in shelr course. The fire eame up
89 rapldly that the settiers had only time to
save themselyes and leave their property to
the merey of the flames. Near Highmore
Miss Sweeney was burned to death and
near St. Lawrence Mr. Babeock perished in
the fames.
