everybody during bis shortterm as city
marshal, and will pruhahl) be re-elected.

The offices of city clerk and attorney will

be consolidated. ‘The demoerats have not

decided yet to put s full ticket in the field
If they should they probably wouldn't
have the walk away {In democrats had at
Ansconda and Butte, as this is & strong re-

ublican town: but there are numbers of

emocrats here who could have any of the
city offices they choose, if they could be
prévalled upon to accept them.
