N e w Y O R K , A p r i l 17 . -There Is a Hurry 
among the sugar truat people and there 
may be a sugar famine. Somebody hae 
been buying a good deal of sugar lately, 
and wbltperingft and coniultatlona are go­
ing on. A rUe In the price of augare of al l 
kinds w i l l be occasioned by the entirely 
unprecedented state of raw augar. The 
stock In the bands of importers and agents 
in this country Is on ly about 14,000 tons, 
against 110,000 tons at the corresponding 
period last year. Somebody la buying up 
sugar In England and somebody has 
bought up In this ci ty since laat Saturday 
2H.UU0 tons of the 40.000 tons on hand. 
Whoever these sonieqodies are, sugar trust 
certificate have been going up significantly. 
Monday of last week certificates sold for 
M 4 . w i th a light demand; Wednesday, 
when a new deal Is supposed to have beeu 
brought about, there was an active demand 
and the price went u p to hrt. Yesterday 
the price waa W 4 , Friday i t juiuptMl to 
WV» Since then the price has hovered be­
tween '.»>> and W. K a w sugar A p r i l 1st wan 
only 5 \ cents per pound, Saturday laat V 
cents and the tendency is st i l l upward.

Beets eonsumed, 14,077 tons; sugar pro­
duced, 1.M0 tona; men employed, 135; aver­
age price paid for beets, $5.04 per ton; cost 
of manufacturing 1,640 tons ot sugar. I14M, 
247; sale of the product, $172.817; net profit, 
$'.£5,570, or 5 pe rcen t on tne capital in­
vested. The capacity of the factory has 
been Increased f rom SvV to 750 tons per day 
of twenty-four hours. This doubling of 
capacity wi thout corresponding increase of 
the coat of operation w i l l materially in ­
crease the percentage of p ro f i t Last year 
the farmers of I 'ajaro \ alley engaged in 
raising beets cleared f rom $40 to $65 per 
acre. The results of the operations this
