Settlers To-morrow.

Well Watered and a Mild Climate,
With Hot Days But Enjoyable
and Cool Nights.

A Healthy Country, Save for Censlderable

Malaria and Rheumatism - High Winds

and Dust the Drawback,

The Iack of general information eon-
cerning the Indian territory is easily aec-
counted for, says the New York Herald, by
one who has lived there for any length of
time. The Indians naturally impart as
little knowledge of it as possible, partly
from thelir instinetive jealousy and fear of
white incursion, and aiso because they
eome in contact with such whites as were
Interested in the country rewalning in s
state of isolation. The eattiemen, who by
the ald of leases or the friendly protection
of certain “squaw men' (white men mar
ried to squaws ) had their herds there, were
pot communicative, Nor were the em
ployes of the interior department.

The army people were few In number,
and their life, a ehange from post to post on
the froptier, had led them to regard Indian
reservations on & large scale as part of the
natural cconomy of the United Stiates.
Their tastes were not commercial or pas-
toral, and the possibilities in these lands
did not strike them a8 forcibly as it has
others., For the interior department the
existing condition of things meant many
good positions for political workmen
“worthy of their steel.” Cattlemen gradu-
ally driven back by the surging wave of
emigration found here an abiding place for
their thousands of beeves and made money
rapidly.

hese causes combined and the other
western lands yet open for settlement left
the country almost a8 unknown as Alasks
until within afew years. The country s
well watered. Kingfisher ereek and many
other small streams are clear, pure, sweet
and teem with fish—perch and catfish.
There are also many springs.  But a great
deal of water (s bad and unfit to drink, be-
ing rather salty, or alkaline, or both.

Both run through s wide sandy bottom,
sometimes narrowing, but r-m-nll ¥ A vast
expanse of sand—quick at that—of the
meanest kind, They are from two inches
to ten feet In depth duriug a rise, and in
places almost & mile wide. In time of low
water a parrow, changing channel may
be found, sometimes on one side, some-
times on the other.

Both are exceedingly unceriain to cross
during hl&h wiater. You cannot see the
bottom.

The North Fork of the Canadian is a
narrow, clear, pretty stream of fairly good

waler.

All of these streams have a fringe of cot-
tonwood, willows, elm, oak or hackberry,
with a little black walnut, whieh looks in-
viting to the traveler after riding_over the
plains of western Kansas and Nebrask
and while the countrgell not really wel
wooded it appears to be so. Between the
two Canadians is one of the prettiest little
ranges ever known, Here was formerly a
favorite ture und for buffalo, count-
iess herds of which roamed over this see-
tion. In the bright moonlight of that Iati-
tude, after a rain, the prairie appears stud-
ded with enormous gems, caused by the
reflection from the numerous pools of
lwal.rnn the now deserted buffalow wal
ows.

The climate s mild, with excessively hot
days in summer, but at night after 10
o'clock comes a coo', refreshing breeze that
is & positive luxury, and salmost every
night in the year a light blanket at least is
nesded. Though the mercury reaches 115
degrees, or even higher, there s always a
breeze that greatly relieves the oppressive
effectof intense heat.  During winter there
is n light snowfall, that rarely lasts over s
dl‘, or two.

)ecasionally there occurs what 18 known
as A “blue norther” or blizzard, and the
mercury gets down to about zero. During
such weather stock suffers severely, and
many snimals perish, especially If the
porther Is preceded by a rain, changing
into snow, The ecold appears to be more
penetrating than further north, and 1 have
seen a company of negro soldiers arrive at
Heno after anine miles’ march in which
forty-nine out of fifty men were so badly
frozen that they were at onee sent to the
hospital. Yet the men were :immntly
properly and warmly enough elad.

ere it pot for the prevailing high winds
and dust the elimate would be delightful as
a rule, The winds in summer are some-
times 80 high as to prevent haymaking.
During one season st Fort Sill the greater
portion of the hay put up at that post had
to be cut and hauled by moonlight. Nothing
could be done during the day.

Asa rule the climate is healthy, but in
all sections in that Istitude, especially
along the water courses, there |8 consider-
able malaria and also rhenmatism. Cholers
raged there some twenty years ago, but
there has been none sinee that time,

With the opening up of this country
turning over the soll may produce, and

robably will, & dangerous fever, malarial

n its type and symptoms. This I8 common
to all new countrivs, and ean be avoided
generally by liberal use of quinine and
avoidance of eheap whiskey. This fever
usually runs but one season. Settlers from
northern latitudes would do better to avold
the bottom lands and select elevated lands.
1t will take about a year to get really sceli-

mated.

There 18 little difference practically, as
to loeation, whether & person takes up
Iand in the Guthrie or Kingfisher distriet.
Each is equally seccessible, Guthrie is at
least as Iarge as Kingfisher. Kingfisher |s
on the western border, cighteen miles
north of Fort Reno, on the Reno-Caldwell
stage trall. It was formerly a nlufe relay
station. It consists of a picket house
plastered with mud, & picket stable ditto,
& wire { peed garden and a haystack. But
undoubtedly at each point there will be a
Iarge and prosperous town,

Tarl on May Ist and No
Further Competition,

New York Speclal: What is looked
upon in Wall street as the initinl step in »
well-considered movement to consolidate
the Postal and United Telegraph lines
with those of the Western Unlon compa
nies has just developed. As might be ex-
pected, strenuous denials have been mnde
by all the parties in interest, but the fact
remains that on and after May Ist tele-
graph rates for land messages on all hith-
erto contendiog lines will be raised to
the Western Union scale, This Is the

oatural outcome of the recent agreement
between the competing eable companies
to raise thelr tarifls to the higher and fixed
rate in the agreement regarding land tolls
reached three weeks ago at the conference
here between Col. Clowry, viee president
and general manager of the western and
central division of the Western Unlon sys-
tem, President A. B. Chandler of the
Postal Telegraph and Cable company,
President Norvin Green of the Western
Union, and John W, Mackay, president of
the Commercial Cable company. It s
semi-officially intimated that the United
Lines Telegraph company having become
satisfied that the rates charged by the
Western Union were as low as wlﬂll‘lThic
service could be performed for, was willing
to raise its rates if the dummy Mutual
Union officials could be got rid of. The
matter came to & head during the visit
east of Col. Clowry, who communicated
with the heads of his own company. The
detalls of the compromise were left to
Messrs. Clowry and Chandler, and when
they were in proper shape, [resident
Mackay and President Green stepped in
and clinched the bargain and & mewmoran-
dum was drawn up binding the contracting
parties to adopt & parallel scale on all mes-
sages, Thus, the unle-gulﬂh business is
practically pooled, though the receipts are
not. ‘This arrangement is to nominstly re-
wain in foree until May 1, 1890, and will
give the Western Unlon largely increased
business, since with the equalization of
rates all semblance of competition ceases,
