Fierce Seoring of the Editor for His Free
Critlclsm of Republican Leaders,

Inthe course of a recent interview re-
garding the action of the senate in refusing
to confirm Mr. Halstead's nomination to
the German mission, Senator Ingalls sald:
“Mr. Halstead for the past quarter of a
ecentury has been distinguished for his de-
nunciation of republican leaders whenever
he differed with them In  thelr opinions of
measures.  His denunciations of Grant,
Lineoin, Logan, and others who have been
illustrious in arms and in statesmanship
are historieal. He, in effect, counseled the
assassination of Lincoln, His motives may
have been good, but bhis judgment certainly
has not been approved by the verdiet ot

mankind. In the Payne case In 1888, the
question was not whether the election of
the Ohlo legislature was pure or eorrupt.
It was one of law and of precedent only
under the usages and the procedure of the
senate in similar cases. Three reports
were made by the senate committes, A
mnjnr{ly of the republican momrnlen o{ &s
committes reported against an inves .
tion, a majority of the republican members
of the senate sustained this report. Mr.
Halstesd Immediately characterized the
action of those republicans who voted to
sustain the report as corrupt.  He declared
in effeet, if mnot In direct terms,
that they were bribed He charse-
terized Mr. Evarts as the attorney
of the Standard Oll company,
and sald that his last previous fee in the
senate was when he defended Andrew
Johnson.
