| The Legnl and Politieal Career of Ex-Gov.,
Leslie,

Ex Gov. Leslie, of this city, has had a
noted political eareer. With limited edu-
cational advantages in his youth, he worked
bard during the day to earn a livelihood
and studied as hard at night to fit himself
for the bar. He read law in the officé of
| Gen. S. B. Maxey's father, at Paris, Ky.,
and in 1542 was admitted to the bai. He
served in both branches of the Kentucky
legislature, and succeaded to the governor-
ship upon the election of John W. Steven-
son to the United States senate, in 1870,
| and at the expiration of bis term was |
| nominated and elected to the gov-
ernorship, with Jobhn G. Carlisle as
lieutenant governor. U pon the expiration
of his gubernatorial term he was elocted
judge of the Glasgow circuit ecourt. His
appointment to the governorship of Moo-
tana in 1556 was due to the high esteem in |
which he was heid by ex-Speaker Carlisia. |
At least twice Gov. Leslie was elected in
districts where the opposition usually
+polied a majority. He hasrecently formed |
a law partnersnip with A. J. Craven, of
this eity, and returns to practice at the bar |

He has schemes
innumerable from a patent corset-clasp to
& diamond mine in which he wants the
public to become interested. [He is the dis-
cover of the corset-clasp and the diamond
mine, and he wants the men of millions to
farm stock compani ‘8 and by the sale of
the stock to reimburse him for his discover-
ies. The rich men can then have the dis-
covery and trust to an all-seeing provi-

dence for their profits. Casnal conversa-
tions with some of these rich men give
only & faint inkling of the wear and tear
Riven to their nervous systems by pro-
moters.
